‘MAY GIVE UP WEI-HAI-WEI

ENGLAND WANTS NAVAL STATION AT
MOUTH OF YANGTSE.

'DE WET HARD PRESSED., BUT EESCAPES
AGAIN-SCHEME FOR AN IM-
PERTAL ARMY.

Lendon, Feb. 10, 1 a. m.—A statement is ex-
peeted to be made in both houses of Parliament
to-day as to the intentions of the government
regarding Wei-Hai-Wei_ the naval station in the
Chinese geas wpich England acquired four years
ago. There is some talk of an arrangement
between Fngland and Germany for handing over
the lease of Wei-Hai-Wei to the latter power on
th= understanding that there shall be a British
naval station at the mouth of the Yangtse
River The interests of this country in China
lie chiefly within the basin of the Yangtse, and
for a generation NRritish governments have
pencil marked that enormous territory, with its
approximate population of 75,000,000. It is gen-
erally admitted that Wei-Hai-Wei is far inferior
2% a naval base to either Port Arthur, in posses-
sion of the Russians, or Kiao-Chau. which the
CGermans hold, and Rarliament, consequently,
will not grieve much at its loss if the govern-
ment should succeed in disposing of it on reason-
lable terms.

De Wet has had another very narrow escape.
He has suffered severely at the hands of the
iwenty-three British columns pursuing him, but
he has managed, as usual, to break through
Jjust as the cordon was closing around him. The
oificial dispatch, which is published this morn-
iag, would almost make one believe that Lord
Kitchener's wily foe bears a charmed life. The
British commander is certain, however, not to
:&ive up the chase, although he may be com-
peiled to ery “Halt!” for the present in order to
Brest his jaded horses.

To-day's newspapers, while expressing disap-
Pointment at the failure of Lord Kitchener to
capture De Wet, pay just tribute to the skill
'and daring of the Boer general. “The Daily
“Telegraph” says it is quite impossible for any
‘Englishman to refuse admiration for the latest
rexploit of the most extraordinary perscnality
'by far whom the war has produced upon the
{Boer side.

The formation of the Great Britain Railways
!Development Company at Trenton does not
tcause much alarm here. It is recognized that
{the electric railway business in this country
‘cannot suffer much from any new competition,
«as all of it that can be bought has already heen
secured by American capitalists. They find,
showever, that it is very difficult to obtain Par-
fliamentary sanction for new schemes.

The government is understood to be contem-
}]ating the desirability of raising an imperial
wrmy of considerable dimensions. The idea is
aiot a novel one, but it has always hitherto been
fregarded by military people here as impracti-
rcable. The War Office Committee is now, how-
wever, said 1o be seriously considering a scheme
ffor the construction of an imperial army by
-colonial aid instead of leaving the young na-
stions of the empire to support only sufficient
{irregular soldiers for local defence. There are
cundoubtedly a great many difficulties in the
,way, but if it were possible to carry out such a
{project the ties which bind the mother country
jand the colonies would be drawn very tight, in-
deed, L N. F.

DE WET ESCAPES AGAIN.

BUT THE BOER FORCES LOSE HEAVILY

IN KILLED. WOUNDED AND
CAPTURED.
London, Feb. 9.—From Wolvehoek, Lord

Kitchener has to-day telegraphed a long de-
scription of a combined movement of numerous
British columns with the object of securing Gen-
eral De Wet.

Lord Kitchener says the advance began the
jnight of February 5, the whole force mov ing
ifrom various directions and forming a continu-
ous line of mounted men on the west bank of
‘the Liebenberg’'s Vlei, from Frankfort as far
south as Fanny’'s Home, and thence to Kaffirkop.
'The line then advanced to the west, and the

) *following night the British intrenched with their
routposts fifty yards apart. They held the line
from Holland, on the Heilbron-Frankfort block-
ihouse line, to Doornkloof, on the Kroonstad-
d.indley blockhouse line, while the columns were
also working an advance of the blockhouse lines
‘to prevent De Wet's crossing.

The advance was continued on February 6,
‘and De Wet was within the inclosure, but, real-
'§zing his position, he ordered his men to dis-
perse and seek safety during the night. De Wet
thimself, with some men and a number of cat-
‘tle, made for the Kroonstad-Lindley blockhouse
dine, and at 1 o'clock in the morning, when it
was very dark, by rushing his cattle at the
fence, broke his way through the line, mixed up
pwith the cattle, and lost three men killed.

