A LAND OF SIMPLICITY AND SINCERITY.

BWISS LIFE IN TOWN AND COUNTRY. By
Alfred Thomas Story. (Our European Neigh-
bors Series.) Illustrated, 12mo, pp. viil, 282,
G. P. Putr.am’s Sons.

This book is the work of a man who has pene-
trated below the exterior of the society of which
he treats. In the case of Switzerland this was
particularly desirable, for that land of tourists
is known to most of us only as a tourists’ re-
sort, and the realities of its life and the char-
acter of the people are seldom appreciated by
those who have gone to enjoy what Switzerland
offerg to visitors in the way of refreshment and
diversion. Mr. Story finds the note of Swiss life
1o be simplicity and sincerity; and, of course,
his warning not o judge the people by the hotel
kecpers is hardly needed. Life is hard, and,
though the race is on the whole strong and
sturdy, the unfavorable influence of the factory
and alcohol and the ravages of goitre and cre-
tinism have left their blasting mark upon many.
These two physical infirmities,
decreasing, owing to a betterment of hygienic
conditions.
dustry among the people to cope with the rigor-
ous conditions imposed by Nature, and there is
practically no idle class. Aristocrat and burgher
alike do their turn in the common life of the
country with the artisan. The highest classes
of the French speaking cantons are especially
public spirited and are active in well doing;
and through the intelligence and energy of the
Swiss industry has taken a fore-
mnst place in the world.

land has, indeed, its problem of poverty, but it
is a different thing from what it is in other
countries. Mr. Story gives a graphic account
of the cowherd's life and the setiting forth in
JEpring for the high mountain pastures that con-
firms the traditional romance of that life. Even
the alphorn is preserved to us, and does not go
the way of Willlam Tell and Gessler. But the
cowherd’s life, though it has its idvllic side, !
rude, rough and very arduous. Many of the
Old World customs and traits are kept up in
some of the more remote cantons. The young
men still form vigilance committees to keep the
well to do girls {rom ing carried off by out-
siders: the springtime dramatic representations
are still given on frail stages, with and without
roofs, the old legends are still preserved
and mingled with the realities of everyvday life.
Swiss homes in many cantons are Inaccessible,
the life there narrow and secluded—a fact that
led, especially in the more uncultured cantons,
to “tavern haunting,” as Mr. Story calls it,
which is the chief path to acquaintance and
marrizge among the young folk: also, it must
be said, to terrible results in drunkenmness,
the forest cantons there is a freer life, and those
home gatherings that in America are called
“bees” are a feature ot it.
