Et'T WILL CEASE TO FORTIFY THE PLACE.
ANT> WILL WITHDRAW THE TROOPS.

London. Feb. 10.—In the House of Commons
'o-day the W?.r Secretary. Mr. Brodrick, con-
firmed the report that th*» government had de-
rided to withdraw the British troops at Wei-
Hal-Wei, and to proceed no further with build-
1m fortifications at that place.

In the House of Lords the Under Secretary
for the Colonial Office, Lord Onslow, referring
to the Government's Intention to withdraw the
BrltiFh troops from "Wel-Hal-Wel. added the
Information that the government had no Inten-
tion of givinp up fo valuable a colony as Wai-
Hal-Wel. Itwaa extremely useful as a small-
arms store, for ginnery practice and as a sana-
torium. The naval and military officials there
had every reason to believe Wel-Hal-Wel
would become increasingly useful and valuable.

The Chinese regiment at Wel-Hai-Wel. L'rd
Onflow added, would be gradually disbanded.
Tt had been four.d that the position could only
he fortified at a great expense. The Colonial
fiffice took over the administration of the place
on Janvary 1. The rumors that Wel-Hai-Wel
would be returned to China or handed over to
any other power were entirely unfounded. The
decision had been reached from the point of
view of naval strategy, and there had been an
*-xtraor<3jnary consensus of naval opinion in
favor of the course adopted.

VENEZUELAN GUNBOAT.

Willemstad, Island of Curacao, Feb. 10.—Can-
nonading has been heard here from early morn-
ing in the direction of the Venezuelan coast. It
l«j believed that the Libertador has been engaged

with another Venezuelan gunboat.

A report of an engagement between the Liber-
tador and the General Crc-spn appears to be con-
firmed. The Llbertador some days ago landed a
force of insurgents on the Venezuelan roast. and
they subsequently took possession of the village

of Cumarebd, situated near La Vela de Coro.

The Venezuelan gunboat General Cresr>o, which
attempted to prevent the landing, was fired upon

and badly damaged by the Llbertador. The
Crespo had her propeller shaft broken, and is
said to have Fur.k.

General Andrade. the former Pros!, of
Venezuela, who reached this island recently, em-
barked on board the Libertador on the night of
February 7.

The success of the Llbertadi 1 has caused a
sensation at Caracas, where great motion
prevails. The news received there from the in-
terior of Venezuela is not favor to the gov-
ernment. Itis announced that the Insurgents are
very active, especially In the vicinity of Bar-
quisimeto, capital of the State of Lara. The
revolution against President Castro la gaining
ground visibly, and Its partisans are Increasing
in number.

ABANDONMENT OF PLANS FOR RECEIV-

ING HOHENZOLLERN OFFICERS—

QUETTE SAID TO REQUIRE IT.

The plans for the reception of the officers and

crew of the Hohenzollern have been abandoned.
For several weeks clubs of this city have been
planning receptions and dinners for the officers
of the imperial yacht. These included a smoker
concert at th^ Union League Club, an athletic
exhibition at the New-York Athletic Club and a

dinner, given by Commodore Ledyard, at
Sherry's. All these plans had been accepted
provisionally by the committee that has charge

of the entertainment of those on the Hohenzol-

lern. But yesterday this committee met, and,

after a long discussion, decided that for good

and sufficient reasons these receptions must be

declared off. The cause of this derision was not
given. Captain A. T. Mahan. chairman of the
committee, intimated that etiquette forbade the
reception of the attendants until the prince ar-

rived. A prominent German told a Tribune re-

porter that the preparations for the reception of

the officers had been so elaborate that It was

feared It would detract from the principal recep-

tion. It was also intimated that the committee
had received suggestions from Washington.

Emil L. Boas, agent of the Hamburg-Ameri-

can Line, said that the reason the entertainments
for the officers of the Hohenzollern were given

up was that the ship would be so dirty after
the sea voyage that it would be necessary for

the officers to stay aboard fhtp to get It In
shape for Prince Henry.

Instead, therefore, of entering the harbor

an. id the booming of cannon and receiving the

official honors due a warship commanded by an

admiral, the Hohenzollern may come inas a mer-
chant ship and go quietly to her Hoboken dock.
There she will be thoroughly overhauled and

painted cream white. Itis stillpossible that she
may enter the city as a man of war. but that

seems unlikely.

The Hohenzollern Is now midway between St.

Thomas and Bermuda. She will stop at Ber-

muda only 10 coal, and will then sail for this

port, where she will arrive either Saturday af-
ternoon or Sunday morning.

Washington. Feb. 10.—Professor Lewis M. Haupr,

SENATOR HOAR FAVORABLY REPORTS HTS

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL.
AMEXDMKNT.

Washington. Feb. IP—Mr. Hoar, from the Senate
Committee on Privileges and Elections, to-day re-
ported favorably the amendment to the constitu-
tion Introduced by himself changing the day for
the inauguration of the President of the United
States fom March 4 to the last Thoursday In April.
The resolution provides thai the change shall take
effect In 10*15, and extends the term of President
Roosevelt from March 4to that date. It is also
provided that hereafter the terms of Senators and
members of the House of Representatives shall
begin on the last Thursday of April instead of
March 4. as at present. The committee added th»
followingamendment to the resolution:
If the House of Representatives shall not choose

a President whenever the right of choice shall de-
volve upon them before the last Thursday !n April
next following, then the Vice-President shall set as
Presidtnt. as in the case of the death or other
constitutional disability of the President.

