The Indiana
limestone in tlw» City Hall proved to be poor un-
der the severe test. The Belleville gmystone in

St. Joseph's Church withstood the flames splen-

didly. Not a stone is racked or splintered, though

r.othing remains of the interior of the edifice.
Frederick W. Wentworth, an architect, who has

SHOULD USB BRICK OR STONE.
Ex-City Engineer Ferguson concurred in this view.

He said:

FIREPROOF BUILDINGS STAND TEST.

There -were only three fireproof buildings in the
r>urned district, and these are the only ones left
Manning, though all of them were surrounded by

the flames. They were the new City Hall, built by

Carrere. Ar Hastings, of New-York; the Paterson
Eavlngs Institution building and the Second Na-
tional Bank building, both put up by Charles W.
Edward?, of this city. The City Hall was built of

Indiana limestone, which was so soft that it melted
In many places around the doors and windows. All
the woodwork in the building was burned, but the
walls, with the roof and tower, stand.

The two bank buildings are pointed to with pride

as the work of a Paterson architect. The Second

National Bank BuildingIs separated from the City

Hall by a 25-foot street. It was fiercely attacked
on three sides by the fire. The building on the
«aFt Bide, which was close to the bank, was com-
pletely destroyed, as was the one. on the north.
The fire started In the Second National Bank Build-
ing at the »roof and travelled down the elevator
shaft to the cellar, then entering the directors'
room on the ground floor. Not a drop of water was
thrown on the building, yet it withstood the heat
and fire for six hours. The flames inside the build-
ing spent themselves and died out. only damaging

the top floor and the elevator shaft. Not an office
in the five lower stories was touched.

The Paterson Savings Institution building also
fought oft the flames In a marvellous way. It
caught fire in the roof and top story as The wind
lashed it with the furious f.-.mes from adjoining
buildings which were crumbling and fallingbefore

the intense heat. For hours the flames raged

around the building which burned Slowly on the
two upper stories. As the structures on the north
aM east fell, and the names from them drepped
away th" fire In the bank died down. Those who
\u25a0were watching it at this time say that the flames
in the upper stories seemed to blow out of the
window as with a. gust, and where there had been
sheets of fire a. moment before, nothing but smoke
could he seen and the buildingwas safe.

IN ONE. STRROrXDED BY FLAMES FOR

FAST ERIE TRAIN WRECKED.

NO. 10 KNOCKED OUT BY SPREADING RAILS
IN OHIO—NONE KILLED.

Cleveland. P>b. 12—Train No. 10. on the Erie
road, leaving Cleveland at 1 p. m. for New-York,
\u25a0was wrecked between Mahonlng and Phalanx.Ohio, about forty miles Cross this city, this after-
noon. The whole train left the tracks and ran on
for twenty car lengths, finally toppling over in a
ditch. Twenty-one persons are reported injured.
l)ul it is believed no fatalities occurred. The in-
Juric-B of George Thomas, of Cleveland, may be
fatal. As the train Is made up in this city, most
of the Injured are probably residents of this city.
The train consisted of a buffet car. two sleepers,
chair car. coach, baggage and express. Physicians
\u25a0were called from Warren and Youngstown, and
ftartcd at once for Leavlttsburg, where *ome of
the Injured had been taken. The cause of the
\u25a0wreck Is said to have been spreading rails.

Some of the more seriously inji-red were taken to
Youngstown. Most of them were In the coach
next to the last, that being th« private car of
Joeeph Ramsay, president of the Wabash Rail-
road. .Mr. Ramsay had an emergency case with
him. and he did heroic work In assisting the in-
jured. His car did not topple over, but the car infront did. Mr.Ramsay wired his friends that hisparty would go east by way of Pittsburg.

THE BUCEXTAUR HOVE IN SIGHT WHILE

THE BARK WAS SINKING.

Boston, Feb. 12.—The Backnell Line steamer Bu-
centaur, of London, Captain Rltson. which arrived
here to-day from Calcutta via Colombo, brought the
crew of nine men of the British bark Manx Queen,
bound from Lacuna, Mexico, for ETalmouth, Eng-
land. The Manx Queen was abandoned in a sink-
Ing condition on February 4 in latitude 31* 23' north
and longitude 46* uo' west.

The bark Bailed from Laguna with a cargo of
mahogany on December 28. On February 1. when
off Cape Hatteras, the gale developed into a furi-
ous hurricane. The bark was thrown on her beam
ends .and eighty feel of her starboard rail was car-
ried away. The men had been without food for
two days on February 4. when the Bucentaur hove
in sight, and. although the storm continued, the
crew of the bark were able to launch a boat androw to the steamer. When they left the bark wasrapidly settling.

The Manx Queen was built at Barrow in ISTB. and
was owned by W, C. Jarvla .v Bon, of Liverpool.
She was valued at about $13/iOO. and partially in-
sured. The cargo of mahogany was valued at about
$29,000.
