the RIGHTS OF suspects.

A young woman has been held in custody l>y
the police of this city for several days on sus-
picion of having had something to do with' the
death of a young man who was found in a
hotel unconscious from a bullet wound It is
asserted by her friends that when she was nr
rested and taken to trie police station ihe police
plied her with questions, sought to get a eon
fession or some damaging admissions from In r
under cover of misleading statements about the
case, such, for instance, an that the young
man was alive, had charged her with shooting
him. and would soon confront her. when, a- a
matter of fact, he was dead and had hoi spoken
after ho was discovered. Iiis paid thai for a
time the police, under orders from the :•..-
tricl Attorney's office, prevented her from ser-
ins her counsel or having his aid while being
questioned: and also that the negro hallboy of
the hotel was induced to identity her as ;he

woman who accompanied the dead man bj first
seeing her alone in a cell and being asked If.she
was not the person sought.

Some of these accusations are denied. So'iie
are admitted to be true and dismissed ligblli'
by the officials as of no consequence and not
calculated to Interfere with substantial justice.
It is. however, of decided consequence to tin-
people of this city thai the rights of citizens,
no matter how plausibly suspected of crime,
should be sacredly respected by our police ,-ril
prosecuting officers. Xo repetition of th>> Moli
neux tactics is desired. Wo have had enough
of yellow methods in the conduct of prosecu
tioiis. and even the smartest training in that
school does not give a prosecuting officer any
authority to deprive suspects of their |oj«il
rights. Ho may be highly expert in the tricks
of French detectives; bo may be convin 'd that
they are the best for arriving at a knowledge
of crimes; lie may feel certain that he is on the
ri^lit track after a criminal, but he should re-
member thai he is not a French prefect, a Solo-
mon come toJudgment, or anything but a creat-
ure of American law. Our prosecutors and
police are getting Into bad habits, ii is com-
mon to hear of their "working the third de-
gree" on prisoners. That may mean much or
little. They always deny that it is any spe-
cios of terrorlzatlon, but they do not. deny that
they question prisoners and attempt by B'lbftr-
fuge to make thorn give evidence against them
selves. This Is a practice utterly unwarranted
by law. and utterly foreign to the spin- of
Anglo-Saxon liberty, it is a usurpation of
power which woola not bo tolerated In Knjr-

land now. and would not have been tolerated
bore a few years ago. The police, after ar-
resting this young woman, hail no right to
subject her to any examination without tel!in^
her of the crime of which they suspected her,
and warning her that the was free from obli-
gation to say anything, and that anything she
might «ny would be used against her.
