“The Park Avenue is in what you might call, for
the sake of convenience, the border line class. All
hotel bulldings with wood trimmings inside are a
cause of worriment to the Bulldings Department,
because experience has demonstrated that few
butldings really are fireproof, and those with wood
trim are pretty sure to burn if a fire once
gets well started in them. The Park Avenue
Hotel has been for many years widely advertised
as a flreproof structire, and the Buildings Depart-
ment came to look upon {t as such When Mr.
Stewart took charge of the department he gave his
attention to theatres and hotels charged with vio-
lating the law ir having inadequate fire escapes.
The Park Avenue was tentatively on the lst for
inspection by the superintendent, but it had not
reached. The allows wood trim in
buildings not over 150 feet in height. The Park
Asenue has wide stairways, thick walls and iron

stairways up to the fifth floor. Throughout it is
built, seemingly, with a due regard for the safety
of its guests. It had no outside fire escapes,

OTHER GREAT DISASTERS.

THE WINDSOR AND HOTEL ROYAL FIRES
—~THE HOBOKEN HORROR.

The last great hotel disaster in this city preceding
the Park Avenue Hotel fire was the destruction of
the Windsor Hotel, in Fifth-ave, In this conflagra-
tion, which occurred on March 17, 1899, more than
fifteen persons lost their lives and scores were in-
jured. One of the guests of the hotel threw a lighted
match out a window. The match struck a curtain,
igniting it, and the flames quickly spread to the
room, and thence made their way with Incredible
rapidity all over the building. It was 3 o'clock In
the afternoon when the fire broke out. A St. Pat-
rick’s Day procession was pussing the hotel, and
many of the employes were engrossed in watch-
ing :Vt from the front windows, and thus were not

availabie for service in warning the guests and
fighting the flames. When the alarm of flre was

given a fearful panic occurred The progress of the
flames was so rapid that many of the guests had
no opportunity to make their escape, and were
forced to leap to the street from the upper stories,
falling mangled and bleeding 4t the feet of the
holiday crowd which had been witnessing the pas-
sage of the procession in the avenue. The hotel
was a heap of ruins in a single hour after the
fire was discovered, and for several days a large
force of workmen was kept constantly searching
in the wreckage for the dead bodles or charred

fragments of bodies. .

A hotel fire still remembered for its shocking feat-
ures occurred in the early morning of Fvnrulu:‘y 5

2 when the Hotel Royal, at Sixth-ave. and lFFor-
lxg,:-t'h::‘ was totally destroyed in the space of two
hours.
