With the completion of the. improvements to roadbed and structures now in
process it is expected that the percentage of operating expenses to gross earnings
can be materially reduced and net earnings correspondingly increased.

The interest charge on the present issue of $2,750,000 of refunding bonds willbe
5r.i7.500 per annum, or $540 per mile, as against net earnings at the rate of $1.4.-:.
