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All who believe that there is an esoteric ele-
ment in Christianity will read this book with
delight. The sincerity of the author, her wide
range of learning and the high spiritual uplift
•fher words give a high value to her book. But
we cannot help asking ourselves why it was
published. For the first postulate of the writer
is that this esoteric Christianity of which she
writes so interestingly, ifnot convincingly, can-
not possibly be appreciated or understood by
•-' ommon mass of men. Yet by publishing
her book she Is making her appeal to the multi-
tude, not one in ten of whom will even take the
trouble to understand her point of view. An
argument for esoteric Christianity addressed to
the general public ought to give some concrete

facts and dates, as, for Instance, Just where.
ifjeographicAlly. the Grand Lodge of Central

The author, however, maintains that early

-Christianity had its mysteries, whose initiates

each had a little knot of pupils, rarer soule. who

hy learning, purity and devotion showed them-

selves capable of receiving higher truth. But in

process of time materialism triumphed. Suitable

pupils ceased to present themselves, and schools

ceased to exist. Yet in every age the "great

ones" have lived. F.ven to-day may be found
"within the limits of the Christian Church a

large and ever increasing number of faithful

In the Gospel story more than the history of a

the historic Christ, the mythic Christ and the

mystic Christ. The last conception, represent-

ing the unfolding of the Divine Spirit In man.

the forming of Christ in his nature, is primarily

the story of the Christian mysteries. The in-

itiate who would understand this esoteric truth

about Christ must discriminate between the real
and the unreal, the true and the false; he must

feel disgusted with the unreal and the tem-

porary; he must control his thoughts, and he

must acquire the virtues of endurance, tolerance
and faith.

Still folio-wing Mrs. Besanfs argument It will

3e granted that the founders of the various re-
ligions mupt have vei'.ed many of their loftier
teachings in ali^sorica! ar.d mystical forms,

owing to the inabilityof the masses to under-
stand them. Moreover, certain of their teach-
ings dealt with the knowledge that giv.es con-
trol over natural energies, enabling the pos-
sessor to direct these rnergies to certain ends,

end while such knowledge would be useful if

possessed 'by highly developed men. It would
surely be misused by the masses, just as the
knowledge of subtle poisons was misused in the
Middle Ages. It would pass into the hands of

«viland selfish men, who would u.-»e it for their

own advantage and against the common good.

T"ar better that the "Great Oones" should be as-
ta<led by the ignorant for their supposed self-
ishness in withholding knowledge than that

they should disseminate esoteric truths that
\u25a0would bringruin on the world.

Thup far as to the theory that there must be

fen esourrir. element in al! religions. We come

now to the facts adduced to prove It. The
mysteries of Egypt, the Mithraic mysteries of

Persia and the oracles and mysteries of Greece
\u25a0L.r.doubtedly claimed to teach an esoteric form
of the popular religions, while they had a great

Influence on religious thought and speculation.

And however different was their environment, it

Is the theory of the author that they drew their
inspiration from one source, the "Grand Lodge

ft Central Asia." Among the Hindoos a re-
serve ir teaching higher truths was always in-

Fisted on. and even the Hebrews had their

schools cf initiates, commonly known as
prophat6. Coming to Christianity, we find that

Bides their apparent meaning, the Scriptures

have an inner meaning not to be discerned by

The multitude. But it is unnecessary- to give

further examples of this fact. Many of the

.early Christian Fathers, as we know, were
disciples of the gnostic school which had its
headquarters in Alexandria, and it is therefore
questionable if their utterances can be fairly

taken as an expression of Christian teaching

on this subject.

Religions, then, according to this view, must

have a hidden fide, for they are given to the

\u25a0world by men wiser than the masses, and the
simple literal teachings that the masses can
understand and follow are too elementary, crude
end Jejune for the philosopher. The compara-
tive mythologists hold that religions are
"branches from a ommon trunk—human igno-

The Comparative Religionists, among whom

Mrs. Besant ranges herself, deny this. They

hold that "all religions originate from the teach-
ings of Divine men. who give out to the dlf-

ierent nations of the world from time to time
«=uch parts of the fundamental verities of re-
ligion as the people are capable of receiving,
teaching ever the same morality. Inculcating

the use of similar means, employing the same
Significant symbols." AH debased religions.
therefore, are degenerations of this original rev-

•lation of the "Divine Men." Nevertheless,

these "Divine Men" form an enduring Brother-
hood, who stand far above ordinary humanity.

•who appear at certain periods to enlighten the

«rorld. and who are the spiritual guardians of
the human race. If this view be accepted, then
Tellgions are branches from a common trunk-

Divine Wisdom.

Mrs. Besant starts in this book with the theory

that between the line?, so to say. of the literal
teachings of Christianity there are deeper,

esoteric truths which can be discerned only by

a. few illumlnati. The idea is not. of course, a
new one. In one form or another it has been
taught by many interpreters of Christianity,

from the Fathers down to the most recent sect

of fantastic "come outers*." who first road their
Wzarre ideas into the Bible and th*»n solemnly
attempt to Impose them on mankind as a part

of the Divine Revelation. But whatever may be
thought of Mr?. Bezant's conclusions as to the

fact of an esoteric Christianity, her point of

view is well conceived, her arguments grow in
orderly sequence out of an historical conception

of Christianity, and. startling as is her asser-
tion that Christianity is a part of the occult
teaching of the Grand Lodge of Central Asia,

to which Theosophy also owes its origin,her po-
sition is stated seriously, and, her premise* ad-
mitted, logically.
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Asia Ib, what are the names of the "divine

men" who govern it. and in what authentic his-
torical record It can be proved that Christianity
originated in that aujrust hut somewhat mys-

terious body. It may be that the publication of

such facts is forbidden, and it may even be in
the nature of sacrilege to ask for them. If
that be so, th^n we 'cannot quite understand
how Mrs. Besant hoped to make any converts
among ordinary people, with whom h»r state-
ments without proof willcount for nothing more
than the subjective views of a gifted but dreamy

mystic.
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
