HOSPITAL CENTRE OF LAKE

STORM FLOODS GROUNDS OF BROOK-
LYN INSTITUTION.

FIRES PUT OUT-SUFFERERS FROM CON-
TAGIOUS DISEASES IN DANGER
FROM EXPOSURE.

As a result of the heavy rainstorm of Tues-
day night, the Kingston Avenue Hospital for
Contagious Diseases, Brooklyn, is in the centre
of a lake containing about flve million gallons
of water. The engine fires were put out and
the boilers rendered useless by six feet of water
in the boiler and engine room. The water about
the grounds is three feet deep, and the 108 pa-
tients in the hospital are in danger from ex-
posure. Late yvesterday afternoon a spare fire
engine was sent by Fire Chief Dale, and began
pumping the water to the nearest sewer culvert,
1,54 feet away. After surveying the situa-
Chief Dale decided that one engine was not
enough to cope with the task, and he telephoned
to Manhattan for permission to send two addi-
engines. These reached the hospital
about 6 o'clock, and Chief Dale declares that
within twenty-four hours all the water will be
pumped out and the danger removed.

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UNDER WATER ON LONG ISLAND.

RAIN MELTS SNOW ON HEMPSTEAD PLAINS
—STORES AND HOUSES FLOODED.

Hempstead, Long Island, Feb. 26 (Special).—
Parts of Hempstead, East Meadow Brook, and
other villages on the south side of Long Island
were under three feet of water to-day. due to
one of the largest freshets that Long Island has
known for a number of years.
occurred at Hempstead and Meadow Brook. At
these places, a number of the country places of
members of the Meadow Brook Hunt Club were
completely surrounded by water two feet deep.
Some of the streets of Hempstead could only be
crossed in small boats or wagons.

The drifts of smow that covered the Hemp-
stead Plains were completely melted last night
! and this morning by the rain that fell for several

hours. As the ground was frozen, the water

could not scak into the earth, and kept pour-

ing into the pords and small streams. These
| were soon swollen to much more than their nor-
mal size, and at 12 o'clock the water was three
feet deep in Greenwich-st.,, Hempstead. In many
stores and houses the water was more than a
foot deep in the first stories.

On many of the farms near the Plains hay
and eorn stacks and many movable farm im-
piements were floated away by the water. The
foundations of many houses and barns were un-
dermined by the water.

THREB PHYSICIANS LOSE A SUIT IN THE UNITED

STATES DISTRICT COURT.

A suit brought by Drs. James E. Kelly., Alex-
ander Strong and Willilam H. Bates, three physi-
clans of the city, to have a receiver appointed for
the property of Samuel Jacobi, of No. 1,54 Broad-
way, has been decided against the physicians in
the United States District Court, where it "vas tried
before Judge George B. Adams. Last year Jacobl
was successful in a suit against the Metropolitan
Street Railway Company for damages, and ob-
tained a judgment for $7.500. His attorney, J. J. K.
O'Kennedy, had a lien on the judgment in the
amount of 32,300, and three physicians presented
! bills for services, amounting to 8%5. They had ex-

amined him and had testifled in the trial of his

suit. On November 1% Jacobi assigned the judg-

ment to his wife, Gerirude, who next day flled a

notice with the railroad compuny that she owned

the judgment.

When the physicians begun their suit, on Janu-
ary 18, they obtained a temporary mguncuon to
prevent Jacobi or his wife from transferring any
property pending the trial of the action. They as-
serted that the railroad company asked to pay the

judgment money to the court, in order that the lien
of Jacobi's counsel might be paid. and that the as-
signment of the judgment left Jacobi a bankrupt.
The appointment of a receiver was asked for as a
means of collecting the money alleged to be due
the physicians. The suit ended in i verdict that
Jacobi was not a bankrupt and that no receiver
need be appointed. Judge Adams therefore has dis-
missed the proceedings.
