THE SPORTSMENS SHOW.

STORM INTESPERE8 WITH ATTEND-
ANCE.EXHIP.ITS NOT YET

COMPLETE.

The unexpe-Med and decldedly undeslrable snow-

storm -whlch vlsited the metropolls yesterday
played havoe wlth about everythlng, Including- the
opening day of the eighth annual -sportsmen's
Show, at Madison Square Garden. The recent
floods and storm delayed the arrival of many of
the exhiblts. and th* weather disturbance yesterday
dld not help the management. As a result many
of the exhlbits are not ln place, but probably will
be by to-morrow. Carpenters were still at work
ht?; night upon log cabins and booths.
Some people have argued that recent sportsmer.'s

showe bave been given over too much to the trade
and that competitive features Bhould have been en-

eouraged. Re that as lt may, the booths of the
manufacturers and de,-Uers generally to be foun.l
In the baicony were ln better or.ler last night than
most of the other exhlblt? The display of firearms
lncludes a new salute gun for yachts, which at-

rnuch attention. In. some of the booth* new

inventions ln guns are shown open, so that the
mechanism ls discernlbie to all tnterested ln auch
things. **

The appearance of the arena ls deeidedly differ-
ent from that of last year. A waterway has been
arranged about 310 feet long and from 11 to 20 feet
wlde, extending around the arena. on the island
thus formed ls the Indian vlllage and the game
park. At the Fourth-ave. end of the garden there
ls a pretty repre-.entation of mountaln scenery ln
the Adirondacks from whlch a llvely cascade pours
its eontrlbution Into the waterway. lf the imagina-
tion ib llvely enough, one oouid thlnk of a brook

' trout tmleaa or.e looked Into the muddy
waterway below and then reallaed taat the delicate

OPEX DOOR FOR BOXIXG.

ASSEMBLYMEN DOOLING AND MANEE

PRESENT BILLS TO PERMIT

CONTESTS.

[BT T-t-EGRAFH TO TTTJ- TRIBrN- 1
Albany. March f»..Seventy-five members of

the Assembly to-day apparently recorded them-
eelvea in favor of the Doollng boxlng blll, by
votlng against a motlon to recommit lt to the
Codes Committee. Friends of the ol!l are con-

flder-t that lt wlU pass the lower house. where
lt will come up for f.nal vote r.ext Monday night.
After a debate in whlch the measure was flercely
assailed by several members. the bill waa ad¬
vanced.
The bill adds the followlng provlslon to the

present law, which absolutely forbida aparrlna;
exhlbltlons where an admlssion fee ls eharged:
Pnn-lded, however, that aparring exhibitlonn

with gloves of not less than eight ouncea
each ln welght may be he'.d by the Amateur
Athletic Union of the I'nited Ptates. or any
domestic incorporated amateur athletic aa-

sociation, under the sanction ar.l according
to the rules of the Amateur Athletic Union.
when such exhibitions are between regls-
tered amateurs. and each exhtbltion between
any two such amateurs do<=s not contlnne
for more than flfteen mlnutes and are for
medals or prizes other than money, whtrh
are permiued by th- rules of the Amateur
Athletic Unlon.

Assemblyman Gherardl Davis askM Mr. Doo¬

llng what assurance th» publlc had that these

exhlbltlons would not vlrtually be prizefighta.
Mr. Doollng replied that the Amateur Athletic
Union waa a reaponaibte body, and would not
permlt anythlng wrong
Assemblyman Newcomb made a long speech

against the bill The motlon to recommit waa

then lost bv a vote ot 1", to 20.
Assemblyman Manee. of K'.ngs County, In¬

troduced aponderoua blll to-day, whlch legaltz^s
sparring matcbea and places the sport under the
supervlslon of a State commlssioner of athletics.
Llcenscs are to be Issued by htm to corpora¬

tlons organized for the purpose of condtictin-t
such exhibitions The licenae fee t* to be $2,500,
and the bill further provldea that 1<> per cent

of the proceeds of the exhibitions shall be turn<»d
over to the State. for th- support of its charlta-
ble institutlons.

THREE YEAR AGREEMENT

THE AITOMOBILE CIXB. MANrFACTTJR-
ERS AND THE GARDEN MANAGE¬

MENT ARRANGE A TRUCE.

Cor.cj^_-rahle aatlsfartion wlll be felt when lt
ls known that differences in the automoblle
world have be»n satlsfa. torily adjusted and that
several perplejr.ng prnh'.ems which have raused
so much discussion among the enthusiasts and
manufacturers have heen settied by an agree¬
ment, just signed, whlch is for three years. The
agreement stipulates for the holding of an an¬

nual automobile show at Madison Square Gar¬
den fnr the next three years under the Jolnt
management of the Automobile Club of America,
the Manufacturers' Association and the execu¬
tlve committee of Madison Bquare Garden. '

This arrar.genient. with the adjustment of the
differences between the clubs at Chicago. which
ended in the formation of a national assocla¬
tlon. make the h 1a happy
famlly all along the line. Th** new organization
will not be a one club affalr. as was orlglnally
propor- .-teeption whlcb caused bitter
comment In several of the cltlea where promi¬
nent clubs were located. The national organiza-
tlon will now draw up rulea foi road and trai-k
racing an.1 appolnt national committi
tect the rights of owners of automobiles an.l to
look aftei nee led legialation in the State capt-
tals.
At the last national .-how held ln this city

conslderable feeling was arouaed among tbe ex-
hlbitors and manufacturers generally becauae
they had no voice ln th** management of the
exhihlt. Before the ahow opened it was easy
to see that the ezhibit would prove to be one
of rhe mosl popular shows of the year, and
that the proflts would ilderable. Under
such conditions the manufacturers thought that
they ought to hav1 a hand ln the management
of future exhlbits, their den
known to the club offlclala and the offlcers of
the garden. It was said at that time that noth¬
lng could be done b< gard»n manage¬
ment had already signed an agreement with
the Automobile Club of America for the show
to be heid next wlnt< tlj the dlplomats
of the new aport ar l Induatry have evidently
got together and come to the agreement for
three years already mentloned.
