"We 'hawe nothdecidad as yet on the etyle,
,Slge or welght of 'the third rafl. It is not neces-
wary to use the T-vail. The T-rail is so designed
in order to affmwl rigidity for heavy traffic
The third rail for the power will, of course, not
ihave to sustain a1y great weight. It will need
to be good sized, tiyough, in order to accommo-
date the heavy currint which will pass through.
It will also be made of steel of composition that
‘will afford the free:t amd most advantageous
copductivity for the electricity, and because of
this fact will cost us 1vorn §12 to $15 a ton more
fthan the 100-pound redl for the regular track.

“The btiock slgnal system that we shall install
will, we expect, be the most nearly perfect in
fts operation that can be bought. It will be
Automatic in f1s action, so that it will throw a
plain signal when the train enters the block,
the slgnal retalning its warning positton until
it Is automatically releas=d by the train leaving
the block. The express stations will he about
one and one-half miles apart. The block signals
will be not to excead 2,0 K feet apart, Our ex-
Press track platforms an: to be constructed so
that they will accommmomlate eight car trains,
which we expect to run n the busy hours.

“What about the styl: of the cars?”
Bryan was asked.

“While we have not fully declded as to the
style of the cars,” said he, "It would not be a

guess to say that they are likely to bhe
similar to the Manhattan clevated cars, with
¢ross seats only in the centyre of the cars. The
Manhattan people have tried all kinds, and find
that this style of cnr facilitates the unloading
of passengers. When the cars are crowded it
has been observed that the passengers leave
oconcurrently from both enmds, the cross seats
making & nataral division point for those who
start for the doors. This Is a perfectly simple
and natural way, and has Its advantages. The
matter of loading and unlcading passengers Is
a thing of prime importancs, and any seating
arrangement that tends to facilitate the hand-
ling of the traffic recommends itself at once.
The cars with cross seats lyve not impressed
rafiroad men as convenient for handling erowds
quickly. Of course, the cars, of which we shall
order at the start about sict hundred, will be
new and handsome. When I eay that they wiil
have cross seats like the Manhattan cars, 1 do
mnot necessarily mean that they will not exceed
those cars in finish, solidity, size and running
qualities.”

“What do you think of tunnels as a general

lan for handling passengers in this <ity?" Mr.

‘an was asked.

“It seams to me that we shall come to tun-
mels eventually. Bridees are costly and slow to
hulld. Some pecple oblect to travelling under-
ground, but even in London, where the tunnels
are wvery deep bepeath the surface, they ars
successful, and in Paris, where the tunnel sys-
tems are close to the surface of theestreet, ns s
ours, the people lke them.”

NEW CENTRAL TUNNEL
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IT GRANTS RAILROAD COMMWISSIONERS

POWER TO EXTEND TIME FOR.CHANGE

DISCUSSION OF TUNNELS.

+

CONSIDERED BY CITY OFFICTALS AS A
MEANS OF RELIFF IN FUTURE.

Warned by the congestlon of traffic on the
Brooklyn Briflge, which iz already intolerable
at the rush hours and is Increasing steadily,
the city officials are giving thought to plans
for the future. Some provision must be made
for the great tide of travel hetween Man-
hattan and Brooklyn, which = bound to grow
enormously gréater In the years following the
completion of the rapid transit subway and
its extension by tunnel to Brooklyn, the eom-
pletion of the New ast River Bridge and the
bullding of bridge No. 3, which is to cross
the East River near the navy yard. It 1s be-
lieved that those new facilitles for travel will
take eare of the increase of traflic only up to
the time of their completion. They will soon be
congested, as the Brooklyn Bridgs now is, unless
additional means of travel are pravided in the
near future,

On ‘account the enormous cost of new
bridges, and in view of the fuct that the city's
debt limit will not permit the spending of many
millions to Increase transit facilities Tor years
to come after tlie coampletion of the subway
and the bridees now under way, the hope for
the future in the construction of mnore
tunnels for rapld service cars or trains. The
decision of the Pennsylvania Railroad Company
to abandon bridge plans and construct tunnels
under the North and East rivers and under
Manhattan Rorough, in erder to bring Iita rail-
road into New-York and connect it with the
Long Island Rallrond, is regarded ns a strong
argument in favor of more tunnels hetween
Manhattan and the horoughs e¢f Brooklyn and
Queens,

The construction of a double track rapid
tranglt tunnel from a point near the City Hall
fn Manhattan to a point near the Borough Hall
in Brooklyn, by ths mast direct route possible,
has been suggested as a provision for the future
that should be planned without delay. Such a
tunnel would cost abhount £2,000.000, 1t 19 sald, a
mere fraction of the cost of enlarging the ter-
minal facilities of the Breokiyn Bridge, accord-
ing 1o the plan recommended by Bridge Com-
missioner Lindenthal, and it would relleve the
pressure upon the Brookiyn Bridge to an extent
immeasurably greater than would possible
by any Increasge In the terminal fucilitles of the
bridge

