with Cuba. To-night General Groavenor, a

leading member <>f the Way.-- an.l Meana Com¬
mittee, said he fell confldent that the com-

mlttee'8 bill, with the -light modiflcatlon pro¬
poaed by Mr. Sibley, ol Pennsylvanla. would be
adopted ln the party caucua to-morrow nigbt by
an overwhelming majority. chairman Payne,
Mr. Dalz.-ll. of Pennsylvanla; Mr. Long, of Kan¬

sas, .md other membera of the Waya and Meana
Committee feel quite aa aanguine as General
Grosvenor. Mr. Dlck, <>f Ohio, a member of the
"insurgent" committee, also gave a Tribune
correspondent to underatand that tbe "klckera"
are ahout ready to yield and that at the caucua
to-morrow night a aatlafactory agreement
would be reached. Although this was fore-

SHOW MOTIVE.
