Ihe plant" as soon as the contract Is let. The total
cost is estimated at (30.060.

The Incinerating plant wlil consume all household
refuse except ashes and garbage. This includes
such things as the wreckage of furniture, crates.
newspapers and the odds and ends of moving. The
technical name for all SUCH refuse is raffle.

The disposition of raffle annually coats the clty

I40&000. It la believed that a system of such In-
cinerating plants as are proposed would save the
City $250,000 a year. The bulk of the refuse will
be reduced to 5 per cent of Its original mass. The
smoke will be consumed by the reverberatory fur-
nace system

Commissioner Woodburv has under consideration
a plan to obtain widespread CO-operation from the
people in keeping the city clean. An announcement
of the new scheme Is expected withina fortnight.

FOUR STORIES HIGH.

Additional details In regard to the gift of Jl'AOno

to Teachers College fir a gymnasium, as an-

noun 1 exclusively in yesterdays Tribune, were

made public yesterday by James Earl Russell, dean

of Tea. hers College. The plans of the anonymous

giver provide for a building five stories high, with

basement to be erected in One-hundred-and-
twentteth-Sl . On the vacant lot between Horace

Mann School and Teachers College. The gymna-

sium will be on the fourth and fifth floors Of the
building. The third floor willbe devoted to dress-
ing and bath rooms, the second floor to four large

exercise halls and the ground floor to offices of

the department of physical education and for lab-

oratories for Study and experimentation in physi-

olog) and anatomy-

In various parts of the building willbe rooms also
f..r tbe study of the special senses, an the eye. ear

and throat, as well as for the treatment and cor-
rection .if abnormalities, such as curvature of the
spine The basement of the building will he for a
swimming pool, bowling alleys, handball court and

so on. The building will be for the use of pupils

of Horace Mann School primarily, and will also
be for tb. special benefit of women students of the

U"n,erS
who]e structure is not designed simply for

the usual purposes of a gymnasium, but willbe in

the nature of a laboratory for the training of teach-
ers of physical education This department of
physical education willbe built up and established
on the same basis as the other departments of th«
college The preliminary plans are now being

drawn up by several architects, and these will be

submitted soon. From th.m a hnal plan willbe

chosen.

Acting Captain Churchill, of the Flfth-st. sta-

tion, ordered the arrest of a man who was dis-

tributing anarchistic literature outside Cooper

Union last night, while the worklngmen's memorial
service in honor of John P. Altgeld was being held
there.

Detectives Bock and Reich arrested the man. He
was giving out a publication of "The New-York
Anarchists." according to the front page notice.

In the publication were an article on Roosevelt.
Czolgosz and anarchy by Jay Fox and another on
communism by Henry Addis.

The man. who gave his name as Henry Hlrsch-
kopf, said he was a carpenter, of No. 167 Ludlow-
st. He was locked up on the charge of violating
a corporation ordinance.

After Hirschkoff had been locked up for about
an hour a man who said- he was his friend came
to inquire about him One of the policemen who
had been looking at the mweomer narrowly said:

"You were distributing the pamphlets, too. I
recognize you now."

The man protested that he had not been near
Cooper Union, but the policeman said he recog-

nized him as a man who had been distributing
pamphlets along with the prisoner, and who had
got away, and placed him under arrest. He gave
his name and address as Solomon Wolf Heller, No.
527 East Twelfth-st.. and was locked up.

The return of Hugh McLaughlln. the veteran

Democratic boss of Kings County, willimmediately

liven up things political In Brooklyn Democratic
circles. He ha* been In Florida all winter, fishing

and hunting, and did not return until late yester-

day afternoon. He declared last night at his

house In Hemseii-st. that he was not In touch
with the political situation, and did not believe In
talking politics at this time of the year, any way.

Itis safe to say. however, that he has been keep-

ing pretty well informed about the trend of affairs

In Brooklyn, and In the State, and what he did

not know was told to him last night by his lieu-
tenants, who welcomed him home.

Mr McLaughlin was asked if he did not believe
something definite would come of the talk of a

union of the various Democratic factions In the

State under the leadership of David B. Hill.

"Just now Ihave no understanding of the situa-

tion." he said. "I really have not given much at-

tention to politics while away, and would not like

to talk about them until Ihave familiarized myself

with things. A lot of talk about harmony does not
always mean that there is harmony You can tell
a man that harmony is what is needed, but mas 'be
he won't see it as you do.

bany, a speech In Its favor was made by Sen-
ator Green, «>f Btnghamton.

