RAPID TRANSIT LAP.'?:: TROUBLES.

A NEW CONTRACTOR STIRS L*P THE IRE OF

THE CENTRAL FEDERATED UNION.

New labor troubles In the rapid transit tunnel
which wore not foreseen when the last settlement
was reached between the unions and the Rapid

Transit Contractors" Association were reported at

yesterday's meeting of the Central Federated Union
by Delegate McConville. of the Safety Engineers'

Association. Since this settlement was made a
contract has been given to the firm of McMullen &

Mcßean. who are not In the contractors' associa-
tion, by John B. McDonald. According to McCon-
ville. tills contract was given on the understanding

that union wages would be paid and the conditions

in the contract with the Rapid Transit Contractors'

Association observed.

"The sections about and above East Fifty-

ninth-Ft. are now enjoying a natural boom. The

With an East Side tunnel
such as is proposed by The Tribune this in-

avenue for an East Side subway route, and I

am inclined to the opinion that the majority of
properly owners will favor that route."

In I.*]hundreds at plans for the improve-

ment of East Side parcels were filed at the
Buildings Department. The estimated cost of
these improvements is mar.y millions, and the
large sums of money to be spent or which have
been expended in this way give a slight idea
of the rapid way in which the district above
Plfty-nlnth-st. is growing. Some of the most
important of these building plans were as fol-
lows:

"As to the beat East Side route there is likely

to be a vide difference of opinion. Some may

favor Ma<.iscn-ave.. Lexington-ave. or some ave-

nue further east. The suggestion made by The

Tribune that the East Side route run through

Lcxlnpton-ave. is in accord with my views.

"The upper East Side section of the city is
growing rapidly, perhaps faster than the major-

ity of the people of the city think. In the near

future this part of the.cUy. willbe densely popu-

lated- This thought leads us -to another cross-

road of©pinions, as It were, regarding: the future

of the city. Along the. most natural lines will

the future growth of the city be. and these lines.

in my opinion, lead to the upper East Side. The
improvement of the upper East Side is general.

"Itook a drive to-day to Hunt's Point, and I

was somewhat surprised at the magnitude of

the building operations in the tections of the
.:':.• through which Ipassed. Unltss the people

livingin Hunt's Point, Fordham. Tremont and
upper Bast Side districts can get downtown In

the shortest possible way the plans of the rapid

transit subway road would not be perfect, and

the desire of those seeking real rapid transit
facilities to and from the prlncli<i parts of the

Island would not be attained. The quickest way

to travel from Mott-ave.. Melrose-ave. and other

places in the upper East Side to the City Kail
is rot by way of the West Side, but by a tunnM

built through Lexington-ave. or some other
East Side avenue, and connecting the Bronx

Park branch with the main subway route at

Forty-second -st. and Park-aye."

SILVER JUBILES

Baltimore. April I—The silver Jubilee of Pope

Las XIIIwas observed with solemn and unusually

elaborate services at the Cathedral to-day. The
ceremony was marked by the presence of two car-
dinals. Cardinal Martinelli. the Apostolic Dele-
gate, who. came over from Washington last night

to take part in the services, pontificated, and Car-
dinal Gibbons preached the sermon. Notwithstand-
ing the Inclemency of the weather, a large con-
gregation was present.

At the conclusion of the pontifical mass the Rev.
Father O'Donovan. of Cardinal Glbbons's house-
hold, read a papal brief extending special plenary
-Indulgence to all Catholics of the diocese who at-
tended the triduum.

At 7 o'clock this morning Cardinal Gibbons cele-
brated mass at a special service for the Cathedral
sodality, at which one thousand persons received
communion and the papal blessing. \u25a0 .*:%\u25a0.

GENERAL SMITH 7'O TESTIFY.

TWEXTY-OXE DEATHS SO FAX. AND

TWO HUNDRED AND FFFTY

INJURED.
Glasgow. AprilB.—The casualty lists of the

Ihrox Park disaster, when a number of persons

were killed or Injured by the collapsing of a

spectators 1 stand at the international football

match yesterday afternoon between England

and Scotland, have been completed to-day. They

eclipse all the reports and estimates of the
casualties which were current last night.

The disaster has resulted in the death of

twenty-one persons and the injury of 'J-'O.
Nearly two hundred of the latter were so

seriously hurt that they wore taken to infirm-
aries for operations and treatment, where IT><»
of them still remain. A large proportion of the
injured had limbs broken, their bodies crushed
and mangled and their heads and faces gashed.

Several more deaths will undoubtedly result

from the more critical cases of fractured skulls.

To-day the infirmaries are besieged by friends

and relatives of the victims of the disaster, and
heart rending scenes were witnessed when the

names of those who difd to-day were posted

outside the buildings.
The action of the ai.thoritU-s at Ibrox Fark in

averting a more general panic by permitting the
garni? to proceed, while they encouraged ttv im-
pression Of the crowd within th<- inclosure f nat

the accident was not so direful, is now gen-
erally commended.

The incongruity of the yells of applause
mingling with the groans of the struggling

sufferers will never be forgotten by those who
witnessed the scene at the rear of the terrace.

THE GLASGOW DISASTER.

A MAX ARMED WITH A REVOLVER

TRIES TO REACH HIM.

Paris. April 0—While President Loubet was

driving to the Ely3ee Palace this morning \u25a0

man named Sejourne, carrying a revolver, ap-

proached his carriage and exclaimed, "I de-

mand Justice!"
Sejourne was' immediately arrested. He ap-

pears to he weakminded.
