According to Secretary Butler of the Automobile
Club of America^! the good roads convention held

nt CharlottefVine was a splendid success. The con-

vention was hold under the auspices of the Na-

tional Good Roads Association, the United State*

Office of Public Road Inquiry and the Jefferson

Memorial Road Association, and was significant as

showing the rapidly growing recognition of the

pood roads movement throughout the country. The

Charlottes convention marked the end of the

tour of the Southern Railway Rood roads train,

which left Washington last October, carrying road
building machinery and road experts, and made

official stops at the following places: Winston,

Salem and Asherille. N. C; Greenville and Chatta-
nooga. Term.; Birmingham, Montgomery and Mo-

bile. Ala.; Atlanta. Columbus and Augusta. Ga.;
