HIS RECOVERY.

Washington. April 11 -The Rev. Dr. T. De Witt

Talmace is slowly dying at his home In this city.

His physicians say that they can see no hope, for

his recovery. He has beer, unconscious for the last

forty-eight hours, and the passive congestion of the

brain has developed into an inflame.l condition.

After the afternoon consultation of the physicians

the following bulletin was issued:

Dr lahnage has grown steadily worse. His con
dition is extremely critical.

According to the 11 o'clock ft«t»-ment of the phy-

sicians, there was no marked change in the condi-

tion of Dr. Talmage. Ifanything he was resting

a trifle easier to-night, with the psdse a little more
regular an.l less fever. His condition, however, is
extremely critical, and every hour the present
alarming symptoms continue to lessen the chances

Dr.Tatanaga was in poor health when he started
for Mexico, six weeks ago. He was suffering from
Influenza and serious eatarrhal symptoms. He has
been critically illsince his return to Washington,

but some hope had been entertained until yester-
day. The day before the wedding of his daughter
he recognised the latter, saying: "Of course I
know you. Maud." Those are about the last
rational' words he has uttered.

CONTRACTOR AND PART OWNER OF HOFF-

MAN HOUSE DIES ATTHAT HOTEL.

James D.I^eary. the contractor, who had lived
(lor the last year at the Hoffman House, of
which he waa part owner, died suddenly yester-

day from heart disease. He had been a sufferer

for several months from the effects of heat
prostration, but his condition was not consid-

ered serious. Mr.Leary was sixty-five years old.
He came to this city from Canada, with his

parents, when a boy, and has since made New-
York his home. He began life as a builder, but

soon became a contractor. His first large con-

tract was to drain and fill in the Harlem flats.

The riles which were used in the work were

towed in the shape of a cigar shaped raft from

Nova Scotia. The first raft, containing one
million feet of lumber, went to pieces in a
storm. Another of his large contracts was the

construction of -the Speedway bulkhead along
the Harlem River. In I*t;:2 he was made Su-
perintendent of Construction and Repairs of the
United States Revenue Marine, and for nine
scars was United States Surveyor for the Lloyds
Register.

Of late he had charge of the docks of the
Havemeyer sugar refiner). and the Standard
Oil Company, and built many of the modern
piers on the North and Kast rivers for the De-
partment of Docks.

A widow and two sons. Daniel J. and George
Leary. and a daughter. Miss Marie, survive
him. They were with him at the time of his
death. Another son. Sylvester N.. died sud-
denly at Atlantic City at the time his father
was prostrated by the heat. The loss of his son
is thought to have contributed to Mr. Deary's

fescth.

iunt in the case of Benjamin D. Greene, who,

have lived in Mexico, oft and on,

for fifteen years now. and Ihave been SB the the-
atres there at least fifteen times a year, but Ihave
never yet sat through an entire performance. It is
a rather surprising thing, too, that the drama in

Mexico should be so bad. for there are cultured
and well educated people in plenty In the City of

Mexico and elsewhere. But the plays that are put

on the stags and the way they are acted show- no
Signs of it. The Mexican actor's Idea of fun is ex-
cruciating; not so much coarse as simply hope-
lessly dull and tiresome. The scenery is bad. the
plays are without point or distinction— hardly plays

at all—and to ait one of them out has always been
for me an impossible task.

ATTACK ON Hi -as DEL TOKO THREATENED

—THE MACHIAS GOING THERE.

Washington, April 11. A cable dispatch re-
ceived nt the State Department from United
States Consul Malmros at Colon, dated last
evening says that an attack is threatened on

Bocas del Torn, and suggests the presence of a
warship to look after American Interests. The
Marietta has just been withdrawn from those
waters, but the Machlas is speeding from San
Domingo to Colon to take her place, and she
should arrive at the Isthmus to-morrow morn-
ing. Bocas del Toro is four hours or less from
Colon, bo that unless detained by the necessity
of taking on coal, the gunboat will be at the
point of trouble before to-morrow evening.
