MAYOR HARRISON'S JEREMIAD-WAR
AGAINST BUCKET SHOPS-LEGIS-
LATIVE VOTERS LEAGUE,

Chlcago, April 11.—Mayor Carter H. Harrison
has turned loose another Jeremiad upon Chi-
cago. As a prophecy of evil, his annual message
to the City Council is entitled to the place of
honor among the archives dedicated to the dark
side of Chicago’s civic life. No previous Mayor
has painted so dark a picture or presented go
gloomy an outlook as Mayor Harrison offers to
the people of Chicago in this the third term of
his administration. And yet there are those
who, while disagreeing with him politically, be.
lleve that he is peculiarly qualified to assume
the role of a Jeremiah, and therefore accept hig
depressing views about Chicago as truth,
“Financially the city's affairs,” he says, “ars
going from bad to worse. The embarrassment
of 1901 has become poverty in 192; and unless
stringent measures of relief be resorted to the
poverty of 1902 will become positive destitution
in 1903.”

The Mayor has reached the conclusion that
only a constitutional convention ean apply the
heroic remedies which Chicago’s desperate case
imperatively demands. “Were the sore spots
not so many,” he says, “legislative action and
an occasional amendment might work a cure;
but the number and gravity of the city’'s ills are
such that a complete remedy can only be had
through the instrumentality of a modern char-
ter.” What Chicago needs most, he thinks, is
the power to double the amount of the bond
issues in order that the proceeds may be used
in building modern bridges over the Chicago
River, in extending the municipal lighting sys.
tem, in developing the drainage ecanal water
power, and in building bathing beaches and
modern garbage plants. All these things ang
more the Mayor would do for Chicago if he had
the money. That the money is not In sight is,
as he understands it, because the legislature and
the local taxing bodies have been enzaged in
a game of battledore and shuttlecock with the
municipality, in which the latter has had ne
more chance than a ping pong ball. A legisla-
tive act consolidating the taxing bodies wil}
remedy this, he says. In this opinion he is sup-
ported by those who have made a study of Chi-
cago’s needs.

But worst of all, says the Mayor, the “T will*
spirit of Chicago is dead.
