Bangor, Me., April 12 (Special).—~One of the finest
pleasure resorts the coast of Malne, or any-
where in New-England, is that which is now owned
by the Malne Coast Club, composed largely of resi-
dents of Boston, Springfield and Worcester, with
others from New-York, Philadelphia apd neigh-
boring cities, to the total number of thirty.

The land was surveyed and laid out In
1888 by a man named Abbott, and later passed into
the hands of a company known as the Petit Manan
Land Company, which econcern aimed to establish
there a great summer resort, but fatled before hav-
ing accomplished much, except the expenditure of

a great deal of money.

The Maine Coast Cluyb purchased the property
and has erected there a clubhouse, casino, cottages
and other buildings, and has also constructed a
bathing pool ot eight acres area, laid out nine
miles of drives, and stocked a deer park of e!ghr.
hundred acres with about three hundred deer. The
shaft of an abandoned silver mine, sunk many
vears ago to the depth of 72 feet, 8 feet in diameter,
threugh the solid rock on the highest part of the
Jand, forms a fine reservoir, from which water can
be piped to any of the buildings. Among the im-
provements soen Lo be made is the construction of
a lobster pool in a cove, 300 feet by 1,400 fe'en
