As matters stand, I don’t know whether
(he Mayor’s marshal or the police or the Mavor
himself has jurisdiction. 1 asked the marshal
that guestion the other day, and he told me,
rather indefinitely, that the present ordinances
were s0 vague that no one really knew who
ought to enforce the ordinances on czbs.
