American Female Guardian Soclety and
ome for the Friendless was the recipient of a

KELVIN COMES TO-MORROW.

THE ENGLISH SCIENTIST TO VISIT THIS
COUNTRY FOR THE THIRD TIME.

Among the passengers who are expected to ar-

rive in this city next Saturday from Europe is
Lord Kelvin, who is to-day the most distinguished
representative of science in Great Britain, it not in
the whole civilized world. This is his third visit
to America, the two previous ones having been
made in 1884 and 1397. The present Lady Kelvin,
his second wife, accompanies him, as she has done
on former occasions. They are planning to spend
about three weeks in this country.
A reception will be given to Lord and Lady Kel-
vin by the American Institute of Electrical Engi-
neers, on next Monday evening, at Columbia Uni-
versity. The institute has invited the university,
the National Academy of Science. the American
Association for the Advancement of Science. the
American Mathematical Society, the American
Physical Society, the Astrophysical Soclety of
America and the New-York Academy of Sclences
to unite in offering the compliment. Addresses by
President Butler and eminent men of sclence are
expected. The committee of arrangements con-
sists of Professor Francis B. Crocker, Calvin W.
Rice, Professor Robert S. Woodward, Frederick P.
Keppel, Dr. Arthur G. Webster, Professor J. Mo~
Keen Cattell and Thomas Commerford Martin.

Lord Kelvin was elevated to the peerage only
ten years ago, and was long known to the world as
Sir William Thomson. Even before he was knight-
ed, in 1867, though, his scientific labors had attracted
worldwide attention. He had then occupled the
chair of natural philosophy in the University of
Glasgow for twenty-one years, a post which he
filled until 1899. Three years before his resignation,
upon the completion of half a century of service,
that event was made the occasion of a wonderful
demonstration of homage from leaders of sclence
all over tha globe. There has probably been no
parallel to that celebration. Glasgow, it may be
added, though his home ever since he was eight

years old, was not his birthplace. He was born in
Belfast, where his father was a university profes-
sor prior to 1832

Many of Sir Willlam Thomson's researches have
dealt with such s;nwulixth'e matters as the age of
the earth and the nature of atoms. Another line of
investigation—into the precise amount of mechani-
cal power that is the equivalent of a given quan-
tity of heat—had a great practical value, but was
rather abstruse, and has attracted the attention
of few except adepts in physics. His work In the
fleld of electricity, on the other hand, while calling
for equal penetration, perhaps, was much more
popular, and has occupled much more of his time
and thought. For many years scarcely any im-
portant commercial electrical proposition came up
for discussion in the United Kingdom without his
opinion being asked. His laboratory contained the
best equipment in the world for making tests. The
first storage batteries imported into Great Britain
from France were sent to him for a verdict. One
of the practical alternating current dy-
namos was designed by him. When American cap-
ftalists and engineers began to think about utilizing
Niagara for power purposes, and the transmission
of energy therefrom to a distance, they called
together a council of experts, of which Sir Willlam

A BIG CARGO OF JUNGLE FOLK.

THE ABESSINIA BRINGS ELEPHANTS,
BABOONS, MONKEYS, DEER, PANTHERS,
TIGERS, SNAKES, ETC., FOk
MENAGERIES.

The main deck of the steamer Abessinia, which
arrived here from Hamburg yesterday, was oc-
cupied by a collection of animals that would
have inspired “Alliterative Alf” to produce one
of his best efforts had he seen them. and have
given any showman the right to advertise his
menagerie as “the greatest on earth.” In the
collection were 79 monkeys, 81 baboons, 12 ele-
phants, 3 leopards, 2 black panthers, § cockatoos,
8 macaws, 4 axis deer, 1 polar bear, 2 white
camels, 1 white poodle dog, 2 pumas, 2 Arabian
dromedaries, 1 sable antelope, 1 white tailed gnu,
2 Bengal tigers, 2 deer, 4 swans and a lot of
canaries, besides a dozen or so of horses.

The collection came from Carl Hagenbeck's
animal garden at Hamburg, and are going to
Anderson, Ind.,, Ringling Brothers" circus,
Gentry Brothers, the Cincinnati Zoological
Gardens, the New-York Zoological Gardens and
several animal dealers.

Those going to The Bronx Zoological Gardens
are two deer, four swans, two monkeys and two
baboors.

Among the baboons were a large number of
Hamadryads, or sacred baboons. They chat-
tered and crouched back In their cages like ordi-
nary baboons, and were just as dirty. There
were Rhesus monkeys, and pigtailed monkeys
and other sorts of monkeys. The panthers were
savage brutes, growling and jumping from the
dark recesses of their cages at the appearance
of a human being in a way that made one feel
thankful that the cage was bullt to withstana
their attacks on it.
