"The representative of another house is quoted

as saying that they had sold twenty thousand
copies of a new book that had been largely ad-

vertised, but that the net result on the transac-

tion was $264 profit. Good for the author, but

not attractive to the publisher! ,

"The member of another house, who spent a

good deal in advertising a few new books that

had a very fair sale, is quoted as saying that
each copy sold (the retail price being $190}
represented a total cost of more than $6."

A publisher in New-YorK who expressed him-

self as interested in a recent paragraph in this

column as to the cost of making books, em-

phatically corroborated the opinion therein quot-

ed of one who could see no reason why the price

of a book should be fixed and unchangeable- It

•was apropos of the complaint of the librarians

that they now had to pay more for books than

they did for similar publications some years

afro. Said he:
•The actual cost to the publishers of each

book marketed to-day is quite different from

what it was formerly. The elements making up

this cost are: First, the actual manufacture;

second, the cost of selling: third, the royalties.

Itis safe to say that in many parts of its man-

ufacture the cost is largely increased. That

part of the cost of selling which consists in

rending travellers with samples all over the

country means a debit to the expense account

ofa very considerable amount. Inthe old days

the country was much smaller, and it was much

oftener the custom of the buyers to make peri-

odic."! visits to the buying centres. Now a rep-

resentative of every publisher has to make fre-

quent visits to his customers, if he expects to

hold any business relations with them.

"That part of the cost of marketing a book

which consists of advertising is very far Inex-

cess of what was customary even a compara-

tively few years back. Apropos of this. Iquote

the following bits of gossip: One house that

fiid some rather special advertising last fall for

Foveral books of moderate price is quoted as

saying: 'Afte*all. we only spent $25,000 more

than we have been in the habit of spending in

similar groups of books'!

There was sortie consideration of illus-

trating "The Gentleman from Indiana" with the

author's drawings, but Mr. Tarkington objected

on the ground that they were too crude, and

that he bArf not lime to finish them up properly.

So it has,
an.l it is for this reason that the book soon dis-
appears from the market.

T.est any authors should think that the sale of

their noveis at "cut" prices by great depart-

ment stores inures to their benefit by increasing

their circulation, a writer in "The American
Author" thus cogently shows that the opposite

is really the case, and that "cutting" is an in-

jury to the author as well as to everybody else
concerned:
