AMPASSADOR CAMBON SPEAKE OF FRIENDIHIP
BETWEEN FRANCEB AND AMERICA.

Washington, April 19.—Thé triennial dinner of
the General Society of the Sons of the Revolution
was held at the New Willard to-night. Many well-
known men were present, among them being M.
Cambon, the French Ambassador: Jules Beeufvé,
chancellor of the French Embassy; Admiral
Dewey, Géneral Miles, Assistant Secretary Sanger,
| Admirai Terry and Senator Teiler. John Lee Car-
| roll, preeident of the general soclety, delivered the
address of welcome. He referred with regret to
the inability of President Roosevelt to attend. The
| country, he said, owed a debt of gratitude to the
| President for his visit to the Bouth and for the
assurance which he gave to the world of patriotic
relations between every section of the country.
He spoke of the assistance rendered by France to
the eolonies in the Revolution, and =aid that so
long as the memory of that struggle stirs the
American people the names of Rochambeau and
Lafayette will be linked with that of Washington.

Ambassador Cambon, responding, said that the
children of France also are sons of the Revolution,
as their fathers fought alongside the Americans in
| the causa of independence, andl quoted the words
Vvashington wrote to Rochambeau: “Tq the gen-
erous aid of your nation and the bravery of its
sons is to be ascribed in a very great degree that
independenée for which we have fought.” The
government of France, notwithstanding her inter-
nal diMculties, fought with the Colonists on the
soil of America, and for them all over the surface
of the world. “France is proud and happy to
have dcne go,” said he. “It is by virtue of the
| treaty of Versallies that your Colonies were made
{ a nation.”

Continuing, he said that a few years later, in
1802, Napoleon ceded Louisiana to America, amd in

doing so ceded to the republic the control over this i

continent, and opened to her the gates of the West
Indies and of the Pacific. Four yvears ago France

as again the witness of America, at the treaty
signed in Paris which gave this country new ter-
ritories beyond the oceans in the Philippines and
in Porto Rico. It is not by chance, by mere accl-
dent, he =aid, that Frapce stood by the side of
America in 1781, if 1802 and in 188. The constancy of
her sympathies accounts theérefor. France, he said
in conclusion, will always repeat Washington's
words of farewell to¢ Rochambeau: *“We have lived
together as brothers should do, in harmonious
friendship.”

Of course, the war was the cause
of the first increase in the numbers of men de-
siring to learn Spanish, and then came the advent
of the Cuban teachers to the summer school, caus-
ing many men to study the language in order to
secure positions as teachers of these teachers, and
the like. But neither of these reascns can be as-
signed for the stiil greater increase this year, and
the continued growth that is promised.

AUTO EXPLODES; TWO HURT.

| IN TURNING fll"l; FOR A HORSE THE

S

DRIVER RUNS INTO A TELE-
GRAPH POLE.

An automobile which bore the initials J. A. R.
and is said to belong to Mr. Reach, of this
city, exploded last evening on the Shore Road,
near the New-York Athletic Club's country
home, in Pelham Manor. Two men who were
in the vehicle were severely injured. The ma-
chine, which was operated by gasolene, took
st burned

up. The prompt arrival of a water cart from
Pelham Bay Park saved it from complete de-
struction.

The machine was being driven at a rapid
speed down Roosevelt's Hill, between Pelham
Bay Park and the New-York Athletic Ciub
country place, and one of the men in it, it is
said, was down on his knees repairing a part
of the mechanism, when his companion saw
that the machine was frightening a horse. The
horse was plunging and side stepping, and, in
order to give the man who was driving him
more room, the automobile was turned out of
the roadway.

It struck a telegraph pole with a crash, and
a loud explosion followed. An instant later the
machine took fire from the gasolene, and was
soon enveloped in flames. The two men were
thrown about twenty feet down the hill, and
received many cuts and bruises. Their clothin
was badly torn, and was spattered with the
burning gasolcne.

Jacob Schwind, proprietor of the Hunters Isl-
and Inn, was driving toward the Pelham golf
links with a party of New-York people. He
and his guests hurried to the assistance of the
injured men, and sent a hurry call to the Park
Department for a sprinkling cart to put out the
fire. After the fire had been put out the men
and their machine were taken to the Hunters
Islana Inn. Mr. Schwind and the people at the
inn wanted to send for a doctor, but the men
begged them not to, saying that they were not
padly hurt, and would try to fix themselves up,
as they did not want any publicity. Mr.
Schwind declined to-night to give their names.

After their wounds had been dressed, Mr.
Schwind took the men to the Bartow stati
the New-Haven road. where they took a train
for this city. They were 30 much afraid that
their names might get into print that they de-
clined to allow any one to accompany them,
although they were still very weak when they
got on the train. The wrecked gachine was
left at the inn. The men said that they would
send for it to-day.
