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THE PHILIPPINE INQUIRY.

A WITNESS SAYS HE SAW AT LEAST
TWENTY CASES OF “WATER CURE.”

WWashington, April 21.—The Senate Commit-
tee on the Philippines to-day resumed the ex-
amination of witnesses in connection with the
dnvestigation of affairs In the Philippine Islands.
Grover Flint, of Cambridge, Mass., who served
as fAirst licutenant in the 35th Volunteer In-
fantry, testified that early In May, 1900, he had
been a Wwitness to the “water cure” as admin-
dstered to the natives by the Macabebe scouts,
&nd that this was done to get information as
to where guns were concealed. The guns were
delivered. The following day some men of his
own regiment applied the “cure,” but their act
was without the authority of their commanding

! troops on the island of Samar.

officers. The Macabebes, at the time referred |

to, were not under command of a commissioned
officer, but under a sergeant of the United
States army.
to at least twenty cases of “‘water cure.” He
never had seen any one die as a result of the
“oure,” but had seen a hospital corps man
working on a native who had been made un-
conscious. It also had been reported to him
that one Filipino died from the effects of the
“water cure.”

The witness then described the method of ad-
ministering the “cure.” and said that in some
cases, where it was given 1o old men, he had
seen their teeth fall out.

Mr. Flint, in response to a question by Sena-
sor Dietrich, sald he was present on these oc-

casions “to draw the line on excesses.” He did |

not recommend to his major that the practice
cease, nor 4id he give any orders to his men to
stop the torture.

Answering s question by Senator Burrows,
the witness declar=d that the effect of the
=cure” was immediate, the victim invariably
turning in his gun or bolo and giving informa-
tion @s to the whereabouts of others. He said
4t was impossible to judge whether the victims
were insurgent soldiers or peasants, but they
appeared to be peaceable villagers. Some of
them were thrown down by force; others, who
were timid, would submit readily, while those
who resisted were simply held more tightly.
The treatment, he said, never got to the point
of great brutality.

Replying to a question by Senator Lodge. the
witness said that a commission in the regular

army had been refused to him because his |

colonel had reported him as using intoxicating
lquors to excess. The witness deplored the
raising of this question, but Senator Beveridge
said it had an important bearing on the case.
Flint denied that on any of the occaslons when
he had witnessed the “water cure” was he
under the influence of liguor. He insisted that
in justice to himself he ought to say he was not
&runk, but had been a careless drinker. He
had. he said, released several men who did not
appeare to him to be insurrectos. Major Geary,
of his regiment, was alwayvs near, but had not
tnterfered in the administration of the “cure,”
simply assigning a commissioned officer to see
that the men did not go too far.

After considerable questioning, he finally ad-
mitted that he approved the “water cure,” and,
replying to a question by Senator Beveridge, said
that it was not an American invention, but was
as old as the “‘chronicies of Newgate.” Asked
regarding Filipinos In ghardhouses, e said
they were treated exactly the same as Ameri-
can prisoners, except that they received fcod
to which they were accustomed and not the
army ration.

The witness described the burning of small
villages, the idea being, he sald, to drive the
people to the woods or 1o the towns and con-
centrate them.

“Who Gid the army borrow that from?” in-

gquired Senator Culberson.

«] saw it in Cuba™ answered the witness,
“under the authoriiy of General Weyler.”

Senator Lodge laid before the commitiee a
report by A. Lester Hazlett, who was sent to
the Philippines by the Woman's Christian
Temperance Union of Columbus, Wis,, to in-
vestigate the moral conditions existing there,
and also alieged violations of the Anti-Canteen
jaw. The report shows that the moral condi-
tions in the islands are better than.ever before
since American occupation, and that there were
no violations of the Anti-Canteen law.

The committee, in executive session, refused
to call Edward Atkinson, of Boston, as a wit-
ness, but directed that subpeenas be issued for
a number of sergeants and private soldiers who
were witnesses of the “water cure.” The ques-
tion of calling Sixto Lopez, Mabini and Agui-
naldo was left for future determination. The
committee then sdjourned until Tuesday, April
29 when General MacArthur will be heard

again.

POWER FOR GREAT NORTHERN.

THIRD RAIL WILL BE USED AND WATER
IN CASCADE MOUNTAINS VUTILIZED

Chicago. April 21.—By order of President HIillL,
Great Northern Railroad engineers have taken up
the question of the early utilization of water in
the Cascade Mountains for generating electric
power with which to operate Great Northern trains
across the Cascade Mountains for a distance of a
hundred miles. is the statement made by the Ta-
coma (Wash.) correspondent of ““The Inter-Ocean.”

During the last month the Great Northern engi-
neers have been locating water power rights and
power house rights on the rivers and creeks m}h'\
Cascade Mountains contiguous to Two Mile (
cade tunnel which the railroad company finished
last year. The third rail system will be used.

NEW CIVIL SERVICE RULES.

CHANGES MADE TO CONFORM WITH THE

ELLSWORTH LAW.

Albany, April 21.—The State Civil Service Com-
mission has amended fits rules to conform with
the changes made by the Ellsworth Veterans’
Preference law, and also to make them conform
with recent rulings of the courts, particularly in
the section defining a laborer’s place. The Su-
preme Court has ruled that in determining whether
or not a place shall be classified as a laborer’s, the
work done, rather than the title g'ven or the com-
pensation paid, is the wvital point. The decision,
however, intimates that the compensation paid
“may be indicative of the fact.”

The commission has modified its rules to provide
that “no persons are to be rated laborers, exempt
from competition, unless proved by heads of de-
partments to be unskilled laborers, who receive
more than 32 a day or 0 a month.” The board
says that there has been great evasion of the
Civil Service rules by reason of the appointment
of persons as laborers. o called, to positions actu-
ally in the competitive class.

The amendment caused by the Ellsworth law ex-
empts veterans from the rule as to probationary
appointments. The removal of a veteran is also
prohibited, except upon charges of incompetency
or misconduct.

Where a veteran's place is abolished or becomes
unnecessary it is made mandatory that where an-
other place cannot be provided the veteran’s mame
shall be entered on a list of “‘suspended employe o
for purposes of certification to a similar place
any branch of the State or municipal service.

New-York County: one clerk in the office
of the County Clerk, New-York County: confiden-
tia! stenographer to the Deputy State Controller,
and three keepers of the Erie County morgue.

The Sheriff took him to Palatka for trial to-day.
