Amer Ben Ali, better known as
was convicted eleven years ago of t
Caroline Brown, alias “Old Shakespeare,”
Fast River Hotel, at Cherry and Water sts.,
rived here at 6 a. m. yesterday on the steamer
Adirondack. of the People’s Line. from Albany.
He was in charge of Amos T. Baker, an attendant
of the State Hospital for insane convicts at Danne-
mora, where he received his release on Jast Wednes-
dey by a pardon from Governor Odell.

Still maintaining his innocence of the crime for
which he was sentenced to hfe imprisonment,
“Frenchy” retold the story of his arrest, his trial
and conviction, and of the eleven years he has
spent in prison.

When “Frenchy” and Baker left Albany at §
o'clock on Tuesday night the former was in high
spirits and jubilant over his release. As the steamer
entered the harbor he paced up and down the deck,
remarking, “‘Me know it would be; me now back.”
Ovide Robillard, a lawyer, of No. 25 Pine-st., who
had been retained by the French Consul to 100k
after “Frenchy's” case, met the Algerian at the
pler, and “Frenchy,” Baker and Mr. Rebillard were
driven to the French Hospital, in West Thirty-
fourth-st., where the pardoned man was examined
by physicians to determine whether or not he
is in a condition physically and mentally to g0 to

France alone. .

In telling the story of his arrest “Frenchy” said
the police, in removing his socks, pricked his foot
with & knife, making the blood flew. A new trial
was promised him_ he said, by Governor Flower,
but it would cost $1,00, and as he had no money
nor friends he rested in the hope that some day
he would be pardoned.

The physicians at the hospital adjudged the man
sane, and in a condition to be sent to France to-
day. He is to sail on the La Touraine, and the
French Government is paying for his passage.
After reaching Havre he will b= sent to Algiers.

AGREFER ON ARBITRATION.

FOUNDERS' AND MOULDERS' JOINT COM-
MITTEE REFERS NINE HOUR DAY
TO LOCAL BODIES.

The joint committee, composed of representatives
of the National Founders' Assoclation and the Iron
Mouiders’ Union of North America, which began a
conference at the headquarters of the National
Civie Federation ocn Tuesday, completed its work
vesterday and adjourned sine die.

er workday in the general field. No definite
e could be sct. but meanwhile all local issues
come under the provisions of what is known
as the New-York agreement. This agreement,
which was made three years ago in this city and
i« still in force, provides that all disputes be re-
terred to arbitration. We chose the present time
for meeting because just now evervthing is tran-
guil in the trade. No big strikes are in progress
or pendin{f and the proceedings at the conference
further add to the generzl feeling of confidence.

PLANR FOR THE AIRSHIP RACES.

MIDAIR TO MARK FIGURE
EIGHT COURSE.

BALLOONS 1IN

St. Louls, April 23.—The conference of airship ex-
perts vesterday decided upon a figure eight course
as the aerlal speedway over which all flights in
competition for the World's Fair capital prige of
$100,000 shall be winged.

The course has been laid out by the experts, with
its focus marked by a huge captive balloon above
the Washington University tract of the exposition
site, and its elliptical orbits sweep outward over
the open country to the southeast and the north-
west. Captive balloons will indicate the measure-
ment of ten miles in the air, over which distance
the airships must fly in the shortest average time
‘of a secies of trials to rapture the fortune that
has been hung up in the mid heavens by the
World's Fair management.

the $30.000 set apart for the subsidiary prizes. The
amount has been divided into a dozen parts, each
contingent on the performance of some accomplish-
ment on the Ba:l of an air vehicle.

HILL WAS NOT PRESENT.

HE AND BRYAN SEND LETTERS TO
JEFFERSON MEETING.

THE FORMER NAMES ISSUES AND THE
LATTER CALLS FOR DEVOTION TO
KANSAS LITY PLATFORM.

The Democrats of the XXXVth Assembly Dis-
trict, under the leadership of President Louls
F. Haffen of the Borough of The Bronx, held
a Jefferson celebration last night in Zeltner's
Hall, Third-ave. and One-hundred-and-seventieth-
st. John J. Brady presided, and the speakers were
E. F. Danforth, Lewis Nixon and Bird S. Coler.
Letters of regret were read from ex-Senator David
B. Hill, Edward M. Shepard, John B. Stanchfield
and William J. Bryan. Mr. Danforth, the first
speaker, didn’t have a great deal to say regarding
Thomas Jefferson, the subject of his speech, talk-
ing mainly about the national administration,
whose attitude he criticised, and against imperial-
ism.

