Of the buildings connected with the
work of the institution, there are the old build-
ing, now occupied by the hospital, and the Pol-
hemus Memorial Clinic, a splendid building

erected through the generosity of Mrs. Henry D.
Polhemus, at a cost of $500,000, in memory of
her husband, who was much interested in the
hospital work and was a member of the Board
of Regents of the institution. At Pacific ami
Henry sts.. ore block away, is the Bowgland
Laboratory, given by Cornelius N. Hoagland.
who was also a member of the Board of Re-
gents, and Is used for the study of bacteriol-
ogy. It is proposed as soon as possible to erect
a new hospital building, and subscriptions to
the amount of $130,000 have so far been raised
for the purpose.

The dormitory willbe a valuable and greatly
needed addition to the Long Island College Hos-
pital.

person, that means that our elevators lift a
•weight of about 2.100.0 M pounds each day, or over

1,000 tons."

Considering that we take all these people down

again, this means that double that number of trips

are taken in our ten elevators in one day."

for asphalt paving in Broadway from $650 to

$2 57, with a shorter guarantee of maintenance.
"The city has won its fight against the as-

phalt combine." said Mr. Cantor. "At the be-
ginning of the year we started with the propo-

sition that unless the rates were cut in two,

there would be no asphalt laid this year. That

is practically what we have compelled the as-
phalt men to do. The city will get at least 30
per cent more paving laid this year for the
same money than it got last year."

James G. Collins. Superintendent of Streets,

said that Seventh-aye. would be repaved with
asphalt at a cost of between $2 23 and ?2 •"•" a
yard. He added:

"We have been experimenting and looking up
the endurance records of asphalt laid in Boston
and other New-England cities. We find that it
can be laid for about $2 2."> a yard, with a five
year maintenance guarantee. There Is no doubt
whatever about the quality of the work. The
new asphalt will have a rougher surface than
the old, and for that reason it willbe better in
wet weather. It differs from the old style in
that broken rock Is rolled right into the pure
asphalt, with a thin top dressing. It has given
perfect satisfaction on the thoroughfares of.
