Mewburn, secretary of the Kngiish Lawn Tennis
Association. Thr arrival of the challenge was a
MIC surnriKe tn the Boston officials of the United
States National Lawn Tennit Asi tctatUm, who had
almost rlvin up hope of any international matches
tills season. The time limit set In the deed or
gift that controls the competitions for the I>avis
Trophy expired last evening, and the lateness of
the challenge explains the use Of th.- cable instead

of the mail, a formal challenge Is expected bj
!' tier next Week.

For many months the American officials h*av«
been in correspondence with the Englishmen in the
hope .if arranging another series of international
matches, bul the dismal failure of last year's plans
made thf Britishers very wary about isMiin>f any
challenge until they were certain that they could
secure a representative team to come over here
and meet th. Americans. The reported Illness of

the Doherty irothers, the English champions, made
this seem doubtful, but ;<s they recently reap-
peared for tii" season In the Indoor championship
matches In I<ondon, the English officials have evi-
dently secured their consent to come to America.
