REVISION OF PATENT LAWS.

the act revising Section 4.'JU9 if the Revised Statutes

SAYS FAILURE TO UNDERSTAND DIF7ER-
F.N''F. BETWEEN CHEAPNESS AND

ECONOMY IS THE CAUSE.

William F. King, ex-presldent of the Merchants"
Association, yesterday made a statement regarding 1

the subject of a revision of the system of account-
ing in th» city departments, which has been taken
up by the Merchants' Association:
Idesire to express my belief that there is no pub-

lic or private commercial corporation in the world
which would have stood so long for the antiquated
and practically useless system whtch has for years
been fastened upon our city departments. Perh.ips
Ishould say lack of system, instead of system.
If we are going to have an economical city gov-
ernment. w~ must have a system of city account-
ing so simple and plain, and at the same time socomplete, that any official can. .it notice, account
fir the expenditure of cv Ty penny received.
Ithink that if the committee having this re-

vision in charge receives enough funds from pub-
lic spirited citizens to engage ,\ force sufficiently
l.trge to expedite this work, a plan can at least bo
outlined in time to obtain the necessary legislation
to put II into t nVct before 'he next session of
the legislature adjourns

One of the most pressing and most practically
important questions affecting the welfare rf this••try is that of quickly obtaining .i sufficient in-
crease of water supply. The lijnt'eds more water,

in large quantity, and it needs it at the earliest
possible mjment. especially as to Brooklyn. It
[s wrongly assumed by many who are not fully
Informed, that the city"s present supply is de-
pleted by preventable waste, to a great extent.
It is folly to rely upon th* stoppage of waste as a
sufficient means for meeting the city's needs. No
reliable data have ever been shown to warrant
the belief that the preventable waste exceeds 15
per cent of the consumption. If that waste were
wholly stopped, it might provide thirty million to
forty million gallons a day more than is now
available. It Is utterly preposterous to -ontenrt
that the city's needs can be met by that means.
The natural increase of consumption would en-
tirely absorb that quantity within a couple of
years.
It is the failure to understand the difference be-

tween ch*!«pness and economy that causes the
enormous wastefulness in this city's management.
So far its the W:iter Department is concerned, Mr.
Dougherty wishes to change these conditions. He
has. therefore, striven to g'-t the best engineering
talent available. As a matter of course, he has
not succeeded. There are many able hydraulic en-
gineers in this country. They ire not Inclined to
present the city of New-York with one-half or
two-thirds of the income which they would sacri-
fice by inking an underpaid appointment. Mr.
Dougherty has finally succeeded in advancing; the
\u25a0•hi.--!' engineer's salary to CO.Ua). which is one-half
of what is necessary to secure the services of the
person whom he most desires to engage. The
Merchants' Association does not believe It wise
economy to intrust the vast outlays necessary for
a new water supply to any but the best talent,
and it therefore is considering a plan by which an
additional $10.rti« ,-1 year for two years can be mad-
available in order that the beet talent obtainable
may *>• secur-d for the \u25a0 -tit of this city.
