TRADE WITH GERMANY,

CONSUL GENERAL MASON TELLS OF
FIELDS OPEN TO AMERI-
CAN EXPORTERS.

Washington, May 11 (Speciai).—In a recent re-
port to the State Department Consul General
Frank H. Mason, of Berlin, after discussing the
general outlook for American export trade in Ger-
many, has this to say about particular fields open
to the American exporter:
