TRADE IX CHICAGO.
< hicaffc. May 16 'Special).-There was wheat firm-

ness up to noon, with the price at one time Viehigher, but the market closed »sc to \c lower than
on Thursday, with the deferred months e^pecially
•rrak and the September 2c under the July. The
iatter opened at Vs%c. sold between 75\c and 74%c\
«nd cloecd at 71^c bid; May closed at 74.;<,cand thegeptember *t727*cbid. Such nrroness as the mar-
ket showed early was on Northwestern rains and
email receipts. The final break was on fine weather
renditions for th« growing wheat and on the per-
sistent selling: of the new crop futures. "The Mod-
trn Miller" said there had been undoubted Im-
provement in the winter wheat condition. The
Northwest cars were only S3. agrainst 167 last year;
primary receipts, 176.000 bushels, against 303,000
bushels laet year. Clearances were 400 000 bushels,
considerably more than double the Western ar-
rivals, and clearances for the week were E.172,000
bu?htis. almost 2.000,000 bushels above the previous
meek. A decrease of 3,000,000 bushels in the visible
Is looked for Monday. Cables were abaut steady;
the shipping demand, however, wa» low. Sales
her« were only 25.000 bushels. The seaboard re-
ported only 8 loads fcr export. Argentine ship-
ments were »21.000 bushels, against 776.000 bushels
last year. Minneapolis reports a slight improve-
ment in the flour business, with some of the mills
etartiag up.
• The prospect of increased corn movement from
the country is making a weak coarse grain mar-
ket. Corn closed to 1c under Thursday. July
opened at 6l*kC, sold between 62Hc and 61?« c bid,
