ATTORNEY GsCCaTRAL KNOX DEALS A

BLOW TO STATES' BKOTI
DoermnoE.

Washington. May l.V—j-nlg. Advocate Gem
eral Lemly hns received an ..pinion by the At-
torney General to the effect that the plans for
the navy yard improvements at Norfolk do not
require the approval of rhe Virginia harbor lino
commissioners, as the hitter contend.

The opinion is of far reaching importance, ap-
plying to nearly all cities where there are navy
yards or Btatkuia. an.l constitutes another blow
to the States rsiMa doctrine. In this case it
was found necessary to extend the coffer dam
of the new granite dryd.x-k. at the entrance to
the dock, by '_'>mi feet Inside the line
by the State Board of Harbor Commissioners.
Although the contemplated improvement was to
be on ajtsaand belonging Is the I'nited States.
Virginia having relinquished jurisdiction th*
board insisted that the plans for the improve-
ments should be submitted to it.and threatened
the arrest of Admiral Cotton, the commandant
of the yard, on his refusal 'o comply. They did
this under a State law.

The Attorney GeneraTs opinion waa broad. It
is in effect that. Congress having been clothed
with the right to maintain ;i navy, a necessary
part of the power was the maintenance of navy
yards, while as to the harbor itself, there was
no question that the authority of the United
Stat-s over it was paramount.

WOMEN TELL OF THEIR WORK IN VARI-
OT'S FIELDS. AND CALL FOR ON-

SET AGAINST MORMONISM.

The thirty-third annual meettng of the Woman's
Board of Home MtastoaS of the Presbyterian
Church was held yesterday in the Central Church.
No. Bl West Fifty-Jeventh-Sl The meeting was
preceded by a devotional service, conducted by

Mrs. Y.huey. Of Hudson. X. Y. At 10 o'clock Mrs.
Darwin R. James took the chair and formally

0| ened the meeting. The church was crowded
with an enthusiastic congregation of delegates,
who came from all parts of the I'nited States, rep-
resenting the synods and presbyteries of the de-
nomination.

Pr. Qeorge F. BfeAl c. superintendent of schools,

delivered his report, and congratulated the women
on the completion of another year of successful
work, he stated that the board supported 145

s in twenty-three States and Territories, in-
clurltnj*Porto Rico and Cuba, with 4vS missionaries
nnd teachetSi He spoke of the need of this mis-
sion work, and described Mormonlsm as a cancer
on the body politic of nr> small proportions, which
bad fOf its object the destruction of evangelistic
religious and civil liberties. The evangelical school
work of the Woman's Board, he said, was the
surgeon that would cut out and cure the can-
cerous tr.'Wths of superstition.

The financial report was given by the treasurer.

Miss S. P. Lincoln.' The total amount received
during the year was 5416.081. Of this. $25,000 was
for evangelization. $306,533 for teachers' salaries
and maintenance of «-chools, and $65.9V> for freed-
nu-n's work. The hoard has school buildings and

property valued at $m70,000. The reports of Mrs. J.
F. Pinery, acting secretary of the board, and Miss
M J. Petite, secretary of young people's work,

were most encour .
In her annual address the president reviewed the

The ret.ort should r>ivi\v the most
thoughtful attention ..f the assembly, he de-
clared, and there should he a revival of per-
sonal work for the saving of .-oiil*. The jeaist—
of his own church, he said, had voted at it»
last meeting to authorize him to preach from
the steps of the- church to the moving multi-
tude.

This motion wag
laid on the table, and on motion of Dr. Minton
the discussion of the report was set for next
Thursday, at 10 a. m., and or. further motion
of Dr. Minton it was resolved that at that time
the discussion of the report should be continued
until the subject was exhausted, and the vote
taken, so that the discussion of creed revision
woul-l then take precedence over all other
business.

Dr. Smith referred to the recent examination
Of young Vincent Noll, who died last week, after
having been rejected by the New-York Presby-
tery, t.i which body he applied (»r a preacher's
license. He asserted that it was only due to
the New-York Presbytery to say that young
N'jllhad been treated in a mort kind and con-
siderate manner at the hands of that body. He
lauded the Presbytery of New-York as a body
hroadminded, and imbued w th the true spirit
of Christ in as high a measure as any other
presbytery In the country. He add^ ithat there
was never a time when the outlook for Presby-
terianism in the city was more favorable than
at the present time.

The Rev. Dr. S. Hall Young. » missionary
from Alaska, then presented to Dr. van Dyke a
gavel made of a walrus tusk from the shores of
Behring Strait. It was a stout and ablebodied
gavel.

Dr. van Dyke expressed his thanks for the
trophy from the Far North. He said he also
felt grateful for the welcome extended through
Dr. Stevenson and Dr. Smith. He spoke of the
work of th*> Home Missionary Society, and said
New-York needed its attention, as. notwith-
standing its many virtues, it was still "a heathen
and foreign town, even if it is a Presbyterian
town."

At the beginning ifthe morning session of the
General Assembly, the Rev. Dr. J. Ross Steven-son made an address of welcome as pastor of
the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian Church. In which
the sessions are held. Ifo said he wanted to
welcome the General Assembly to Ms church
and to the city. He paid a fervent tribute t i the
late Dr.Purves and the late Dr. Hall, his prede-
cessors in the pastorate of the Fifth Avenue
church. He added:

The Kplsonpnlian '"hurch te-day is using Presby-
terian material in their pulp'ts. an.l Ibelieve to
their advantage. When you tnke into considera-
tion the number or Presbyti riana used in Episco-
palian pulpits and in pulpits of the Dutch Re-
formed Church. I think we can say that in wel-
coming you to New-York we welcome you to a
veritable Presbyterian stronghold. It i^ for you to
make it stronger yet.

