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a patrol wagon packed with reserves to the
scene. On its arrival the crowd fell back and
Policeman Murphy put his six women prisoners
into it. They were released on bail.

The crowd remained until Captain Price or-
dered the reserves to disperse it. The women
scattered for a time, but Kept returning to thescene. Men began to assemble later in the
night, but the police kept the crowd moving.

Inspector Cross had ordered the Madison-st.
police not to let any meetings be held in their
precinct. A sergeant and a dozen policemen
went to Rutgers Square, where a meeting had
been scheduled, and a crowd of five thousandmen, women and children had gathered. The
crowd scattered before the police.

Nearly five thousand persons assembled at the
same time in Seward Park, nc r the Union
Market station. They were going to hold a
meeting, but the police heard about it and dis-
persed them.

In general it may be said that the situation on
the East Side has not improved. The general
tranquillity may be traced rather to the fact
that the majority of "kosher" shops were closed
than to any disposition on the part of th*> people
to abandon the tight. The opening of the shops
will be a sign for a grave outbreak. This fact
is appreciated by tli•\u25a0 dealers themselves, who
announced yesterday that they Intended to re-
main closed until the women abandoned their
boycott. The situation i*protracted rather than
settled, and the general indignation and ex-
citement have not been In the least allayed.

Commissioner Partridge yesterday refused to
grant a request for a permit for a mass meet-
ing on the meat question to-morrow night.

KOTEB OF THE STAGE,

CHINA BUFFERING BY REASON OF THE
FALL IN SILVER.

Peking-, May 17.— important question has
arisen between China and the powers interested
concerning the payment of the Chinese In-
demnity. China claims that the protocol stipu-
lates that payment should be made of 450.000,.
000 taels in silver regardless of the rate of ex-
change. The construction put upon the protocol
by the foreign ministers is that China shall pay
in gold or in silver the equivalent of gold at the
time of payment. The Taotal of Shanghai.
through whom the payments are made, had
presented a detailed, skilful argument on the
question. The ministers will meet on Tuesday

to discuss the mattrr. They recognize that the
st?ady fall of silver since {he protocol was signed
has imposed great hardship upon China, but
they hold that if silver had risen China would
have profited correspondingly.

Sir Ernest Satow. the British Minister, re-
cently consented to a provisional division of
the instalments already paid the bankers' com-
mission on the basis of a pro rata reduction. In
the mean time United States Minister Conger
had received instructions to reduce the claim of
the Unit-ad States by $1,000,000, which com-
plicates the queetion. and it is thought that the
United States, In view of Great Britain's com-
promise, will withdraw the offer of a reduction.

The Empress Dowager has Issued nn edict
censuring Yuen Fhal Kai, director general of the
P»kiner-Phfin-Hai-Kwnn Railway, and Director
of Railways Hu Yu Fen for signing the rail-
road agreements, and ordering the Board of
Punishment to prescribe suitable penalties for
the offence. Officials say the Russian repre-
sentations that gave the British control of the
railway at the expense of China's Interests
caused the edict. The prestige of Yuan final
Xii and Hu Yu Fen is likely to be seriously
affected.

Among the Chinese It is believed that Great
Britain willconsent to modify the first railway
agreement by waiving the provision for mili-
tary directors.

had reached the shop of Samuel Hoftln, of
No. 210 East One-hundred-and-elxth-st. They

wrecked his shop In the same way as they had
Bregosin's. throwing th« meat on the floor and
smashing the windows. They stopped several
people coming out. took their meat away and
destroyed it, tramping on it in the street.

Then they got to the shop of Samuel Gunser,

at One-hundred-and-second-Bt. and Second-aye.,

threw the meat on th« floor, broke the windows,

chased Gunser out and closed up the shop.

Frank Brothers, at No. 218 East One-hundred-
nnd-second-st., was next marched on. The
v omen Joked and hugged (heir children as they
marched along, and yelled every now and then,
in Yiddish. "Down with the Beef Trust!" and
"Down with the butchers!" They knocked down
two women and a man who had bought meat
in Frank Brothers' place. Then the police re-
serves came up. The women were, not daunted,
and they puzzled the police. The latter did not
want to club them, and the women stood their
ground and refused to move on. At last the po-
lice decided to arrest Mrs. Hiraeh. Some of the
policemen had whips, and they threatened the
women.

