WARSHIPS NARROW ESCAPL.

PRENTIS'S BODY RECOVERED
AFTER HEROIC WORK.

MR.

Fort de France, May 19.—The expedition sent
to recover the bodies of the American and
British consuls at St. Pierre to-day nearly re-
suited in a fearful disaster. The vessels tak-
ing part in the expedition were the United
States steamer Potomac and the British cruiser
Indefatigable.

The Potomac, under the command of Lieu-
tenant Benjamin B. McCormick, arrived there
first, at 11 o'clock in the morning, and landed
working parties. One party went to the site
of the American Consulate, and the other, head-
ed by Lieutenant McCormick, went 1o the
north end of the town, to the spot where the
British Consulate stood, from where the lieu-
tenant could see Mont Pelée, and noticed a huge
eolumn of smoke and gas pouring out of the
c—rater: in a manner similar to the eruption of
May K, last. He thereupon rushed to the site
of the American Consulate and ordered all
hands to the boats. The American sailors picked
up a heavy metallic coffin, in & wood case, con-
taining the body of the United States Consul,
Thomas T. Prentis, and carried it to a boat.
The American party was in immminent danger.

In the mean while the Indefatigable had ar-
rived off St. Pierre, but left the shore, heading
for the sea, blowing her siren. At that time a
huge stream of moiten matter was pouring into
the sea. raising columns of stfam, and the
whole sea was hideous, having turned a yellow
green color, while what was apparently smoke
was rushing from the mountain. The detona-
tions were continuous and accompanied by a
fearful storm of lightning, thunder and rain.
The flashes were of terrific violence, and dur-
ing the storm craters opened in Mont
Pelte,

Fortunately the wind kept the clouds of smoke
and gas from enveloping the American and
British warships, or the working party.

The coolngss and courage of the American
gailors were most noteworthy.

The body of Mr. Prentis is now here. There
will be a funeral service on board the United
ftates cruiser Cincinnati to-morrow. The burial
will take place ashore. There wiil be no special
geremony.

The volcanic mountain is apparently in great-
er activity, and the escape of the war vessels,
and particularly of the shore party, was ex-
ceedingly narrow.

steamship Korona, told a graphic story of the
experiences of Assistant Purser Thompson,
which she said he had told her.

“Thompson stated,” said Miss Dayton, “that
he was on the forward deck of the Roraima
when he saw what seemed to him the whole top
of the mountain shoot up in the air. Then came
& terrific report. Thompson called to the other
officers to ccme and see the sight, not realizing
that there was any danger. Suddenly there
came a shout from Captain Muggah, ‘Look out!
it’s coming this way!" and then Thompson says
orders were given to let go the anchor chain.

“Thompson said he saw the people on the
shore bheing etruck down by a fire which came
in sheets. He then ran below and buried him-
self in the blankets of his bunk. He was only
partially protected by them, however, the fire
coming through the porthole and burning
through the covering

“How long he lay there Thompson said he did
not know, but at last he heard a call from the
deck, and, going up, found Scott standing at the

head of the companionway. The fire had
stopped, but ashes and hot mud were falling
a Thompson and Scott tied a number of
spars and pieces of wood together and lowered
them over the side. They were about to embark
on their improvieed raft when the warship

Suchet came up and took them, with the other
survivors, off.”

Miss Dayton, although she would not give her
address, saild she lived in New-York City, and
had come from Guadeloupe.

Joseph Frits, the second steward of the Ko-
rona, talked with an officer on the French war-

ship Suchet while they were in the harbor of
St. Pierre.
“Some officers of the Suchet” said Frits,

“came on board while we were in the harbnr of
St. Pierre, and asked us if we could furnish them
with some supplies for the stricken town. This
we could not do, as we only had ¢nough for our-
selves.”

“I talked to the officer about the rescue of
Scott and Thompson, which he describes as
thrilling in the extreme When they got to the
harbor, he said, the rain of ashes and mud was
falling so thickly that the town could not be
seen. The fire from the burning Roraima light-
ed up the harbor, however, and enabled them
to see for a short distance. The stream of
lava which had enveloped the town was run-
ning into the sea and sending up enormous
clouds of steam. The roar of the steam made
&0 much noise that even at close quarters two
prople had to shout when talking to eac h other.

“According to the officer, the Suchet went
around to the starbpard side of the burning
ship, as the wind was blowing the flames _1hn
other way, ard, aithough the heat was terrifie,
managed to rescue the officers and crew and the
stewardess, Mrs. Reid

“The vessel's smokestack, bridge and, in fact,
her entire upper works had disappeared, and
the fire seemed to be all around her. The peo-
pie rescued were in such condition that they
had to be earried bodily up the rope ladder to
the warship, which was done under the greatest
kind of difticuity. Scott and Thompson, the offi-
cer said, were the least hurt, but even they
were groaning aloud from their hurts and
burns. The water in the bay was hoiling hot,
this officer told me, and the spray which blew
onto the deck of the warship scalded some of
the men severely. When we arrived at thn'h:e"-
bor the water was a deep yellow color, while it
is naturally of the deepest blue."” Lot

Herman Rosenberg, an importer, of No. 2,024
Park-ave., Philadelphia, a passenger on the
Korona, saw several St. Plerre survivors at
Fort de France, and talked with thl-n} 3

“I wisited the hospital at Fort de France,
he said, “and heard from the lips of some of
those poor peéople stories l_h:u are too horrible
to relate. A native, lving in his bed, suffering
from the most horribie burns on his arms and
legs, told me he had run for ten miles, when
the fire struck St. Pierre, until he dropped
from utter exhaustion. He told me that people
running ahead of him were struck down by
the fire, and that several times he fell over
dead bodies. Each one that was struck, he
said, looked as if he had been struck by 'lmht-
| ning. One would be burned down the 'sule of
his body, and another’s head would shrivel up

when the dart of flame descended on him.

“+His mouth was so parched and dry from

breathing the ashes and dust that he thought
| geveral times he would strangle. At last he
| came to a smmall stream and dashed his face
into it, only to find that it was boiling hot,
scalding him severely. After suffering innu-
merable hardships he reached Fort de France;
but I was told at the hospital that he could
not live.”

Second Officer McCarthy, of the Korona, says
that the Talisman had an even more peculiar
experience than his ship with the shower of lava
ashes. “The Talisman was 120 miles south-
southeast from Barbados when the eruption
came,”’ he says, “and when she came into Bar-
bados, where we were lying, her decks were
covered with the fine blue dust, just as ours
were. Here was a ship nearly 250 miles from
the ijgland on which the disturbance occurred,
which exnerienced even a heavier shower of
the stuff than we did at 120 miles away. It
seemed to go up in the air at a terrific speed,
and to a height away above the wind, which
was blowing from the south-southwest, and
then fall in a shower of fine dust at a great |

distance away.

The son was educated in the schools
of Watertown and Paris, France, and at the age
of twenty-five became a partner in the Paris bank-
ing house of Welles & Co., well known to all Amer-
fcan travellers who visited Europe from 183 to
He lived in that city about fifteen years, and

After his return to
this country the firm of H. H. Hunnewell & Sons
was established in Boston in 1860. Mr. Hunnewell
was a considerable owner of real estate in Boston

rector in the lllinois Central, the Hannibal and_St.

Attracted by the Italian garden on the shore of the
lake, by the very extensive collection of rare orna-
mental trees and ite numerous other features of
interest, the place is visited every season by a
large number of persons.

It Is a fireproof stone
bullding of attractive design, and stands on an
elevated s=ite in the centre of the town, and, with
the library eéndowment and value of the land, rep-
resents an investment of over $200.0:0.
