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TRAVIS THE CHAMPION.

BEFEATS MARSELLUS IX METROPOLI-
TAN GOLF CONTEST.

FOR A HANDICAP PRIZE.

Travis won the champlonship of the Metropolitan
Golf Association at Tuxedo yesterdaw by defeating
¥F. A. Marsellus, of the Yountakah Country Club, of
Nutley, 11 up and 10 to play. It was not a match
to Irspire any genulne excitement, although the
ecrowds that followed it were generous in applause.
Jt was appreciation of Travis's good play, rather
than interest in the final result, that kept their en-
thusiasm from flagging. There was a general feel-
ing that no combination of circumstances could
prevent the Garden City man from winning the cup.
In reality, the match was an anti-climax, for after
the defeat of Douglas on the previous day it was a
foregone conclusion that Travis would take the
prize. He had won his way to the finals by a week
of superb play, but to the spectators it seemed
unfortunate that there was mnot another man
equally as good for the other piace in the round.
The culminating matcn of a championship always
carries a certain prestige, and it was generally re-
£retted that this was not increased by the meeting
©of men whose past records promised a close battle.

Marscllus, though little known to the majority
of the gallery, is 2 frequent competitor in open
tournaments near New-York, and is regarded as a
player of ccensiderable merit. But against a man
like Travis, who has twice broken the record of
the course and who stands higher in the estimation
of golfing critics this season than ever before, he
made cnly a sorry showing. in spite of Travis's
anticipated wvictory the crowd that followed the
play was the largest of the week. and included
many well known representatives of the sport in
this part of the country. The weather was perfect.
The stiff breeze that had proved such a drawback
cn the eariler days was lacking, and the day was
celm and clear—just the right conditions from a
@golfing point of view.

Travis had the honor on the start and opened
with & capital drive, which put him on the green
in 2 and enabied him to take the hole in a par 4.
From the second tee Marsellus outdrove Travis,
and was ablc to get dow n 4, Travis needing 3.
This squared the match. The third is a short one
of 160 yards.
credited with a par 3.
clipped one stroke from bogie, negotiauing it in 4
after 2 full drive and a brasse This gave Travis
an advantage of 2 up—a lead he increased on
fifth hole, where he holed out in the usual 4,
which bhas been his figure since the beginning of
the tournament.
