PROSECUTOR KOESTER SATS THERE IS NO
LAW TO COMPEL THE PAYMENT

OF SALARIES.

Hackensack. June 2 (Special).— The Bergen Ctnmty
Board of Freeholders this afternoon voted not to
pay the Sheriff's bill of $2,550 50 for pay for the
hundred deputies hired during the strike of the
silk dyers at Lodi a month ago. and the bill of
Daniel McGrath. who fed the deputies for ten da>3.
Director Gulnac informed the board that the bill
was held up by the finance committee for action
by the full board. Prosecutor Koester. who U
counsel for the Board of Freeholders, made the
following statement:

There Is no law that compels a board of free-
holders to pay for deputies at a strike, and there
Is no law that will permit the deputies to main-
tain a suit against the county for services ren-
dered. Governor Murphy refused to order out the
militia until the strikers had committed some overt
act, but suggested that Sheriff Soley send over all
the' men necessary. The strikers had threatened to

burn down the big mills in Lodi. and were anxious
to spoil about $150,000 worth of silk left in th* vats.
Alldamages sustained by the mill owners from th»
strikers would have to be paid by the county and
the deputies were hired to save the county from
JU
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understand that if the board Ml
to pay money not sanctioned by law they can be
held personally liable, but to bring the matter be-
fore the Supreme Court for a decision Iwould
suggest that the board vote to pay the sheriff s
bill of (UK*** and that the County CoUectorfe-
fuse to obey the board's vote. This wouW bring
a friendly suit and settle the matter. Ithink the
bill is a legitimate one.

Freeholder Richards, of Hackensack. moved that
the hill be pnid. but the freeholders were frightened

by Counsel Koester's reference to personal 1 ability,

and refused to pay the money due the deputies.

FORMER SUPERINTENDENT OF LEATHER FAC-

TORY PLEADS NOT GUILTY TO CHARGE

Adolph Wolff at first pleaded guilty.In the Court
of Quarter Sessions, at Newark, yesterday, to three
Indictments charging him with stealing hides to th-

value of $11.458 94. but he subsequently entered pleas
of not guilty and furnished bail to appear for trial.
Leon Lledenbach, executor of the estate of Milton
1.1e.1. nbach. a leather manufacturer at No. 57 Sev-
enth-aye.. makes the complaint Wolff was super-
intendent of the works up to last February. Ac-

cording to the indictments, he systematically robbed
his employer from December, IM9, until January 31
of this year.

After giving ball Wolff said: "I never stole a
hide from the firm, and Iworked for them for the
last seventeen years, the greater part of which
time Iwas superintendent. Idid get foolish there
for a time, and figured the weight wrong— that is.
the firm would buy a lot Of hides, and Iwould count
the weight higher than It wan in order to get a
few dollars 'rake off.' The figures In the indict-
ments are all wrong."'

HUNS SAY HE SHOT A MAN AND KILLED

HIMSELF—CONFLICTING STORIES TOLD.

Morristown, June 2.—Two men were shot and

killed yesterday in the mining settlement of Hi-
bernia. some miles from this city, in the moun-

tains. One of the dead men is a Hungarian and

the other a Hebrew. The story told by the Huns
Is that the Hebrew shot the Hungarian acci-

dentally and then shot himself. The authorities
do not believe, this story, especially as two
Huns, who were close friends of the one shot, are

missing, and a search is in progress.

The Hebrew was Louis Cohn, who had a gen-

eral notion store nt Dover, and added to his in-

come by trips through the country with a pack.

His stock in trade when packing through the
country was varied by the selling of revolvers
and other things not usually found in a pack
pedWs outfit. The story told by the Huns at
Hibernin is that he was displaying a revolver
to Anton Mouschack. and that while doing so a
cartridge went off and struck the Hun in the
breast, killing him. It is said that while the
village was all excited over the affair the pedler

went into the woods and shot himself.
The appearance of the body does not indicate

suicide. There are said to be no powder marks
about th« wound. Besides this, the authorities
have a statement from a woman, whom they

are now guarding, that she saw two Huns bor-
row a revolver and follow Cohn into the woods.

When the authorities sought the two men
she mentioned, and of whom they had not heard
before, they were not to be found. Coroner
Hagan willhold an Inquest.

Passaic. June 2 (Speclal).-A thousand per-

sons were thrown into a panic when the floor

supports in the old St. Mary's Catholic Church

here gave way at th* 11 o'clock mass yesterday.

leave the church in an orderly manner.
Both men and women, however, began to

scream, and fifty or more Jumped from the win-
dows. They escaped with slight bruises. Order

was restored among the rest of the congrega-
tion, and five minutes later the building was
cleared. New supports were put in place and

the service continued, though many refused to

go bnck.

THAT NIMUHR WOUNDED.

Tucson, Ariz., June 2. —A report has reached here
that a battalion of the M'-xlcan army, commanded
by General Torres, head of the army in Sonora,
fought a desperate battle with three hundred Yaqut
Indians on the afternoon of May 29 at El Tanque,
a small place not fur from Hermostlio. A mes-
seugac urrlvlngat Hermosillo brought only meagre

d>tal!s of the fight. Forty Yuijuls were killed und
twice that number wounded. The Mexican army

lost fifteen men. The Yaquls escaped toward the
Mazatan Mountains, leaving their dead. A large
supply of ammunition and arms waa ruptured.

Excitement is running high in Hermosillo and
business Is practically suspended, many of the
merchants having Joined th« volunteer army.

FIVE PASSENGERS.

Dcs Molnes. lowa, June Two persons were
badly injured and five others bruised in a wreck
on the Chicago and Northwestern at Otis. *even

miles from Cedar Rapids, at 1 o'clock this morning.
A westbound passenger train was on the siding
waiting for an east bound to pass. The brakeman
threw the switch before the easthound train was
clear, derailing the last sleeper and hurling It
against the westbound engine.

Eight or ten people In the sleeper were bruised,
hut only five received injuries of any consequence,
and only two were seriously hurt.

THE ROEBL.ING COMPANY NOT EXPECTED TO

COMPLETE WORK BEFORE AUGUST I—NOT

STRUCTUKE BEFORE JANUARY, 1904.

It la likely that the completion of the WHHama-
burg Bridge will be delayed several months by

the inabilityof the Roebllng Company to string the

cables within the time specified In its contract with

the city. A six months' extension of time whs

granted, and th» work was to have been finished on
April 21. At that time representatives of the com-
pany appeared before the Bridge Commissioner and
asked for a further extension. This was denied,

and Mr. Llndenthal declared that the company

would be obliged to pay $1,000 for every day after
April21. as provided In the contract.

The company has the privilege of asking for a re-
mittnl of a part of the amount, but this will only
be granted if the work Is hastened and completed
within a reasonably short time. The company ex-
presses the belief that It can finish the work by
June 30, but at the Bridge Department office yes-

terday It was learned that the percentage of work
done each day Indicates that the. cables will not
be ready until some time after August 1. As a re-
sult all the other work on the bridge will he ac-
cordingly delayed, and the bridge will not be ready
for use In October. 1903. as has been promise.
Bridge officials do not expect that It will be ready
much before January. 1901.
