NINE MEN WENT DOWN.

WHALEBACK LAKE STEAMER NEARLY
CUT IN TWO, AND SINKS IN
EIGHTY FEET OF WATER.

Duluth, Minn., June 7.—The whaleback steam-

er Thomas Wilson, Captain Cameron, master, |

was cut almost in two by the steamer George G.
Hadley, Captain Fitzgerald. master, a half-mile
south of the Duluth Canal to-day, and nine men
went down. They were mostly members of the
night crew, who had not time to get out of their
bunks before the vessel sank.

The Wilson was coming toward the canal and
the Hadley going out, both loaded. Just before
reaching the canal, and when about opposite the
Wilson, the Hadley was given orders by a tug
to go to Superior. Immediately she sheered off
for the Superior entry, and crashed directly into
the Wilson.

The Wilson went down so quickly that it did
not seem possible to save a life. One moment
the two boats were ploughing through the water
two hundred yards spart, the next the crew of
the Wilson could be seen throwing off their
clothing and jumping inte the water. One man
on the Wilson, with great presence of mind,
threw life preservers to those who had jumped
into the water. The crew of the Hadley also
threw out preservers.

ATLANTIC AND PACIFIC YARDS TO BE
BROUGHT TOGETHER UNDER
A BIG COMPANY.

It was learned on good authority yesterday
{ that a number of shipbuilding plants on the At-

| lantic and Pacific coasts were soon to be brought
together in a combination capitalized at $25.-
000.000. Among the yards which it is reported
will be included are the Bath Iron Works, of
Bath, Me.; Lewis Nixon's company, the Crescent

¢ Shipbulilding Company, of Elizabethport, N. J.,
apd Harlan & Hollingsworth, of Wilmington.
Del. The yards thus combined will be operated
under one head. It is expectd that the result of
the combination will be an extension of the
equipment for the construction of war and mer-
chant vessels. A person interested in the scheme
said yesterday that the co-operation of the vards
included would enable them to take the fullest
advantage of the exceptional position of the
United States as the leading steel producing
country in the world to compete for foreign
work and keep in this country many millions
now paid to foreign vards for the construction
of vessels.
A plan to organize.such a combination was
proposed a year ago. and a prospectus was is-
sued by H. W. Poor & Co., inviting subscriptions
for $20.000,000 of preferred stock, and the same
amount of common stock at par to float the
scheme. The total capitalization was to be
£65,000,000, d@ivided equally between preferred
and common stock.

Governor Odell is to be renominated. The
logical necessity for his accepting a renomina-
tion was presented to him yesterday plainly by
Senator Platt and State Chairman George WL
Dunn.
