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CROZIER TO BE CONFIRMED.

!FAVORABLE ACTION BY THE SENATE
PREDICTED ON HIGH AUTHORITY.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]
Washington, June 7.—President Roosevelt’'s
| nomination of Captain William Crozier as chiet
of ordnance for a term of four years, with the
rank and pay of brigadier general, will be con-
firmed by the Senate next Friday. This state-
ment is based on the highest authority in the
Senate, and accords exactly with The Tribune’s
prediction ever since the Committee on Mill-
tary Affairs reported adversely on the nomina-
tion. It had been hoped to induce the com-
mittee to reconsider its action after convincing
“ proof was presented that the opposition to Gen-

eral Crozier was based on the false assumption
that he was personally interested in the profits
from certain ordnance patents used by the
army, but since the committee has seen fit not
to do this the Senate leaders have resolved
to do the unusual thing of confirming a nomi-

It has been made so apparent that the real
opposition (o General Crozier proceeds, per-
haps unconsciously to the members of the
Military Affairs Committee, from sources that
hepe to sell the government certain ordnance
stores and supplies he regards as unfit, that the
Senate feels it would be remiss if his appoint-
His rejection would not
only be an affront to the President and Secre-
tary Root, but also would encourage the pro-

moters of ordnance repcrted against by him te
persist in their desperate efforts to make the

| able and expensive patents.

When General
| Crozier was removed by the President from the
Board of Coast Defence and Fortifications,
every reasonable objection to his retention of
the post to which he had been assigned was re-
moved, and the Senate then took a new view
of the whole case.

General Crozier's administration of the Ord-
narce Bureau has been entirely satisfactory to
the army and the administration, and his con-
! firmation will meet with general approval in
Washington. It is believed that, in spite of
their failure to reconsider their adverse report
against him, the majority of the Committee on
Military Affairs will vote to confirm him.

| INSISTED ON SALE; STABBED.

BOWERY CLOTHIERS WOUNDED, ONE FA-
TALLY, BY ITALIAN WHO RE-
FUSED TO BUY.

Jacob Kantrowitz, of 158 East Houston-st,
proprietor of a clothing store at No. 270 Bowery,
was seriously, and Benjamin August, of No. 19
Henry-st., one of his clerks, fatally stabbed
in front of the clothing store last evening by an
Italian, with whom there had been a dispute
| about a sale. Both injured men were taken to
St. Vincent's Hospital, where August died.

Before he
could get away he ran into Detective Schmidt,
of the Oak-st. station, who was returning from
his supper. The detective had a struggle with
the Italian, but brought it to a finish with a
couple of blows with his pocket billy.
