Princeton, N. J., June 7.—Princeton turned the

tables on the Tale baseball team here this after-

noon and defeated them in the second champion-

sh-p game ty the score of Bto 5, lifNre ;2,C00
persons, among them being ex-President Cleve-
land and other well-kncwn men. Tale fought

hard for the coveted victory, which would glvp

her the championship, but lost en the Tigers'

haavier batting and superior team -vork. It was
a gala day for Princeton and her alumni were
back in great numbers to witness the gan>e.

An hour before the game was begun hundreds
of the "(Md Grads" formed inline in the respec-

tive classes, and to the time set by brass bands,

fife and drum corps and bagpipes, marched from

Old North, through the campus and down Wlll-
iam-st., to the field. Classes from '72 to "02
were in line, the representatives of each In
fantastic costume. The class of '77, at the head
of which walked M. Taylor Pyne and Professor
A. T. Ormond, who carried the banner, were

a happy lot in their hats trimmed with orange

and black. The class of '82, with its double
quartet of Scottish pipers, scored a big hit, and
the '94 delegation had a unique feature which
set the crowd wild. One of its members, clad in
a Tiger costume, drove a long bearded class-
