Few people realize that the flavors of pineapple

and strawberry make a delicious blend. One family
recently discovered accidentally a delightful dish.
The cold juice of a bowl of strawberries, which

had been covered thickly with sucrar for several
hours, was turned over shredded pineapple which
had been previously sweetened and chilled on the
ice. Served in a bowl, the mixture of the red syrup
and white pineapple was most attractive.

Frozen strawberries have no rivalin d"l!ciousness
of flavor on a hot day. Cover two boxes of berries
with two cupfuls of granulated sugar. Mash them

and let them stand an hour or two. Dissolve one
pound of granulated sugar in four cupfuls of cold
water. Add the fruit and freeze, but before it is
quite stiff add one pint of cream whipped. Pack In
ice and salt.

Strawberries cannot be cooked by the ordinary

method without losing their color and without

B^^n£Ti?hoa£ famous for the delicious qual-
ity of her preserves, nas found that by cooking

strawberries in the sun for preserves their color
and original flavor are retained. The process some-
times takes several days, but the housewife claims
that she is repaid for all her effort by the result.
Sh~ covers platters with single layers of large, ripe,

solid berries: sprinkles them with granulated sugar.

covers the dishes with sheet glass and Places
them in the sun until the sugar is melted and the
berries are thoroughly cooked. As one pound or
sugar is allowed to one pound of berries, the con-
serves are very rich. To facilitate thift process, she
warms the sugar In the oven before turning Itover
the fruit The plate* are brought into the house

as soon as the sun disappears at night, and are
put out again the next day. Clear, warm weather
is needed for the purpose.

Perfect sterilization of fruit, can and liquid is

the secret of successful canning. The sugar. Itis
said, has no part in the preservative process. The

first step is to get the fruit ready. That bought in
the market must always, of course, be washed.

Put it pound by pound, in a colander, set the col-

ander in a pan of cold water, and rinse it gently
up and down until all sand has been removed.
Then remove the hulls with as little injury to the
berries as possible. ,

The best results can be obtained by cooking only

a pound at a time. a larger quantity is apt to be
bruised and crushed by its own weight. Put a
pound of the fruit into each of two bowls, cover
each with a pound of granulated sugar, and let
them stand an hour or two. or until the sugar

shows signs of melting, but not until the berries
are soft. .

During this period the cans may be made ready.

Be cur>- that there is a new rubber for each can.
Put the jars and lids Into a dishpan of hot water
and rinse them thoroughly. Th<- last thing before
Oiling es^h ran and cover should be scalded, and.
before adjusting, each band should also be scalded.

As soon as the. fruit and sugar are ready, turn

into two saucepans and bring to a boil. Scald a

iar stand it on a wet towel and fillit running over
full. Bun a silver knife around the sides to break
any bubbles that may be there, and fasten down

the EM-ald^d top.
If wisdom Is used, there willbe no delay, because

small quantities of fruit are being handled at one
time. While one process is in progress another
may be going on. After sealing the jars, stand
them in \u25a0 warm part of the kitchen, wrier* the air

\u25a0will not strike them, and leave them over night.

In the morning give the covers a final turn, to be
pure they are absolutely tight, and nut them into a

dark cool closet. It is well to examine the Jars
carpfuily in a week or two. to be sure the fruit Is

all right.

Housekeepers who failed to take advantage of

the surplus of strawberries which surprised the

dealers after the warm wave of two weeks ago

will probably not have another opportunity this

season to buy the fruit by the crate for preserving

and earning at the rate of eight or nine cents a
box. At present the condition of the berries ar-
riving daily from New-Jersey and neighboring

counties is excellent. Better strawberries have
seldom beer. seer. h*re. although some dealers

claim that, with the cool weather and consequent

slow ripening, the fruit is somewhat less sweet

than under reverse conditions. Strawberries yes-

terday *old for from 12% cents to 25 cents a box.

but should the weather be warmer next week these
prices would undoubtedly be lower.

For "putting up" native berries are always to be

preferred, not only because of their cheaper price,

but also because, ripening near the market, their

flavor is not lost by too early picking nor by long
transportation. The fruit should be ripe and firm.

No money can be saved by buying fruit left over
from,the day before which may be Belli cheaper

than the fresh berries. All.on the other hand, may

SATS MRS. BIRD—YOUTHFUL

"PROBLEMS" OF THE

EAST SIDE.

The Question of child labor Is one that surely

needed tc be taken up in some quarters." said Mrs.
Sarah Bird, of the Gospel Settlement. No. 211 Clin-

ton-st.. yesterday to a Tribune reporter. "There
are other evils, however, that are even harder to

deal with and worse In their results.
"Think of the effect on a girlof eleven or twelve-

In being sent out by her father to sell liquor to
whiskey saloons! Such cases are known on the
East Side, where young girls carry satchels filled
\u25a0with Email sample bottles and enter those vile sa-
loons as freely and unconsciously as any man.
Often they must go late in the day. after school.
or in the evening, "which is worse. How can they
help becoming familiarized with vice of every kind ?

"Sometimes It seems almost useless to try to
work for even the children, so bad are their home
Influences. One of our kindergarten tots of six
years has been persistently taken to court by her
mother (who was an habitual drunkard until hr

death a few weeks ago) to work on the magis-

trate's sympathy when she was under arrest. That
woman always gave the child a good drink of

whiskey to make her talk more.' as she freely ad-
mitted.

"After the mother's death one of our workers saw
the chad with 50 cents, and asked her what she
was going to do with it. The child answered: 'My
fader gave me a dollar to pay a woman who had
worked some for us, an" Ikep' 50 cents to buy some
whiskey. I'm goln' to buy a pint to-night, and
drlrkitall myself when Iget alone.'

At this point a little cherub with soft, golden
curls, big. Innocent blue eyes and cheeks like
peaches and cream, came Into Mrs. Bird's room.
He was one of the kindergarten class, and his age
was a trifle over five years. Mrs. Bird greeted

him affectionately and dismissed him in a few mo-
menta.
