STOLE FROM A. D. T. CO.

ARREST OF THE SECRETARY AND
TREASURER—CHARGED WITH
EMBEZZLEMENT.

=

After twenty-five years of service, Charles S.
Shivler, fifty-seven years old, secretary and
treasurer of the American District Telegraph
Company, was yesterday morning arrested on a
charge of swindling the company out of be-
tween $16,000 and $17,000, his thefts extending
over a period of several years. Later in
grand jury returned three indictments
him, charging grand larceny in the
second degree, the specific charges being the
larceny of $40 on October 1, 1901; £75 on Oc-
tober 5, 1901, and $100 on September 7. 1901.

The recent change in the management of the
American District Telegraph Company, which
controls the district messenger service, was
made the occasion for investigation of the
books of the secretary and treasurer. The in-
vestigation led to the discovery of a shortage,
which at first appeared to be small, and Shivler
was retired from his offices on May 1, being suc-
ceeded by J. C. Willever. The investigation was
continued, however,
found to be mounting up into the thousands the
District Attorney was informed. That was on
Thursday night, too late for the grand jury to
take up the case, and Mr. Jerome ordered De-
tective Sergeants Cuff and McNaught, of his
office, to arrest Shivler without a warrant. They
found him at his home, No. 581 Madison-st.,
Brooklyn, early yesterday morning, and, putting
under arrest, took him to the District At-
office. The prisoner was accompanied
by his son. The matter was at once presented
to the grand jury, which, as already noted,
found three indictments against Shivler.

F. R. Stark, of the office of George H. Fearons,
general attorney for the American District Tele-
graph Company, said that Shivler had made a
confession on Thursday in the office of the com-
pany. Shivler's salary was $£3,000 a year. He
had charge of all moneys received by the mes-
senger service department, checks and cash in-
