SHOW IMPROVED FORM.

evening, went out early this morning and swung
down again over the same course, in s=pite of a
heavy sea and cross winds. It was not an at-
tempt at another time row. but was more to'

teal the endurance of the big boat under tcor

conditions.
That Harvard went out was received at Yale's

quarters with incredulity, and the launch, with
a party of coaches and crew men aboard, went

down the river to see about it. Harvard was-
coming up at the time, and the Yale men saw
from their launch a half-mile spin against time-

It was well done, an.i was a great surprise to

the Broad View party, IIbetas generally ad-
mitted that the form shown was excellent. t>e-

aides the fact that It must be an unusually paw

erful eight that could stand two such rows con-

secutively.
