EXPLOSIVES IN MANHATTAN.

The decision of the Court of Appeals that the |
subway contractors have had no legal right to |

keep up such nuisances and offences to public
and private rights as they have maintained in
Union Square must be accepted as a ruling
muech importance in all similar cases. Forty-
second-st. is in such a condition that the people
of New-York would be amply justified in apply-
ing to the courts for relief.
Broadway the men who are managing opera-
tions have been outrageously neglectful of the
convenience of the community and defiant of
thelr obligations toward the owners of property
and to the general public. The Park-ave. exX-
plosion and the undermining of the houses on the
east side of that thoroughfare were impressive
examples of the lengths to which contractors
will often go when not kept in check by inspect-
ors determined to safeguard the public welfare.

Long Acre Square and its neighborhood are
now storm centres of the worst kind. Many
of the blasts in that part of the city are intol-
erably violent. The city officials whose duty it
is to supervise the use of explosives appear e
be apathetic. Local residents may be obliged
to appeal to the courts for protection. The
blasting is almost voleanie in its violence, and
reckless contractors should be held sharply to
account.

THE SABBATH IN SCOTLAND.

Scotland is the home of Presbyterianism, and
we usually think of that country as one
where the most rigid tenets of the faith are
maintained in all thelr ancient strictness. But
it seems that public opinion in Preshyterian
Scotland has felt the liberalizing tendencies of
the time to a considerably greater extent than
some of the foremost representatives of the
Presbyterian Church in this country. This is
especially true in the matter of Sunday ob-
servance, to the ancient rules of which the
Scots have been traditionally supposed to be in-
flexibly devoted. But they have got further
away from these rules, and are more in syn-
pathy with the needs of the present day than
some of their brethren on this side of the water.
Edinburgh. for instance, has met the question
of running its tramways on Sunday In the only

possible way, by running them on that day.

“The Scotsman,” of Edinburgh, is undoubtediy
the most influential and thoroughly representa-
tive newspaper of North Britain. It published
an editorial article the other day respecting a
meeting of the Sabbath Alliance of Scotland fn
that eity, in which it asserts that thelir lamen-
tations over *“the sorrowful declensions of a
once Sabbatarian land” In no way represent
Scotland or even any cousiderable section of
Seottish opinion. The sense of the conntry finds
no expression in thelr reports and speeches,
They are, it says a collection of well meaning
Mrs. Partingtons, vainly and somewhat foolish-
ly striving to arrest and turn backward the tide

The special subject of their lamentations was
the running of Sunday cars, as being against
God's order. “The Scotsman™ and the enlight-
ened Scottlsh opinion that it represents are not
at all advoeates of what is generally termed
the “Continental Sunday.”
gulet and orderly use of the day as one of wor-
ship and of rest, as do the vast majority of
Americans who do pot adhere to a wistaken
conception of it quite out of harmony with the
conditlons and necessities of the world to-day.
Worship and rest do not imply that the day
must be entirely given up to churchgoing and
to sitting at home. The great mass of the peeple,
as well as the more fortunate few, must have
moere than this, and they get it. “The Scots-
man” reminds the Sabbath Alllance that there
{< a higher authority than their spokesman for
the statement that the Sablhath was made for
man and not man for the Sabbath, and is aware
of no divine law by which Sunday cars are pro-
hibited and Sunday cabs and private carriages
allowed. “Man" in Scotland, it seems, as else-
where, means not the few who can keep or
hire their carriages, but the many who are glad
to get their artificlal means of locomnotion as
cheaply as possible. If it is lawful that a do-
mestic servant should sacrifice the whole or a
part of bis Sunday rest for the convenience of
one man or cne family, is it not equally lawful
that a few scores of servants of the tramway
company should saerifice their Sunday for the
benefit of thousands? They do not make their
sacrifice without compensation, as “The Scots-
man” points out: the running of Sunday cars
has meant an increase of thelr wages,

Such are the reasons advanced by the chiet
organ of the best Scottish opinion and repre-
sentative of the home of orthedox Presbyterian-
fsm. They are not strange by any means to the
ears of Americans. Would it not he well for
the American sticklers for the archaic observe
ance of the Sabbath that allows no liberty to
the individual to consider them? Are they not
clinging to an idea that is as antiquated and as
{il adapted to the needs of the twentleth cen-
tury as the creed that the Presbyterian Church
bas just meodified; an idea that has been cast
aside by their orthodox brethren of Secotland
for a more reasonable and more humane con-
