FIRST DEGREE OF DOCTOR OF JURIE-
PRUDENCE CONFERRED IN

Philadelphia, June 17.—For the first time in
the United States the honorary degree of doctor
of jurisprudence was conferred to-day. It was
at the Augustinian Ccll>ge of St. Thomas
of Villanova, and the recipient was ex-President
Cleveland, who already has the degree of LL. D.
from Princeton University. The ceremony of
conferring the degree upon Mr. Cleveland was a
part of the commencement exercises of the col-
lJege, and followed the dedication of a new
monastery, college and chapel.

During his rectorship the number of communicants
increzsed from four hundred to one thousand, while
the annual amounts of the offerings averaged
$40,000.

The institution was then
languishing for lack of funds, the remuneration of
the professors was inadequate, the buildings were
unsanitary and insufficient.

BLOOD POISONING FOLLOWED OPERATION

BY A CHIROPODIST.

As the result of blecod poisoning, caused by the
ng of some calloused flesh from one of his feet,
Dunn, one of the veterans of the
e force, died vesterday at his home,
Arlington-ave., 3rookiyn. For several
moenths Captain Dunn had been in command of the
East New-York station, but had been unable to do
much actlve dutv. He was born in 1838, and moved
to Brocklyn from Wisconsin when a boy. After
several years spent as a hotel proprietor he became
a member of the police force in 1868. Four yvears
later he was made a sergeant, While {n command
of the old Sub-Ninth Precinct station, at Broadway
and Greene-ave., he captured the notorious Porter-
Irving gang of burglars, including *‘Billy" Porter,
*Johnny'* Irving, Giibert Yost and *‘Shang' Draper.
The men were all arrested at the same time, on
July 11, 1875, In a house in Jefferson-ave., near

Patchen-ave. For this plece of work Dunn was
msude a captain.

TEMPEST IN A TEAPOT.

SEXTIMENT IN SALVADOR RORDERS ON
DECLARATION OF WAR AGAINST
UNITED STATES.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

New-Orleans, June 17.—The latest from
the republic of Salvador, via Guatemala, indi-
cates a state of frenzy, bordering on a declara-
tion of war with the United States. The fury
was aroused by the recent decision of the
Washington Court of Arbitration in the Burrell
case. The President of the little republic and
most of the members of the National Assembly
have signed a pronunciamento to the people,
declaring that the decision of the court was
a scandal and a crime, that the judges
bribed, that the Salvadorean representatives
were treated in a scandalous fashion and that
Dr. Zaldivar, one of the Salvadorean represent-
atives, was recreant to his trust, and is now
in Europe to escape the results of his actions.
The Assembly passed with wild enthusiasm an
act making it punishable with the greatest se-

for any son of Salvador to assist any
ner in bringing claims agalnst
pubiic when such claims are notoriousiy un-
Just. only regret of the Assembly was
that they could not make the law retroactive
to cover the case of Dr. Zaldivar. At the close
of the session Deputy Vasquez, who was the
leader in the anti-American movement, was car-
ried to his residence the shoulders of the
populace and cheered along the route the
multitude.
