THE SHIPPING COMBINATION—IfJ. Pierpont

Morgan had not been unexpectedly absent In the
Mediterranean, this week would have been marked
by important developments In the final stages of

the Atlantic shipping combination. All the heads
of the companies. Including Bernard N. Baker,

president of the Atlantic Transport Line, who is

now here, expected Mr. Morgan to be in London
Friday, but he was unable to come, and so the
proposed meeting was postponed. The Associated
Press is informed that everything is proceeding
satisfactorily and It is likelythat sweeping changes

and economies in working expenses will soon be
putin operation. On this subject Mr.Baker said:

We are contemplating various steps which will
be greatly to tne public's convenience and econ-
omy. Before long the benefits of the combination
will become patent to every individual crossing the
Atlantic As to the rival all-British combine. I
can only say that we welcome it. The Atlantic is
big enough "for us all. If they think they can do
better by combining they would be foolish it they

did not. xi they intend to depend on Increased
government subsidies rather than on diminution of
expenses and improvement of the service, IttiuiK

they are mistaken. But Isuppose they know what
they are about. We are not worrying. Prior to tne
formation of our combine we had the opportunity
of acquiring several more lines than were event-
ually included, and some of those which were not
acquired ire now prominently mentioned as factors
in the rumored rival combine. However when the
latter materializes into something more than mere
suggestions, it willbe time enough to discuss it

One of the motives attributed by a section or the

English press as constituting the necessity tor an
all-British trust, namely, the likelihood of the Mor-
gan organization putting all its vessels under the
American flag, is perfectly absurd. We would not

do it if we could, and we cannot. There seems to

have been quite a little hysteria over here on the
subject of our combine, though Iam glad to find

it is not shared by the leading or thinking people.

and they are almost impassable at night, owing to

the crowds of visitors, with which store clerks,

costermongers and London's floating population
generally mingle nightly as they wander through

the streets, gazing: at the decorations, which are
now taking on a finished aspect.

MANY AMERICAN DECORATIONS.
Such illuminations, festoons and beflagglng as

will mark coronation day. on Thursday next, have

never before been seer in London. Scarcely a
house along the principal parts of the route of the
procession has not erected an electric or gas de-
vice, while a profusion of gay cloths and flags, in-
terspersed with mottoes and representations of

th* royal arms, already hide most of the outer

walls. Some of the streets are already roped with
dazzling festoons of fairy lamps, and even the

abused stands, which for weeks have made London
so hideous with their bare boards, are now rapid-

ly being draped in rich purple or other suitable

colors. The United States Embassy has joined In
the general decoration, and is erecting an illumina-

tion surmounted by a crown. Asimilar device tops

the Morgans' City office. Through London Ameri-
can firms and individuals are not a whit behind The

British in decorating their premises. Countless
Stars and Stripes will fly out of windows on
Thursday and Friday as a welcome to the new
crowned King. In fact, some of the most elaborate
displays of the metropolis will be by American
firms d'->ir.£ business here.

The rumors of a

Nihilist conspiracy in Russia are as vague as

the Constantinople gossip about the revival of

the Sultan's system of terrorism.

BUDGET POSTPONED— OF ANT-

Notwithstanding the vigorous protests of

General de Galliffet, the Holland bill for re-
ducing military service in France from three to

two years, now under discussion in the Senate,

seems almost certain to become a law, but sad-

dled with bounties to secure voluntary re-en-
listments at the expiration of the term of ser-

vice: that is to say. the two years" system as

it now prevail^ in Germany, with special in-

ducements to retain the old soldiers in the

artillery and cavalry, willbe adopted in France

and entail additional expenses in the French

military budget.

M. Rouvier. Minister of Finance, has met

with such extraordinary obstacles in preparing

the government estimates for 1903 that he has

been obliged to postpone presenting and sub-

mitting the Budget to the Deputies until Octo-

ber, so the disastrous expedients of voting tem-

porary supplies will have to be continued.
Meanwhile meetings of taxpayers are held in
Paris, Lyons. Bordeaux and all over the coun-

try, protesting against a further increase in

fiscal burdens, and Jules Roche and a group of

fifty Deputies have bad the courage to begin

financial reform by introducing a bill calling

upon the Deputies to renounce the Initiative
in proposing additions or increases of expend-

itures In the Budget, a privilege that Jules
Roche reminds the French Chamber was vol-

untarily renounced by the British House of

Commons long ago. Jules Roche and the Min-

ister of Finance think that public opinion is

now so alarmed about the enormous and rapidly

increasing deficits in the national budgets that

the Deputies willbe compelled to abandon their

initiative in proposing the expenditure which

is the main source of the present almost des-

perate financial situation and vote the Roche

bill, which Is regarded as the first really serious

measure of economy proposed in the legislature

of the Third Republic.

Baron Hulot. secretary of the French Geo-

graphical Society; Professor Ma.
