POl-R ITALIANS STABBED OR SHOT nECAUSE TWO

UOVKO Tin: SAME GIRL

An Italian c!r! of sixteen was pretty enough to

excite the love of two of her countrymen -.-. "Little
Italy"and to cause them to liKht for her last night.

Before the fracas ended three Italians were in the
hospital, a woman was Injured and six persons
were under arrest. Police reserves suppressed the
disorder.

The attractive girl was Marie Balzerini. The

rivals for her affection were Baverino Carraro,
thirty-three years, old, of No. 32S East One-hun-
dred-and-ninth-st.. and Porenzo Paras, twenty-
eight years old, of the same address. Th.- men
met last night mar their home. Hundreds of
women and children were in the streets at the
time. They heard angry words, but paid little at-

tention to them. Soon the women shrieked as they
saw Paras bleeding on the sidewalk from half a
dozen »ounc.-. after the wounded Italian had
pulled a revolver from his hip pocket and fired five
shots at a retreating figure Two Italians In the
crowd fell just before Paras himself toppled un-
conscious to the sidewalk. He had shot Salverlr.oSerpato, twenty-eight years old. an Italian barber,
and Antonio Venplnglio. fifteen years old, of No. 334
East One-hundred-and-ninth-st.

Policemen Moor© and Diaian called an ambu-
lance and then telephoned to Polios Headquarters
and to the East One-hundred-and-fourth-st. station
for reserves. The latter dispersed the crowd.

CAME HERE FROM SAXONY AS A WOMAN;

TO BE DEPORTED AS A MAN.

"Otillie" Castnaugle, who came to this country

four days ago In the hope of getting employ-

j ment as a woman servant, is a man. and now

! awaits deportation at Ellis Island. The books
! of the Immigration Bureau at this port show

j that ••otilli-•" was recorded on arriving her* as

a single woman. "Otillie" will be sent home as

a man: Dot because he was found to be one. but

because he was likely to become a publiccharge.

He came dressed in the plain garb of a woman

!peasant: he will go back in a suit of men's
iclothes made in this city and furnished free by

the government. He had long tresses of blond

jhair arranged as neatly as if done by woman's
;bands when he was taken from the steamship

; to Kllis Island for examination; he now has

| short locks, for the beautiful tresses were cut

off by government employes to prevent further

deception.

But "Otillie- says he did no; knowingly de-

ceive. His parents had always dressed him

as a girl and treated him as a daugh-

ter. In his teens he was taught to do
housekeeping, and later found work as a

woman servant in Saxony, near where he was

born. While washing dishes and scrubbing floors

in his native place, a woman employed in the
same household left Saxony for Philadelphia.

She secured a good place, and "Otillie" decided
to follow her to the Quaker City, to be cook or

maid of all work in the house in which his com-

panion works. But the officials made this im-

possible.
"Otillie" is twenty-five years old, has rosy

cheeks, smooth face and is short and stout. His

voice is strong and husky. His education has

evidently been sorely neglected, and his mind is
sluggish. He looks as ifhe could do three days'

washing in one day. He says he made an ideal

servant in Saxony, and he might have helped to

solve the servant question here.

The officials on Ellis Island know nothing of

his history except what they learned by talking

with him. from his baptismal papers and from

the passport which was given to him before he

left Saxony to come to this country. The papers

prove that he was baptized as a girl.

'•Otillie" says his parents paid little attention
to him when he was a child. His home was in the

mountainous section of Saxony, and in his na-

tive town the women did more work than the

men. His childhood companions were girls, and
most of his friends later in life were of the gen-

tler sex. His resemblance to Mme. Recalmer is

not striking, but he says that while be was a
'•\u25a0=l;n of a girl"he had admirers who took him to
parties and dances in the winter time and to
picnics in the summer days.
