Brooklyn and second in

the Suburban, while Heno had repeatedly demon-

strated his ability to show to advantage among

horses of the best thoroughbred type. That not

one of these three should have been able to finish

in the money is a circumstance so unexpected and

so difficult to comprehend that it deserves a little

consideration.
The disasters that have attended Eastern horses

In the Derby Indicate strongly that if an Eastern

horse is to do well in the West he. must be ac-

climated. Heno was in Cuicago nearly a fortnight

before the Derby '-.as run. but Pentecost and Ar-

senal were there only about forty-eight hours.
Every possible precaution was taken to insure a

safe and comfortable* Journey for all three, and.

so far as appeared, none of the three sustained
any injury. Yet not one of them was placed by

the finish Judges. It is more than likely that if

any Eastern owner attempts in future to win the.

American Derby he will send his horse to Chicago

at least one month before the race is run. to give

him every chance to become acclimated and ac-
customed to the track on which he is to run and

the climate in which he :s to race. ItIs rather
surprising, as it stands, that such a good horse-

man as John E. Madden shoula have delayed, so

long after the Suburban, the shipping of Pente-

cost. But it is probable that he thought the colt

would not become acclimated much better in a

week than in two days; and if one may JUdge

from Heno's case, he was in all probability cor-
rect In this surmise.
