NO DEGREE FOR VANDERBILT.

WILL NOT BE GRADUATED FROM YALE TO-
DAY-COMMENCEMENT MEETINGS.

{BY TELEGRAFH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

New-Haven, June 24.—It was learned to-day on
the best of authority that Reginald C. Vanderbilt
of New-York will not receive his diploma at to-
morrow’s commencement at Yale. No offleial in-
formation, however, will be given out until the list
of graduates is published to-morrow. It is learned
from a friend of Mr. Vanderbiit that his only fail-
ure was to pass the senior course in law, and that
he will, probably, with the other men who did not
pass, make his work up in the summer and receive
his diploma next fall. Mr. Vanderbilt was here to-
day and will stay over commencement to-morrow.

At the commencement meating of the Yale Cor-
poration to-day, a gift of $.,000 from members of
the class of 'ST to establish a scholarship for two
juniors memory of John Bennetto, was ac-
cepted.

BALL.

PATRICK MALONE THINKS BOYS SHOULD
BE ALLOWED TO PLAY IN
PROSPECT PARK.

Considerable surprise was expressed vester-
day when it was announced that a resolution
tiad been offered in the Board of Aldermen, and
passed by that body, permitting baseball play-
ing on the parade grounds, Prospect Park,
Brooklyn, on Sunday. Alderman Malone offered
the resolution. After it was adopted the board
adjourned.

The parade grounds in Brooklyn are used by
hundreds of amateur teams on week days, and
the place is thronged with baseball teams and
cricketers, especially on Saturdays and holi-
days. No playing on Sarday has ever been per-
mitted.

It is likely that there wiil be considerable op-
position to the scheme. Those who faver Sun-
day playing say that if the parade grounds are
thrown open to amateur teams on Sunday it
will be the means of keeping many young men
and boys off street corners. Property owners
in the neizhborhood of the grounds will undoubt-
edly oppose the playing of baseball games on
Sunday.

Alderman Patrick H. Malone, who introduced
the resolution, represents the VIIth Aldermanie
Tistrict, in Brooklyn. When seen at his home,
No. 208 Twenty-sixth-st., by a Tribune reporter
last night, he explained his reasons for intro-
ducing the resolution as follows:

“You see, we have a lot of boys down here in
this district, and I believe they should be al-
lowed to have some innocent amusement on
Sunday. Where would be a better place for
them to have it than in a public park? Grown
up and wealthy people play their golf and have
other games on Sunday, and the boys should
have the same privilege. Most of these boys are
tied up in stores and shops during the week
and need some healthy and innocent outdoor
recreation on Sunday. It is a good deal better
that they should be playing ball in the park
than that they should be loafing around ©n
the street corners and consorting with bad
men.

“Therefore, 1 considered it my duty to put
through this resolution. There hasn't been any
Sunday ball playing in Prospect Park for thirty
years. Some time ago there was an attempt
made to get permission for it, but the resolution
was opposed by some church people. I am
somewhat of a Sabbatarian myself, but [ be-
lieve the Sabbath can be kept better by allowing
the boys innocent amusement than by having
them seek pleasure in bad ways. I like to see
the boys have legitimate enjoyvment.”
