"When the grand jury of Kings County yesterday
toought in a presentment that numerous instances
had been found where the law was openly violated
at Coney Island, Judge Crane said that, while the
presentment was important in creating public
opinion against certain conditions, it did not have
the weight that an indictment would, and from
the fact that no indictment had been handed in he
took it that the grand jury did not warrant the
condition of Coney island to make necessary such
action.

The grand fury found the island considerably

improved, but not sufficiently so to warrant a re-
laxation of constant supervision, and a continued
watchfulness by the authorities and all organiza-
tions interested" in the enforcement of law. They
recommended that the woman's jail.In Raymond-
st., be torn down, an! a modern building to take
its place erected without delay.'

XEARLY WRECKED A TRAIX.

WILL, HAVE AX OUTPUT OF ABOUT FOUR THOU-

SAND MOVEMENTS A DAY.

IBT TELEGRAPH TO THE XBIBCn.I
Elgin, 111., June 27.— At a meetir.K of the directors

of the ElginNational Watch Factory held here to-

day, it was decided to increase the capacity of the
concern from the present output of twenty-two hun-

dred movements a day to approximately four thou-
sand. The force of employes will be increased by fif-
teen hundred, making the total number in the neigh-

borhood of four thousand. This willmake the insti-
tution the largest watch factory In the world. To
accommodate the additional force and machinery,

buildings and additions to the present plant have
been planned, to cost J250.000. The alterations and
new structures willbe ready for use by the nrst 01
next year. The increased output of watches Is
made necessary by the demands of the foreign
trade which will be pushed, po President Hurl-
burd says, In all parts of the world. Last year, of
the six' hundred and sixty thousand movements
made by the Elgin company. 10 per cent were Fold
abroad." With the improvements, the entire pro-
duct of the concern willbe about a million and a
auarter movements annually. Many new automatic

machines have been installed in the last year, and
more will bo placed in the enlarged plant.

HOW THE YALE AND HARVARD FRESHMAN*

CREWS FINISHED EVEN.

tBT TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBCVE-]

New-London. Conn.. June 27.—The actual condi-

tions at the finish of the Yale-Harvard freshman

race on Thursday could probably be told by only

three men of all those who saw it. These men are
W. M. Welch, the judge for the Harvard crew;

Hush Auchinclops. the judge for the Yale crew,

and E. S. Xeiian. the referee, of this city, the trio

who passed upon the finish from the Judges' boat,

the Aquilo. Statements have been sent out to
various newspapers who had correspondents here
to the effect that while the race was called a dead
heat, it was only after a heated argument of half
an hour that this decision was arrived at. The

statement has also been made that the Harvard
boat was three feet lead on the finish line. As a
matter of fact, there was no discussion of the
character Implied. The facts of the matter are as
follows:

As the boats neared the line it was apparent that
,i- fir::«=h would be a close one. and the judges and
referee placed themselves in position to look across
the line with mathematical accuracy. As the
boats drew close to the line Harvard was perhaps
naif \u25a0 boat lensth in the rear of Yale, but a mag-

nificent spurt in the last moments of the race cut
down this lead, and twenty feet from the finish
the boats were on even terms. Ten feet from the
line Harvard had passed Yale, and was perhaps
two f«.et in the van. bat the Yale crew took the
