THE NATIONAL ACADEMY OF DESIGN ABOL-

ISHES FEES FOR TUITION.

The National Academy of Design baa decided to

abolish all fees for tuition in the Masses ofi*
schools at One-hundred-and-ninth-st. an^Amster-
dam-ave. When the schools open on °ctooer*

next no tuition fees whatever will be reouh^d
for admission to the antique, life, painting. still

life illustration and composition classes. Admis-

sion to the schools may be obtained through the

examinations held on September 29 and January

X next. Regarding this new policy. Frederick
Diehnan, president of the National Academy of

Design, said yesterday to a Tribune reporter:

The extension of the free school system to cover
all the classes of the academy wiU prove, it a
hoped, a benefit to the students, as nell as «> «£Institution. As to the students, much of our^rj
best material is drawn, not trom the leisure <l^ses
but from the ranks of those who are 'orcedhto
eirn a living from their early youth. To thtst.

uaturallv the remission of all tuition fees is a

boon Among our students there are some who
work at trades in the early morning before com-
ing to study in the day classes: others-andamorn,

these are th.- ablest— who work hard and weU in
the night life Classes until 10 o'clock, after having

•put in a good .lay's work; and three hours ot

steady work from the model under the electric
light, is enough to tax severely the strength of a
man coming fresh to his task.

To the institution the abolition of all tuition fees
must prove a gain. The efficiency and standing

of any educational institution must suffer when
financial considerations necessarily affect its man-
agement adversely to Its highest Interests. As the
academy does not anil can not conduct its schools
for the purpose of getting a revenue, it does not

make efforts to attract a large number of sui-

dents Irrespective of their ability or natural tal-
ent. on the contrary, our aim is to maintain a
high school for professional artist.-*, and rather
to discourage amateurs and dilettantelsm. An ad-
ditional endowment of 550.000 would make us in-

dependent of t.n:.nclal considerations, and enable
us to carry on the academy schools on a rational
basis and with the greatest efficiency.

Irving R. Wiles, chairman of the school com-
mittee of the National Academy of Design, said

there had been a general feeling among th* aon-
demicians thai it would be greatly to the advan-
tage of pupils to abolish tuition fees, and all al^ng

there had been a disposition to make the fees is

low as possible, and at the same time pay run-
ning expenses. Itwas desired to help art students

as much as possible, and let them have the same
advantages -it the academy as before, at almost
no expense.

The first steamer
of this new service, the Norman Prince, sailed on
June It.

The carrying business between this port ana

Souti Africa up to the present time has been In
the hands of three lines— the Han.«a, the Union-

Clan and the American and African. These lines

have a rate agreement, and in consequence have>

been styled the "combination." In order to meet

the new competition the "combination" has offered
to give at the end of six months to those shippers

who have shipped a.! their goods by its lines a.
rebate of 10 per cent on their freight bills. Th«
new lines say that they are not quoting rates. Taut

if any one has cargo to offer they will make a
bid for it. It is easy for the new lines to underbid
the combined line?, as the rates of the latter are
known. This condition of affairs has added an In-
teresting element to the rapidly increasing trade
with South Africa.

"There \u25a0 room for all." said Mr. Seager, of th*
John C. Seager Company, agents for the Prince
Line, yesterday. "The combination does not own
all of South Africa. We think there will be trad«
enougß. for all the lines. We have gone into this
because we think so. We are not playing marble*
for fun. If the business grows we shall build
larger vessels for the service."

Some idea of the business being done with South
Africa may be imagined from the statement that
the •"combination" hi sendinj; out six ships a
month. Last Tuesday the York Castle sailed for
Algoa Bay and Port Natal with about seven thou-
sand tons on board. On Sunday two more vessel?,

the Neuenfels. of the Hansa Line, and the Hill-
tarn, will sail for East London and Port Natal.
respectively, with cargoes of the same size.

Shippers declare that South African trade has
already shown the effect of the cessation of war.
"While no mails have been received since peace
was declared, there have been many orders sent
by cable dispatch. Building materials, such as
lumber, doors, window sashes, etc.. agricultural
machinery, miningmachinery and grain are taking
the place of canned goods. One steamer within
the last few days took ten carloads of ploughs.
Other lots of ploughs are to be shipped In a short
time. Owing to the inefficient means of transpor-
tation, the movement of goods from the ports of
South and East Africa into the interior is some-
what clogged
