JOCKEY STEWARDS MAKE NEW RULES FOR

ASSOCIATION'S.

A meeting of the stewards of the Jockey Club
was held at the racecourse at Shcepshead yester-
day, after the third race. The stewards present

were August Belmont. J. H. Bradford. F. R.
Hitchcock. J. C. Follansbee. H. K. Knapp and
Andrew Miller. The following: list of officials ap-

pointed for the Brighton Beach Racing Associa-
tion meeting: was approved: Starter, C. J. Fitz-
gerald; judges. Clarence McDowell and C. H.
Pettenglll; clerk of the scales. Christopher Cor-
nehlsen: paddock and patrol judge. J. L. Hall;
timer, W. H. Barretto; starting judge, H. U Ho-
man. The stewards appointed W. S. Vosburgh
steward to represent the Jockey Club at the meet-
ing. The officials appointed for the Rhode Island
Jockey Club meeting were approved as follows:
Judge. A. S. Post; starter, F. M. Ware; clerk of
the scales, C. T. Rowe. Beimont Purdy was ap-
pointed steward to represent the Jockey Club at
the meeting. The following resolution was adopt-

ed: "Resolved. That after August 2, 1902, all asso-
ciations holding a race meeting within fifty miles
of New-York, having racing between the first Sat-
urday of May and the Fourth of July, inclusive,

and from August 1 to the last Saturday of Octo-
ber, inclusive, shall be required to .'.dd to each
overnight event an average of $1,000, with a mini-
mum of $800. and to slakes a minimum of $1,500.

CONKI.IN OUTCLASSES CLEVER YOUNG

REINHART.

A very old and always popular topic is that
which discusses the question whether there Is any
definite relationship to he discovered and formu-
lated betwixt the si7e and shape of the head and
the Individual Intelligence. While some great men
have certainly had bi»r heads, others have not sur-
passed the average, while,contrariwise, many large
headed Individuals are by no means brilliant in-tellectually, but often rather the reverse. Ihave
never ceased tc wcnder why the question of brain
weight or size should be considered at all In the
matter. The vast bulk of a brain is composed of
white matter— that is. of nerve fibres

—
which has

nothing whatever to do with real brain work, and
which only carries messages. Again. if research
is to be trusted. it Is only the brain cells of a very
limited (probably the frontal) region which have
to do with the highest mental operations. When
therefore, we talk about the size of head and brain,
and the weight of the brain, we should clearly
understand that only an Infinitesimal fraction of
the three pounds' weight or so of an ordinary brain
can be reckoned as representing brain cells, that
are the agents of our nervous governance. Prac-tically, the brain cells (of the cerebrum or great
brain at least) bear no larger proportion to the
brain's mast than the rind of a Dutch cheese does
to the eatable portion.

Professor Karl Pearson, the distinguished statis-tician, whose attempts to test biological problems
by mathematical means are familiar to all scien-
tists, lately published the results of an Investiga-
tion made into the question of the relation between
size of head and Intellejtual preponderance Hispaper was read before the Royal Society. If theworking man has a smaller head on the average
than the professional man. Professor Pearsonpoints out that the difference is due to better nutri-
tion. But apart from such a wide comparison, he
arrived at stricter conclusions by the Investiga-
tions of measurements made on Cambridge under-graduates whose careers were known. The re-sults are given as showing that there lino markedcorrelation between ability as judged by entry foran honors examination and the size or the shape
of the head. When schools were selected fortesting the question, essentially similar resultswere obtained. A third series of researches of
wider extent resulted In the conclusion that very
brilliant men may have a head slightly larger thanme average, but Professor Pearson adds that the
Increase is so small that It cannot form any ele-ment in our Judgment of ability.

BULK AXD QUALITY OF BRAINS.
From The London Chronicle.

After the finish of to-day's race the owners of
the Mimosa entered a protest against the prize
being awarded to the Uncle Sam. on the ground

that that yacht started from the wrong side
of the buoy, and a snapshot photograph was
submitted to the committee in proof of the as-
sertion. This photograph showed what pur-
ported to be the Uncle Sam starting outside the
buoy. J. Hopkina Smith, jr., of Harvard, '02,

commodore of the Harvard Yacht Club, and G.
Barclay Rives, third secretary of the United
State Embassy at Berlin, who sailed the Uncle
Sam, were positive they cropped the line on the
proper side of the buoy, and their statements
were accepted. Latpr it was shown also that the
photograph submitted to the committee was a
picture of the John Bull, an English contestant
in the race. When this was brought out the
owners of the Mimosa apreed that they were
in error in making the protest.

The Uncle Sam, owned by F. B. Riggs, of

New- York, to-day won her second race at the

regatta here and the Kaiser's gold cup. beating:

the Mimosa, of the Hamburg Club, by eleven
seconds, and the Hansa. of Lubeck. by three

minutes and thirty-five seconds. There were

seventeen starters, and the course was the same

as that over which the Uncle Sam sailed a win-
ning race last Thursday. The finish of the con-

test was a long- luffingmatch. The Mimosa led
by two lengths until within fifty metres of the

finish line, when she luffed under the lee of

a hill and lost the breeze, while the Uncle Sam
squared away, and crossed the line eleven sec-
onds in front of the Mimosa.

The conditions of the contest for the Kaiser's
gold cup were not, as has before been stated,

three out of four races, but two out of thr»e, the

fourth race of the series being for a consola-
tion prize.

His majesty called on Mrs. Ogden Goelet on
the Nahma on Thursday.

THE AMERICAN YACHT UNCLE SAM

WINS KAISER'S CUP.

Kiel, Germany. June 28—Emperor William

has made the Kiel regatta the most brilliant
yachting event In Europe this year. The Eng-

lish yachtsmen agree that itsurpasses the Cowes
meetings which have occurred during the two
years of the South African War. Under his
majesty's personal stimulus one hundred racing

craft were brought together, a quarter of them

being French. British, Swedish. Danish and

American vessels. Most of them are small
raters, but ten or twelve are large vessels, and
represent some of the best work of British and

American builders. Emperor William's judicious

distribution of the invitations made the affair
distinctly international. About twenty beautiful
gold and silver cups, the prizes in this regatta,

are set out on a table at the Yacht Club. Nine

of them are gifts of his majesty, the Empress

and Prince Henry of Prussia. The American
participation has been a disappointment, because

Prince Henry personally Invited several mem-

bers of the New-York Yacht Club. But months

before that Intimations of Emperor William's

desires were conveyed to yachtsmen in the
United States.
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