Many attempts were made to break through
the line on the night of February 7, reports
‘Lord Kitchener, the line of outposts being at-
tacked at various places throughout the night.
But very few escaped, and ten dead Boers were
picked up in the morning near Heilbron.

“I did not get exact details of the Boer casu-
wities,” continues Lord Kitchener, “but as far
as I have ascertained they consist of 283 in
killed, wounded and prisoners, as well as about
#even hundred tired horses and many cattle.

“Our casualties were only ten.”

Lord Kitchener's great plan, which he has
been elaborating for months past, falled by the
escape of De Wet, but was successful in the

greatest single capture of Boers since Lord
'Kitchener arrived in South Africa. Altogether
twenty-three columns were employed in an im-
‘nen:e irrezular parallelogram formed by the
lines of blockhouses and the railroads between
‘Wolvehoek, Frankfort, Lindley and Kroonstad.
It is estimated that De Wet's forces amounted,
roughly speaking, to 2,000 men. Lord Kitch-
ener personally superintended the final prepa-
rations for the expedition, and the great move
was made over a front of forty miles, the ad-
vance extending sixty miles, with the object of
driving the Boers asgainst the raflroad line,
where armored trains were patrolling and were
repeatedly in action. shelling the Boers to pre-
wvent their crossing the railroad. De Wet suc
,ceeded in slipping through the lines to the
‘southward Where Mr. Stevn is is unknown,
though one report says he is with De Wet.

London, Feb. 10.—Dr. Mueller, former consul
of the Orange Free State to Holland, says the
correspondent of “The Daily Telegraph' at The
Hague, has suddenly started for New-York. He

is understood te be on a mission for the Boer
delegates.

CAPE TOWN DEFENDS BRITISH HONOR.

Cape Town. Feb. 9.—At a mass meeting held
here last night a resolution of protest against
the attacks upon the honor and conduct of the
British forces in South Africa was adopted.
The meeting expressed its warm appreciation of
the complete refutation by Mr. Chamberlain,
the British Colonial Secretary, of the Conti-
nental slanders, its cordial concurrence in the
attitude of the government concerning the
prosecution of the campaign and its adherence
to that policy which the meeting alone consid-
ered could bring lasting peace and public free-
dom to South Africa. The speeches were re-
ceived with enthusiastic cheers.

BARRANQUILLA THREATENED |

ATTEMPT BY LIBERALS TO CAPTURE
THE CITY FAILS.

Colon, Colombia, Feb. 9 —News has just
reached here that on January 25 the Liberals
rasident in the town of Barranquilla, profiting
by the withdrawal of four hundred government
t*oops to reinforce Panama, made an effort to |
capture the town. After the exchange of sev-

eral shots the Liberals were driven to the
mountains, where it was impossible to pursue |
them.

General Gonzales Valencia is expected at Bar-
ranquilla with two thouzand troops from the
Province of Santander. One thousand three
hundred troops from the Province of Cundina-
maroa and twelve hundred more from Puerto
Berrio are also expected at Barranquilla. Of
these latter a large number under the command
of General Tovar will be detached for service on
the Isthmus and at Panama

As a eonsequence of this Liberal menace to
Barranquilla, Dr. Joaquin Velez, the civil and
military chief of the Department of Bolivar, has

issued a decree which prohibits all Liberais
from walking on the streets of Barranquilla at |
any hour of the day or night. The chief of

police is to 2nforce this decree by means of an
armed patrol. The guards of the town are or- |
dered to make prisoners of those contravening
Article TV of the Governor's decree, which says:

Friends of the government of Colombia, who
intercede by word or letter for any Liberal in-
fringing veluntarily or involuntarily the present
decree, will be considered hostile to (he govern- |
ment, and as such shall suffer imprisonment for
thirty days.

Articles V of this decre= prohibits the open-
ing of all canteens and public establishments
of every sort in Barranquilla belonging to Lib-
erals so long as the decree remains in force,
under penalty of a fine of £1.000. .