PATRICK'S PERSONAL COUNSEL TESTI-

FIES THAT LAWYER TOLD HIM HE

WAS SURE OF RICE ESTATE.

After a recess of three court days, aue to the Ill-
ness of on«» of tha jurors, John D. Campbell, the
trial of Albert T. Patrick, who Is charged with
murdering William Marsh Rice, was resumed yester-

day. Mr. Campbell had apparently recovered trom

his indisposition. When court adjourned because
of the illness of Mr. Campbell, Dr. H. B. Loomis.
the pathological expert, was under cross-examina-
tion. Ht had testified that the condition of Mr.
Rice's lungs, as developed by the autopsy, was due,

in his ODinion, to the inhalation of chloroform or
some like Irritant. He was the first witness yester-

day.
"Iknow of no natural cause." he replied ..o one

of Assistant District Attorney Oaborne's Questions,

"that could have caused death with th* symptoms

shown by the autopsy on Mr.Rice's body."

"Are you prepared to say.' Mr. Moore asked In
cross-examination, "that Mr. Rice did not die of
disease?"
"Iam not. Ican say, however, that the exam-

ination Imade disclosed no disease."
Max Hunke, a manufacturing chemist, of Brook-

lyn, who made the embalming fluid used In em-
balming the body of Mr. Rice, testified to the in-
gredients from which the fluid was made. Traces

of mercury were found In Mr. Rice's stomach, as
shown by the testimony of Rudolph A. Wltthaus,

and the counsel for the defence asked Dr. Wltt-

haus Ifthe mercury might not have come from the
embalming fluid. Mr. Hunke was called to offset
any impression that that question might have ma.de
on the Jury.

"Did the fluid you sold to the embalmer. Potter,

contain mercury?" he was asked. The defence ob-
jected and was sustained, but after a long argu-

ment by Mr. Osborne the Recorder reversed his

former ruling, and, despite the objections of the
defence, permitted the witness to answer the ques-

tion. His reply was "No."
On cross-examination, the witness told Mr.Moor©

he knew of several kinds of embalming fluid that

contained mercury. One manufactured at his la-
boratory contained it. but he did not believe Itpos-

sible that mercury could have cot Into the fluid

sold to Mr. PlowTieht. the undertaker, for the use
of tha embalmer. Potter.

John R. Potts. Patrick's personal counsel, who

cashed the $25,000 check at the Fifth Avenue Trust
Company for Patrick, was the next witness. In
response to Mr. Osborne's questions he testified
that Patrick first spoke to him of Mr. Rice on
September 17, 1900.

Patrick said: "John. I've got something to tell
you. That rich client of mine has made a will,

naming me a residuary legatee. Come withme. and

I'llprove it to you." They went to No. 220 Broad-
way, and Patrick showed witness the assignment

giving him access to the safe deposit vault, a
paper showing the settlement of the contest of the

will of Mr. Rice, and some other papers. Some

checks fell out while Patrick was, handling the
papers. The amounts were blank, but they were
signed and made out to his order.

Witness identified the 1900 will as the paper Pat-

rick showed him to prove that "his rich client"

had made him residuary legatee of all his estate.
Witness said to Patrick: "1don't think a wjllllk*

that is good for anything. Patrick replied: "That a
ah right John. The estate is practically mine.

Counsel for the defence objected to the witness

tellingany of the conversation he had with Patrick
In the Tombs, on the ground that before his ar-
rest Patrick retained Mr. Potts as his personal
counsel, and that any communication between
counsel and client was privileged.

Recorder \u25a0 iff sustained the contention of the de-
fence and refused to instruct the witness to tell
how Patrick explained his possession of the blank
checks or any of the conversation bo nad with
Patrick subsequent to his arrest.

Allof the testimony of Mr. Potts was given In a
storm of objections, in which Mr House accused
tn<> Assistant District Attorney of leading the wit-
ness, and Mr. Osborne declared that the lawyer
for the defence was giving the witness warnings
as to what questions he should not answer.

Every now and then, after a more than usually
prolonged wrangle, th« Recorder instructed the
stenographer. ••Strike all that out." but the point
of the prosecution had been made, and the ques-
tions objected to were In the minds of th« Jury.

The witness said Patrick told him he presumed
Mr Rice was actuated by personal regard for him

and because he knew his determination of character
would lead him to carry out all Mr. Rice's direc-
tions without regard to the claims of hla relations. '

He told witness the day before Mr.Rice died that j
he had not seen Mr. Rice for a week. He said he
did not Intend to permit Mr. Rice to play fast and
loose with him.

Mr. Potta identified the r!5.000 check which he '
certified and later deposited la the Nassau Bank
to the credit of Patrick as trustee. Patrick. he
said, told him that Mr. Rice sent tha checks to!
him on the day before his death.

Within tvo or three days of Mr Rice's death
Patrick told witness he understood the checks were
sent to him to settle the claims of the heirs un-
der Mr. Rice's will.

On cross-examination by Mr. Moore Mr. Potts
said he had the proceeds of the $25,000 cheek for ;
about ten months, and then paid it over to the tem-
porary receiver of Mr. Rice's estate. Patrick gave
hia written consent to the transfer.

Adjournment wai taken at 4:25 o'clock until 10:30
a. m. to-day. The failure of the defence to cross-
examine Mr. Potts at length had upset Mr. Os-
borne's calculations. \u25a0

Mr. Brodrick was
terser Inhis explanation of the change of policy
than Lord Onslow. who gave Lord Rosebery an
opening for fine irony by enlarging upon the ad-
vantages offered for a naval sanatorium and
practice ground.