Mavor Low In his recent message spoke of the
plan for extending rapid transit subway
down Broadway to the Battery and connecting
it with a tunne]l under the East River, which Is
to pass under Joralemon-st., to a polnt near the
Borough Hall in Brookliyn. “This undertaking,”
the Mayor says, “has proceeded up to the polnt
where all the necessary legal consents have
been obtained, and it will shortly come before
the city authorities for the appropriation that
will make it possible ™

The Mayor declares that {f a four track tun-
nel in lower Eroadway = insisted on, there
may be delay. “In this connection,” he says,
“it ought to bhe considered whether two addi-
tional tracks running directly from the hridge
to the same point in Brooklyn would not meet
all that is imperative™

Any additional tunnels between the horoughs
will have to he constructed with the
of the Rapld Transit Commisslon. Edy
Ehepard, of counss] for the commission, sald
terday that while a direct tunnel between the
City Hall in Manhattan and the Borough Hall
in Brooklyn might be planned for the future,
the first thing of Importance was to push the
plan for the extenslon of the subway down
Broadway and by tunnel to Brooklyn from the
Battery. "There Is no reason.” he sald,
that extension should be authorized im-
medlately. Work on it might be bhegun in the
coming summer. A8 soon as the extension is
completed there will be tmmediate rellef for the
Brooklyn Bridge.

“Would not a direct tunnel on or near the line

“It might mean the saving of two or three
minutes for some people,” he replled, “but it is
useiegs 10 tnlk about a direct tunnel at present,
for the reason that no route for it has been
fixed and there is no money in sight for its con-
struction.

1 expect,”
he gald, “that the work on the extension of the
subway down Hroadway and by tunnel from the
Battery to Brooklyvn will be begun early in the
coming summer. It will take abhout three FErs

to complete the tuanel and its extensions on
each sida of the river. Before they are finlshed
I do not see that there can be rellef for the

Brooklyn Bridge, In fact, the campletion of the
snhway to the City Hall will throw o great ad-
ditional burden upon the bridge for a time. As

#aon as the extension of the subway to Brooklyn |

is In use, however, there will be rellef for the
Lridge.

“A direct tunnel on the lines of the brides conld
he constructed, but T would net zay that such
a tunnel ghould bhe constructed. 1t wonld fure-
nish only one more means of travel between
Brooklyn and the Clty Hall. 1 have contended

that people come to the City Hall not bocause |

they want to, but beoslise they nre abliged tn (f
they travel by the bridge. The great mass of
people who crose the brides do nat go to places
near the ity Hall. hut to points sauth of it. A
tunnel an the line of Fulton-st. or Wall-st.
would accommaodate more people 1han a tunnel
on the line of the bridge. Then, there are many
people who travel betwaen the shopping distriot
In Manhattan and Rrooklyn. A tunnel to tap
the shopping district, say In the neizhborliood
of Seventeenth-st., would be a direct dme of
traval for many thousands of people who now
use the bridee.

“Of course, thers must he mors rapid transit
tunnels connecting the boroughs in the future.
Tt Is true *hat no matter how many improve-
ments in travel we have in the city they do not
quite keep up with the increasze of travel in the
city. The elevated roads lessened the aver-
erowding on the streetours oniy for a short time,
The change from horsecar to electricnl roads
drew some of the travel from the elevated roads
but all the lines of travel are crowded at core
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bullding of new bridgea and the extenslon of
the rapid transit subway 1o Brooklyn there will
be a correaponding Increase in population and
in travel between the baroughs, and there will
have to be provision for the future, or all the
linea of travel will he congested.™

MORE CARS FOR FERRIES

FIFTH-AVE. TROLLEY CARS TO BE
TAKEN FROM BRIDGE IN EFFORT
TO REDUCE CRUEH.

The first step toward providing an adequate
gervice to the ferrles was taken by the officials
of the Brooklyn Rapld Transit Company yes-
terday., when it wams declded to take all the
cars of the Flifth-ave. trolley line off the bridege
and run tham to Hamilton, South and Fulten
ferries. The new sgerviee will go into operatlon
next Monday. The Fifth-ave. line was taken
for this experiment because there is an elevated
Ine covering the same territory, which will ae-
commodate all the persons who desire to cross
the bridge. By taking all of the cars of one
line from the bridge it |§ expected that the con-
gested condition will be relleved to an ex-
tent that will enable the other efars to run
faster. The Fifth-ave cnrs to the ferries will be
operated as follows:

A line from Sixty-fourth-st. and Fifth-ave, to
Hamilton Ferry, by way of Fifteenth-st. and
Hamilton-ave,

A line from Sixty-fourth-st. and Fifth-ave, to
South Ferry, by way of Fifth-ave., and Atlan-
tic-ave.

A line from Thirty-ninth-at. and Fifth-ave,, to
Fulton Ferry, by way of the present route.