Mr Mills stated that the executive committee of
the Savings Bank Association had formally ex-
pressed Its opposition t.i the Inclusion of th»- bonds
of Los Angeles In the list of bonds mentioned In

Senator Krum's bill, pi BSed this year, as those
which could legally be purchased by savings banks.
The Krum bill mentioned the bonds of certain rail-
way corporations.

misdeameanor, punishable by a tine of not more
than J2.<>»i or Imprisonment of not more than two
years or both, for editors or publishers to permit

the publication Of books, newspapers or serials ad-
vocating anarchy, and for owners, agents or occu-
pants to harbor avowed anarchists.

The Governor also signed the billof Senator Els-
berg which provides that no decree of absolute di-
vorce shall become final until three months after
the date of the Bling "f the original judgment, and
the bill of Assemblyman Keis.y amending the tene-
ment house law for cities of the first class, Other
bills signed by the Governor were as follows:

Assemblyman O'Malley's, amending the member-
ship corporation law In relation to amending a cer-
tificate of Incorporation.

Senator Mills making the office .if Supervisor
In Westehester County a salaried one.

Senator Greene's, amending the religious corpora-
tion law in relation to the disposition of real prop-
erty upon the division of a Roman Catholic parish.

Senator White's, compelling the argument of Ap-
peals in murder cases within six months after
notice of appeal has been filed.

Senator Cocks's. authorising the appointment I"
Queens County of two court Interpreters iitan an-
nual salary of H.200.Assemblyman Reeve's, prohibiting the taking of
shellfish In the waters of the State by persons who
have not been actual residents for at least six
months.

Albany. April 3.—Governor Odell gave a hearing

thlsVafternon on the bill of Senator Krum amending

the tax law in relation, to the payment of State
fees and taxes by corporations. Lawson Purdy,
secretary of the New- York Tax Reform Associa-
tion, spoke at length against the bill. He said in
part:

With a few exceptions all business corporations
operating exclusively in the State of New-York will
be required to pay an annual tax, graded as follows:
One mill on each dollar of issued and outstanding

oai.ital stock up to $3,000.0X>, one-half a mill on each
dollar of capital stock in excess of $3,006,090 up to

JS.dOO.OOO and $.Vi a million of capital stock in excess
of $5.000, 00").

In addition to this graded capital stock tax an
Income tax Is imposed on all corporations which

have a smaller capital stock than f3.080.090. This
Income tax is at the rate of 2'2 per cent, and is
imposed on all dividends In excess of 4 per cent.

The income tax is not imposed on corporations with

a capital stock of $3,000.00<> or more.
The imposition of an income tax upon corporations

which have a smaller capital than 15.9Q0.000 and the
exemption from the Income tax of corporations
having J3.tMi.<»«i capital or more is such a discrim-
ination as tn deprive corporations subject to the
Income tax of the equal protection of the laws.

The Krum bill decreases the tax on large cor-
porations and increases It on small corporations
paying no dividends. There are a number of larse
corporations whose taxes will be considerably re-
duced: in some cases very much reduced. On the
other hand, there are corporations paying no divi-
dends whose taxes will be increased to three, four
or five times as much as they are now, and In some
cases still more.

Foreign corporations are made liable to taxation
in this State if they merely sell goods here through
a commission house acting as their agent. The tax
doubtless could not bo collected, but the corpora-
tions arc- denied the right to maiMtain an action
in the courts of this State. The Imposition of the
tax on the entire capital of foreign corporations
when their capita! equals or exceeds $3.0fi0,0n0 is
contrary t>> interstate comltv and will lead to re-
taliation. Retaliatory legislation by other States
would make this State a very unsatisfactory home
for corporations.
It has been stated thHt this bill was framed to

induce large corporations to Incorporate in this
State. In view of the certainty of retaliatory legis-
lation this purpose is likely to be defeated.

Frank White opposed th" bill. He cited the

Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company, which, he de-
clared, would save $37.Cw) a year under the proposed
law.

J. H. Merrill, Deputy Controller, spoke In favor
of the bill. Ho said that it had been carefully
drafted j-.nd would greatly Increase th<- revenues o:
the State. In the case of the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Company he admitted that it.- taxes would
be greatly reduced, but said thai was because it
was a bondholdlng corporation. He declared that
he had carefully figured out the effect of Hie pro-
posed law and said it would raise for the State

1300.000 in addition to the 5463.000 which was raised
last year urvl.T the present law and that It would
sill come from companies that at present escape
taxation.