Mr. Coler, when introduced, devoted much of his
gpeech to the question of trusts. He said:

Perhaps the greatest question of all that con-
fronts us to-day is the trust problem. This is a

serious question, and the people are commencing
to suffer more and more under the exactions of

these combinations; especially is this true in the
matter of food rroducts of the entire country. \:;
no

under which the people are
in their infancy, and are not
to be compa-ed with the exactions that will be
enforced by these combinations in the not far dis-
tant future. Many of the men in control of the
combinations or trusts of to-day manage them and
operate them in a comparatively harmless manner,
and in a manner not to
may perhaps be expected when these men have
passed from control and the institutions they now
represent are ia control of yvounger men, who have
never done anv work and who, from having en-
joyed the great wealth of their forefathers, will
belicve that the people are only to be oppressed
for their special benefit. The greatest danger of
these industrial combinations, 1 helieve, if not dis-
turbed, will come not from their founders but from
their successors.

1 believe the Democrats should decaler only for
taxes sufficient to support the government, and
that all protection should be removed from the
trusts, for never before in the history of the State
or the government have the rights of the people
been violated more than of late,

Mr. Nixon said it was his earnest wish that the
Democratic party be brought to such a state of
harmony as existed during the Jeftersonian days,
and asserted that the party should and must be
rehabilitated, put upon a new footing, with a loftier
object and a view broad enough to prevent any
Democrats from having a valid excuse for not en-
joying its privileges.

Mr. Hill in his letter of regret sald, among other

things:

Now is the time to prepare vor the next cam-
paign. The Democracy are united for personal
liberty, for home rule, for equal taxation, for the
aholition of war taxes in times of peace, for reve-
nue reform. for constitutional freedom wherever the
American flag floats, and for Iiberal la
where.

BENJAMIN DE FOREST NORRIS DEAD.

Benjamin De Forest Norris, who died at his
home, near Danbury, Conn., on April 22, at the age
of ninety-two years, was one of the oldest and begt
known residents of that part of the State. He was
born in 1810 on the farm where he died. His earlier
years after leaving school were passed as a clerk
in the importing house of his uncie and namesake,
Benjamin De Forest, in New-York City. Later he
taught school in Danbury, and afterward engaged
in the business of carriage making in Avon Springs,
in Western New-York. In 1835 he took charge of
the home farm.

He was married twice, and leaves four children,
Benjamin C. and Sophie E. Norris, Mrs. Henrletta
K. Reynolds and Mrs. Charlotte E. Shotwell, the
latter a resident of New-Jersey.

Mr. Norris was a practical and successful farmer,
and his large dairy farm of cver two hundred acres
was known far and near as a model one. In poli-
tics he became at the birth of the Republican party
one of its stanch supporters. He was a subgcriber
to The Tribune from its first i{ssue to his death.
In 1847 he represented his native town in the Con-
neeticut Legislature. He was chiefly instrumental
in the formation of the Danbury Agricultural So-
clety, and became its first pr ent.

ANOTHER RISE IN BEEF.

THE WHOLESALE PRICE GOES UP HALF A
CENT — SMALL RETAILERS SUFFER—
SATD TO BE LOSING 25 PER CENT.

According to Washington Market retailers, the
wholesale price of beef vesterday again demon-
strated its restlessness by advancing half a cent
a pound, or to 11 cents for the best grades. Other
meats remained stationary. A. L. Ruppert., of that
market, speaking of the rise and its probable re-
sults, said:

Beef is at 11 cents wholesale. and there is no
telling when the iimit of hizh prices will be reached.
I look for no decline until July, when the grass
ted ecattie are due. The warm weather, by reduc-
ing the demand, may affect prices favorably for the
consumer.