The Rev. Dr. Wilton Merle Smith, moderator
of the New-York Presbytery, welcomed the com-
missioners on the part of that body.

GET READY FOR AN EXPLOSION.
"This Is not a city of which we are very

proud at present." said Dr. Smith. "Our streets
are everywhere torn up with that pernicious
nuisance known as the subway. And Iwarn
you that there is a sufficient amount of dyna-
mite stored in the immediate vicinity of each
of our leading hotels to blow the entire assem-
bly into smithereens. If you have not made
your wills, or if you hay* not been In the habit
of saying your prayers regularly, these are mat-

ters that ought to be attended to."
After the repr.rt of the committee on revision

with the view of becoming a t»st of orthodoxy

for ministers, elders and deacons."
The statement is as follows:

BRIFF STATEMENT OF THE REFORMED
FAITH.
OF GOD.

The Lord Jesus Christ Is the only head of the
Church and the claim of any man to be the vicar
of Christ and the head of the Church, is unscriptur-
al without warrant in fact, and is a usurpation
dishonoring to the Lord Jesus Christ.

The ninth overture suggests the addition of a
new chapter, to be entitled "Of the Holy Spirit,"

and the tenth suggests the addition ofa chapter

to be entitled "Of the Love of God and Mis-

sions."

Two divisions of the work assigned to thf
committee are covered in the report. One di-
vision includes suggestions for revisions ofspeci-
fied parts of the Confession of Faith. These
are submitted to the Assembly with a view to
their subsequent adoption or rejection by the
presbyteries and by the General Assembly, as
provided for in the Form of Government. There
are eleven of these overtures. The third recom-
mends that Chapter X, Section 8. of the Confes-
sion of Faith, "is not to be regarded as teaching

that any who die in infancy are lost." and the
followinge-xpression of belief Is added:

We believe that all dying in Infancy are Included
in the election of grace, and are regenerated and
saved by Christ through the Spirit, who works
when and where and how He pleases.

The seventh overture suggests a modification

of Chapter XXV,Section \u2666>, of the Confession
of Faith, which refers to the Pope a» "anti-

Christ." The suggested substitute for the sec-

tion is the following:

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE READ AT

THE MORNING SESSION.

The report of the special committee on the

revision of the Confession of Faith was read
early in yesterday morning's session of the
Presbyterian General Assembly. This is the re-
port in which a large share of the interest In
the assembly's present meeting is centred. It
is expected to create a great deal of discussion
before final action upon it is taken by the As-
sembly. Thursday of next week has been set
ajinrt for the discussion.

THE RE 1'ISED CONFESSION.

REPORT ON EVANGELIZATION.
The report of the committee on evangelization

presented by John A. Converse, of Philadelphia,

a successful business man and an elder of a
Presbyterian Church in that city, made a deep
impression. Mr. Converse believed in the work
of that committee last year to the extent of
(25,000, and promises a similar check for that
work the coming year. The addresses of Drs.
John Balcom Shaw and Wilton Merle Smith,
of this city, and Robert Hunter, of Philadelphia,
were of a high order. Even the creed discus-
sion to take place next week was declared to be

of secondary importance to the great work of
saving lost men

—
the purpose of the committee

headed by Mr. Converse.
There are a large number of religious editors

attending the assembly. At the noon recess yes-
terday they were entertained at luncheon by
the press committee, of which the Rev. Dr.
Charles A. Stoddard is chairman. The officers
of the assembly and several editors of religious
papers in the city were also present. Brief ad-
dresses were made by Dr. Stoddard, Dr. van
Dyke, Dr. W. H. Roberts", the stated clerk, and
Dr. W. H. Ward, of "The Independent." Dr.
Charles A. Dickey closed the pleasant hour

The reception at the Presbyterian BuildingIn
the afternoon closed a busy and eventful day.

Everything about the fine structure, the home of
the three boards of the Church, was shown ex-
cept the mortgage; it was rumored that Dr.
Holmes, of Pittsburgh had carried it away for
burning, but the rumor was proba'-ily prema-
ture—he •will have that pleasure, it is confi-
dently helieved. at no distant day.

The meeting in the evening in the interest
of the board of publications and Sabbath school
work was popular in every sense. The singing
of the children under the leadership of Dr. H. H.
Palmer, of the Broome Street Tabernacle, was
especially commendable.

The Rev. Dr. S. Hall Young, of Alaska, in the
morning presented a gavel to the moderator
made from the tusk of a Behring Sea walrus.
T>r. van Dyke replied to the address of Dr.
Smith and to that of Dr. Stevenson and to the
presentation of the gavel in a happy addreaa,
saying that the addresses of Dr. Smith and Dr.
Stevenson were a fair representation of the New-
York Presbytery. He emphasized the work
which Dr. Smith had done in the Central
Church, and that done by Drs. Hall and Purves
in the Fifth Avenue Church, and now taken up
by their strong, true and lovable successor— Dr.
Stevenson. Referring to the condition of thp

New-York streets, he said the town was just
like a mining camp, and expressed the hope
that no member would fall into any subway or
get tangled up in any wires. The gavel from
Alaska spoke to him of the great out of doors
which he loved so much, declaring that he was
more of a hunter than an ecclesiastic. The
gavel, he said, was made from a tooth

—
"Let it

be the only tooth shown in the assembly," he
added, impressively. "It is white, let us keep
the record clean. Iti6strong; let us not flinch
nor swerve nor be turned aside from our for-
ward course."

You who have been here for a few days have
doubtless read of the death of a young stu-

to revision are termed, that so little has been
suggested by the committee that no harm can
be done in adopting th^ suggestions made. Re-
lief will be given to some people, and the doc-