The first riot In Brooklyn occurred last night
at H o'clock in the Brooklyn Ghetto, Siege] and
Moore sts., between Graham-aye. and.Manhat-
tan-aye., when five hundred people, mostly
women, took part, and the reserves from the
Htagg-st. station were tailed out to disperse the
mob. Between 11 o'clock end midnight a larger
riot occurred, stores being battered, glass an-!
door* broken, meat scattered, and even meat in
private houses sought out. Patrol wagons ar-
rived from the Herbert-st., Stagg-st. and Green-
point stations. Twenty-two women were ar-
rested, and several policemen hurt. Roundsmen
Keffler. of th« Stagg-st. station, suffered a frac-
ture of the leg by impact of a paving stone.

The police «*ay the disturbances were instigated
by two women from Manhattan.

Excited bands of women, arrayed In white
waists and black skirts, patrolled the streets.
picketed the kosher shops, and Indetail repeated
the violent Bcenes of previous days.

The principal trouble was In Third-are., be-
tween One-hundred-and-seventieth and One-
hundred-and-seventy-aecond ets., where half a
dozen kosher butcher shops are minuted. A
crowd of more than thirty women assembledearly last evening and began to stop women and
girls who were, on their way to the shops to buy
meat.

Five of the oldest of them led th« others to
I. Jacobs's shop, at No. 2.386 Thlrd-ave. A
little girl came out with a package of meat, and
the women seized her, took the package away,
opened it, and. screaming In triumph, scattered
the meat in the street. Then they yelled again
as they rushed at another woman, took the
meat she had. and, tearing it apart, threw itaway.

"Down with the butchers!" they yelled again
and again. •We'll have our rights "Don'tbuy from them!" were cries often repeated

By this time Captain Price, of the Tremont
station, had heard or the rioting and had sent

Mrs. Hirschberg «tot a hundred women about
her at it o'clock. Women carrying babes in their
arms and leading other children stood In One-

hundred-and-Bixth-st. yelling against the Beef
Trust. They gathered opposite the kosher shop

of Abraham Llppman. at No. 243, and watched

a man buy meal When he came out and crossed
the street th- women rushed at him. shoved
him against a wall and took the meat away

from him, tore it up and threw it Into th« street.

Then they slapped, punched and struck the man

with various kinds of clubs until he ran away.

"Hurrah!" yelled the women loudly, as they

took up a march with their children beside them.
Encouraging on- another, they started In pro-

cession with other woman joining them, and a
crowd, continually augmenting, followed them.
They went to the kosher shop of Frank Brafosln.
at No. 282 East Qne-hundred-and-sixth-st.,
where they chased him and his wife into the
street, tore the meat from the hook* and threw
iton th» floor, threw all the meats on the coun-
ter on the floor and into the street, smashed the
glasses in th« windows, and then cheered them-
selves as they closed up the place and went to

the next one.

MILKBCRACITT IMMINENT.

The meat riots spread last night, and while
th*» lower East Side, where they first began,
was quiet in no far as actual violence was con-
cerned, most of the kosher shopkeepers in that
section shutting up their stores. Harlem and
Brooklyn were the scenes of mob fury similar
to those which prevailed in Essex. Eldridge,
Broome. Rivinßton and other streets Inhabited
chiefly by Hebrews, on Thursday night.

The serious condition of the food supply on the
East Side threatens to be made more menacing
by a shortage in the milk supply. Because of
th* lack of meat there has been a great demand
on the supply of milk and eggs on the lower
East Side. So rreat has the consumption of
milk been tha1 the supply is becoming scanty.
Word has been sent by the wholesalers to farm-
ers, asking that more milk lie sent to the city,

but It is thought that, despite this, there willbe
a genuine scarcity of milk in a day or two if
the trouble keeps up. and a probable Increase In
prices.

Th*» most dramatic riotliiß of the nißht wan
in Harlem. A tall, well built Hebrew woman
leading a six-year-old child roamed about one
end of Harlem leading a hundred other Hebrew
women, many leading or carrying children.
They destroyed the wat in several kosher
chops, smashed windows, assaulted men and
women, took their meat away from them and
threw it in the street arid made a number of
butchers r!n«* up after they had driven them

from their shops. Th« leader. Mrs. Yetta
Hlrnchbers, of No. 308 East One-hundred-and-
!«lxth-!»t . wan locked up. while a crowd of a

thousand yelled for her, at the police, the kosh-
ers and the Hr*-f Trust.