Following its decree concerning transit
through the Department of Panama, the Co-
lombian Government has issued a second decree |
wtih reference to barracks and the housing of
troops in the Department, including Panama
ard Colon. This decree orders military chiefs to |
report to the lccal authorities the houses neces-
sary for the accommodation of their men,
Houses belonging to enemies of the government
will be expropriated first, secondly those be-
longing to neutrals will be taken, and, lastly,
houses belonging to friends of the government
will be expropriated. _

SEND WHEAT TO INDIA.

S0 ADVISES A MISSIONARY, BECAUSE MONEY
LENDERS CAUSE FAMINE.

Oakland, Cal.,, Feb. 9.—Dr. Maud Allen, formerly
of Portland, Ore., a medical missionary from India,
who arrived to-day on the steamer Delye, after an
absence of seven years, says that it is foolish for
the American people to send ships full of wheat
for the succor of the famine sufferers, because
there never is any real dearth of cereals in that
empire. It is the rapacity of the money lenders that
starves the suffering natives at the same time that
India is actually exporting wheat to other coun-
tries. Said Dr. Allen:

There is a class of men there called Banyas, who
own the money and have no compunction about
charging the highest price for the use it. Hundreds
may be starving drmmn‘l thnm but they are un-
moved. They get a “‘corner’” on the products of the
farmers Linere just as speculators do in America. If
there is a failure of crops in one province, the price
of wheat, of course, goes up to a figure th’n makes
it prohibitive to the people of the stricken district.
The wages are so small that it is !mpr)\-nhl.‘ for

the natives to save anvthing, and they are always
at the mercy of the Banvas. The Banyas contro]
the farmers of the prosperous district, too, to such

an extent that they can fix the price at v\hlrh the
product of the flelds must he sold. The farmer is
always in debt to these men.

It i{s the want of money, and not the want of
wheat, that brings so much suffering. There have
been two famines in my stay in Indla, but they
have been confined to certain districts. The rest of
India could supply these districts with wheat, for
the warehouses are full, if the people had the
money to buy it. We have often wondered why the
American people dld not know that this condition
existed. We have been amused at It ourselves. Of
course, the wheat is distributed, but how far does |
2 ship load of wheat go with a hundred thousand
people starving?

The government does not interfere when it sees
thousands starving and dying of hunger because it
i afraid of another Indian mutiny. To interfere
with the Banvas would mean an uprising that
would cost thousands of English lives, for they are
the all powerful class. The government cannot
force them to give away their wheat.

YOUNG GIRL MURDERED.

ENTICED FROM HOME RY AN ADVER-

TISEMENT FOR A NURSE.

San Francisco, Feb. 9.—A mysterious murder,
resembling in some of its features the noted
Durant case, is now puzzling the police depart-
ment of this city. The bedy of Nora Fuller, a
sixteen vear old girl, who disappeared from her
home on January 11, was found lying naked
on a bed in an upstairs back room of an un-
furnished house in Sutton-st,, yesterday after-
noon. The girl had been dead some time, as
decomposition had set in. There was nothing

her life, but the posture of the body and its
condition, together with the disorder of the
recom, indicated that the girl had been mur-
dered. An autopsy disclosed that death was
not due to natural causes. All the organs of
the body are in a normal condition. The gen-
eral theory is that the girl was either strangled
or poisoned. On both sides of the neck are dis-
colorations that may have been made by finger
tips. The city ghemist is examining the stomach
for evidences of pcison.

Nora Fuller left home on January 11, and met

a man known as John Bennett, in response to
an advertisement for a girl to take care «f a
baby. She met the man at a restaurant and

thereafter all knowledge of her was lost,

On January 8 the house in which the body of
the girl was found was rented by a man who
gave the name of C. B. Hawkins. The general
descriptions of “Bennett” and “Hawkins” sgree,
and it is thought that the two names were
aliases of the same man. Both “Bennett” and
“Hawkins'"” are sald to be thirtv-five «r forty
vears old, about six feet in height, and weighing
about one hundred and seventy-flve pounds.
wore a brownish red mustache. “Ben-
wore clerical clothes, and claimed to have
studied for the ministry. The police are working
on the theory that both names belong to the
same man.

A possible motive for the murder is found in
the suggestion that the murderer either juar-
relled with the girl or feared that his ielatinoas
with her were about to become public.