Thesa lines will glve a headway of two and
one-hall minutes In Fifth-ave., north of Thirty-
ninth-st. The ferry companiea have been in-
formed of the change in the running of the
cars, In arder that it may he prepared for the
extra travel, and placards will be placed in the
cars asking the public to co-operate with the
company in 1ts effort to relieve the bridge, by
patronizing the ferry service,

“This service will be watched with great In-
terest,” sald an official of the company last
night. “It will enable us to find out definitely
whether or not we will be able to divert any
great amount of the traffic to the ferries. 1f
the service is a success we will probably make
n simlinr experimient with othir lines.™

President Greatsinger told a4 Tribune reporter
last night that there was nothing new in the
proposition teo run shutile cars on the bridge,
over on one track and back on the other.

PHYSICIAN DENIES HE FOUND
EVIDENCES OF POISON.

RICE'R

DEFENCE IN PATRIOK CABEF DECLARES
THERE WAS NO MURDER—MOTION
TO DISMISS DENIED.

When the defence of Albert T. Patrick, aec-
cused of the murder of W, M. Rlce, was begun
before Recorder Goff and a jury in the Court
of Genaral Sesslons yesterday morning, Pat-
rick's rich brother-in-law, John T. Milliken, and
his sister, Miss Emma Patrick, were in the
courtroom. Miss Patrick s fair, llke her
brother, and wears spectacles, She looked as iIf
she expected the Recorder would grant the
motion of F. B. House, of Patrick’'s counsel, to
direct the jury to acquit the defendant on the
ground that the prosecution had failed to make
A case against him. The lawyer argued that
the evidence presented In the seven weeks of
the trial was not sufficient to show that a crime
had been committed, that consplracy between
Patrick and Jones to kill Mr. Rice had not been
proved, that Jones's story had not been cor-
roborated and that the allegations in the In-
dletment had not been supported by evidence.
In the course of his argument Mr, House sald:

that there chlaraform polsoning was an
nfterthought. Gentlemen, this sounds extrav-
ngant, but we will make good by our witnesses

| GAS IN MINE EXPLODES.

TWO RILLED AND FIVE BURIED, WITH
SMALL HOPE FOR ESCAPE.

Monongahela, Pa.. March 6.—Another explo-
sion occurred shortly before noon in the Cats-
burg Mine, and two men were seriously burned.
Five men are entombed in the mine, which is
burning furiously, and it ia feared that all are
dead. A rescuing party is trying to fight its
way into the mine at this writing, 2:30 o'clock,

From what can be learned, John Hager, a
machinist, went into the mine about noon and
placed his safety lamp in one of the room en-
trances. At least a score of men were with
him, and just as Hager put the lamp iIn the
opening a terrific explosion followed. All the
men were knocked down, and some of them
were rendered insensible. Hager was stunned
for a minute, but when he regained conscious-
ness he crawled over the prostrate men and
succeeded In getting to the mouth, He was
followed by James Turnan. Both men were
horribly burned about the face and hands,

Despite the fact that Hager was suffering in-
tense pain, he erawled back into the mine and
tried to rouse the workmen who were piled on

the fioar, but without success. He then went
back to the opening and was taken In charge
by a physician. Turnan and he were Te-
moved to their homes. The party was on lts
way to work when the accident occurred. The
pit opening is a mass of flame, but the rescuing
party is trying to battle against it and get to
the Imprisoned men.

The Catsburg Mine has had several explosions
recently. The first of these occurred last week,
and since then some smaller ones have occurred,
but none of them resulted as seriously as to-
day's. The mine had been boxed up, but was
opened to-day in hopes that the gas had all
been pumped out, and all the miners used safety
lamps in going In.

PLAINFIELDYS LOSS

RY FIRE.

BABCOCK BUILDING, CONTAINING POSTOF-
FICE, AND ADJOINING STRUCT-
T"RES DESTROYED

Plainfield, March & —The biggest fire that Plain-
field has seen In many years destroyed the Babcock
Building, In West Front-st.,, and two nadjoining
bulldings early this morning. The ground floor of
the Babeock Building was occupled by Woodhull &
Martin, drygoods merchants, and the postoffice.
Woodhull & Martin had a large stock of goods on
the ground floor and in the basement, all of which
is sald to be a total Toss, The mail In the post-
office wa= saverd The Babeock Bullding was a five
story stone and brick structure, Part of the upper
flonrs was occupled by offices, lodge and club rooms
and a number of families. The total loss on build-
Ings and contents i# estimated at about §350,M0. on
wﬁlch there is sald to ba a full Insurance. The
loss on the Babcock Bullding is placed at §150,000,
and on the contents at $100,000. The fors on the
two small adiplning bulldings is about $2.000.

The fire started about 4:30 o'clock, from a cause
not vet determined, The fire department had great
difficulty in getiing sufficient water pressure, and
the flames hoad made much headway before the
firemen had got well to work. The North Plainfleld
department sent apparatus to the asslstance of the
tocal firemen. After the fire hnd been burning an
hour the wall on the north side of the Baboock
Bullding collapsed, demolishing the adjoining frame