Small retailers in this market are losing from
$% to $50 a week. They do not want to charge their
customers higher rates, and have raised prices only
on certain grades. Most dealers are not trimming
meats o closely as hitherto—that is, they are not
throwing away as much as they did before the
rise. Other dealers are supplying their customers
with a second srade of meat. Where these men
made 15 per cent profits hey are now lesing 10 per
cent, or a total loss of 2% per cent. Running

pleasant. This market has suffered a decided lapse
of trade since the trust bezan its work. Fish is
high. too. Many people have stopped eating meat
and substitute in its place fish. Dealers in the lat-
ter commodity readily took advantage of the situa-
tion and raised prices. Evervthing is high, all along
the line—poultry, eggs and butter.

PROFITS A MILLION A YEAR, HE SAYS.
STOCKHOLDER OF SCHWARZSCHILD & SULZ-
BERGER DOES NOT WANT ITS
CAPITAL INCREASED.

The arrangement made by the major'ty of the
stockholders in the firm of Schwarzschild & Sulz-
berger, owners of the packing house between Forty-
fifth and Forty-sixth sts. and the East River, to
raise an additional capital ef $,000,000, was strong-
Iy opposed by Philip G. Carpenter, in the Supreme
Court, before Justice MacLean yesterday, on be-
half of Sylvester B. Hinckley, of Newton, Mass. a
hoider of 425 shares of the common stock of the
corporation, who applied for an injunction re-
straining the company and Ferdinand Sulzberger
and Samuel Weil, individually, and as president
and treasurer and secretary of the corporation,
from issuing $5.000,000 of preferred stock in addition
to the present authorized capital of $5,000,000, which
consists entirely of common stock.

Mr. Hinckley declares that under the new
scheme the preferred shareholders will be entitled
to a cumulative dividend of 7 per cent, to be paid
before the common stockhoiders receive anything.
The company has, according to the plaintiff, unen-
cumbered assets amounting to over $7,000,000, and is
earning an annual profit of more than §1,0600,000.
The last statement of the corporation, up to De-
cember 28 last, showed a floating indebtedness »f
$2.600.00, with assets quickly realizable aggregat-
ing nearly $5.000,000. These assets do not inciude
the plant in Kansas City; that in Chicago, erected
lately at a cost of over §,250,000; the plant In this
city nor real estate in many cities in the United
States; hundreds of refrigerators and cattle ears,
valued at $00.000, and other unencumbered prop-
erty, valued at over $,M0,000. The company has no
bonded or secured indebtedness of any kind. The
company is now one of the largest in the country.

William D. Guthrie, with Wheeler H. Peckham,
oppesed the application for an Injunction, said the
great indebtsdness of the company and the magni-
tude of its operations made a larger capital neces-
sary, and preferred stock was deemed preferable
to the issuance of bonds or mortgages. The indebt-
edness of the corporation was over $£,500000, and

WOULD SUBSTITUTE BANANAS FOR
MEAT.

The Vegetarian Society met last night in its
rooms, No. 128 East Twenty-eighth-st., to discuss
the value of bananas and banana flour as a substi-
tute for meat. A. F. Spawn, who has spent a num-
ber of years in tropical countries, was the chief
speaker. He said that bananas were cheaper to

produce than wheat even, and that one acre of
banana plants would yield forty times the amount
of food that an acre of wheat would produce. He
himself had lived for years principally on bread
made from banana flour.

TOURISTS SAY MEDITERRANEAN
WAS MARRED BY BEHAVIOR OF
CELTIC'S COMMANDER.

Members of the huge Moditerranean excursion
party which left here on the sicamer Celtic on
February & are beginning to arrive here on their
way home. ‘Twenty-five or thirty of them came
yesterday on the steamer Oceanic. From the storles
told by some of the returning ones the crufse was
not all that they had expected. Their chief com-
piaint seemed to be against Captain Lindsey, whe
commanded the steamer. It was said that he wag
responsible for the fact that the vessel was behing
the schedule until she started for Liverpool, when
she got ahead of tume. On top of this, the vessel
was sometimes anciotred off shore so far that it
was difficult for the passengers to go ashore to see
the sights, they say.

The Rev. Dr. Josiah Strong, one of the tourists
who arrived here on the Oceanie, sald when asked
about the trip:

While the excursion was weil managed,
aid not derive the pleasure irom it that they
anticipated. The captain cdid not take pains te
make it agreeable. Fe was always behind the
schedule. 'Ihe cruise was figured out on a sr.‘
of thirteen knots an hour to allow for delays
She had averaged fourteen Knots, and it wag
known that she could do fifteen. The only time
she did what she was expected to do was on the
run from the last port on the schedule to Liverpool,
when she got ahead of time. This cutting of tme
all came out of the tourists’ time. 1 suppose the
captain wanted to save coal.

We lost a day at Aigiers, the first st,og. We stood
far out at sea, where it was so roug that some
who wanted to go ashore could not, ané others who
got ashore could not get aboard again. It was so
rough that small boats and the tugs could not get
alongside. On the second day it was suggested that
the ship be turmed about a little, so that it would
break the waves and give an opportulity to get
the boats alongside. The captain did not aet upon
the suggestion. The next day he did it, and the
passengers got aboard. He could have saved twen-
ty-four hours if he had done it the day before,

At Malta is a fine harber, yet the captain an-
chored the Celtie five miles out, where there was
a swell of at least twelve feet. There was no
reason in the world why he should not have gone
in. Of course. on sSea matters my opinion should
not weigh against that of a captain, but the opinion
of experts was that he could have gone in safely.
A Eritish admiral who had a fleet at anchor in the
bay moved several of his veseels te make a place
for the Celtic. He was so surprised thaot the vessel
did not come in that he sent his urivate secretary
out to learn the reason. The Harbor Master had
expected the vessel to enter. We got a chart, and
found that there would have been eighteen feet of
water under the bottom of the ship. The captain
gave no rgason for not going in.

Many who wanted to go ashore could not do se.
One boat, in which there were three of the passen-
gers and several oarsmen, was upset near the
ship by the sea, and every one thrown into the sea.
One of the occupants, the Rev. J. A. McWilliams,
of Ossining, whe came on the Oceanic, rose for the
third time before he was rescued. The captain
stood on the bridge and laughed while one of ¢!
cailors dived into the sea from the deck, fifty feet
above. to assist in rescuing the men.

That evening we held an indignation meeting fn
the saloon. There were more than four hunired
present, all who could crowd in., and the captain
was pretty severely eriticised. A commiitee was
appointed to send a ecable dispatch to the head
office of the White Star Line at Liverpoel regard-
ing the actlon of the captain. The captain beard
from it and thimgs were better after that

There were passengers on the Oceanic who had
been on the Celtic. and did not agree with Dr.
Strong’s view of the trip. Miss Alma Mangey, of
Cincinnati, said:

Half the passengers wanted to run the ship.
They did not seem to realize that the Teltic was
the biggest ship in the world, and couidn't go
nearer shore. They acted as if they had never
seen a ship before. We laughed at the indigna-
tion meeting. Everything was done for the com-
fort of the passengers.

Another woman, who would not permit the use
of her name, said:

Captain Lindsey said that he did not think ft
prudent for him to go in‘e the harbor c¢f Malta.
Some wanted to go ashore, and they hired
small boats. The boats bobbed up and down on
the waves. One bhoat upset, turning all the pas-
sengers, three men, into the water. One of them

eaid after he had been rescued that he had been

robbed of $180 and a gold ring he had on his finger.

He blamed the native boatmen.

FINED FOR BLOCKING SPACE.

STURGIS WINS THREE CASES AGAINST THE
BROADWAY THEATRE.

The case of Fire Commissfoner Sturgls against
Wiiliam H. Wood, manager of the Broadway The-
atre. was decided yesterday in the Tenth District
Court by Justice Murray in faver of the plaintiff.
It was charged that the ordinance with regard to
blocking the space behind the orchestra seats
by permitting persons to stand there had been
yiolated. The defence was that that space was net
a passageway, and that there had therefore been
no violation.

In his decision Justice Murray says:

The evidence in this case shows that with the
knowledge of the defendant the space is used as a
means of reaching the various aisles of the the-
atre: that it is a “way"” used by the patrons in
passing in and out of the theatre, and in going to
and from their seats within. I am therefore con-
vinced it is one of the ‘‘passageways” contem-
plated by the charter, and that this defendant, in
allowing persons to stand in the space, violated the
provisions of the act.

Justice Murray fined Wood $202 350, for three viola-
