DESERTIONS FROM STRIKERS.

The committee from Ohio accompanied Mitch-
ell, going with him as far as Buffalo. He
Jbought a ticket straight through to Chicago.
Refore his departure he spent some time, both
last night and this morning. in conference with
@district officials, discussing the several im-
Jportant matters that they are to attend to in his
absence. Chief of these is to prevent any fur-
ther desertions from the ranks of the strikers.
"Iagily the nunber of men who apply for work
to the companies inereases, and the whole out-
Jook for the miners is gloomy. One man, in ad-
mitting that the prospect was not brizht, said:

It i= just at this point that the fight really be-
gins. New we will fight, and every labor organ-
j=ation in the country will aid us. Plans are
‘under way to have $30.000 a day raised for the
=trikers. and this will keep them, while from all
parts of the country come offers of aid, and in
many places other labor organizations are try-
ing to get work for our men. In a short time
‘half the strikers will be out of the region. and
we wiil have no difficulty in providing for the
remzainder

The desertions, however, greatly worry the
district officers, and they will do what they can
to prevent them. Men who have gone back to
work will be induced, if possible, to rejoin the
strikers; mass meetings are to be held and com-
mittees appointed.

Another source of worriment to the strikers is
the operaiion of the several washeries, which
are producing about six thousand tons a day,
despite the efforts of the strikers to get the
warkers to join them. Most of these workers
are housed at the washeries and it is impossible
to get at them. The teamsters do not respond
readily io the requests of the strikers to stop
hauling non-union coal, and the situation has
not been improved from a striker's standpoint
in the week the fight has been on. The end of
the week finds three more washeries going.

THREW DYNAMITE BOMB.
. Coniinual attacks irritate the coal companies
and threaten the lives of the guards.

CONDITIONS IN SOFT COAL REGION.
Roanoke, Va.. June 28.—The beginning of the
fourth week of the coal miners’ strike in the

Pocahontas and Flat Top fields of Virginia and
West Virginia finds conditions greatly improved
over what they were a week ago. The output of
coal yesterday was double that on the same day
last week. This is a half-holiday with the miners,
and some anxiety was felt over the possible effect
the day and a half rest out of the mines would
have on some of the men. It will be the first op-
portunity the strike agitators have had to get
at the men since Judge Keller's injunction re-
straining them from interference was issued, in
the early part of the week. The railway officials
express themselves as being fully satisfi with the
present condition of affairs. and think the outlook
is brighter now than 'i. has been at any time
since the strike was declared. Every mine was
again operating this morning, and no trouble has
been reported so far, and nothing serious is an-
ticipated between now and Monday.

CAR CLEANERS STRIKE OVER.

Chicago, June 28-—The strike of three hundred
and fifty car cleaners, emploved by the Pullman
company, which began on June 18, was declared
off last night. A number of the men had already
returned to work, and were said to be receiving
more money than they did prior to the strike.
Representatives of the company, it is =aid, have
informed ‘members of the union that any of the
former employves who applied would have work,
but there would be no recognition of a body of
men.

TEST OF A NEW EXPLOSIVE.

Cleveland, June 28, -In a lonely locallty a fow
miles east of this city. to-dayv, a test was made of
a new explosive known as Hathamite, the inven

tion of Professor H. M. Hathaway, of Wellsboro,
Penn. The safety features were demonstrated by
pounding the explosive upon an anvil until the
sparks flew, throwing it upon burning fire, placing
it in a tin box and firing rifle bullets through it
The explosion can only take place when a dynamite
percussion cap is used. Some of the explosive was
next frozen into a cake of ice and exploded Cir-
cular pieces two inches in diameter were hlown
from 3-16 inch boijer plate, cutting the plate clean,
one and one-half ounces of the explosive being sim-

piy placed upon the plate and detonated in the
open air. A one-pound regulation arm ell was
exploded within a receptacle, and the shell was
blown into a thousand pieces

“That was a differe ®ind of activity from Kil-
auea. In Hawaii. where Mount Kilauea has not
been disturbed for two years, the eruption is of
siight consequence. But it is a great sight to see
the great lake of lava boll over the sides of the
crater and push its way down into the bowllike
valiey which has been formed by eruptions more
violent in the ages past

“The sight is such an unusual one that it causes
a great influx of visitors each vear, and that
naturally is a good thing for the island financially.
That's why we like the volcano to be active. Kijl-
auea’'s crater is the largest in the world. People
used to go and siv hy its edges and watch for an
overflow of the lava. The guides could tell almost
to the minute when these overflows wonuld oceur.

“In 1832 there threatened a great eruption, and
the natives were afraid that the town of Hilo would
be injured. The Princess Ruth, of the roval family
of Kamahameha, went to the mountain down which
the lava had begun to run. With her she carried
geveral chickens and one or two other animals.
Standing by the edge of the crater, she threw up
her head—she was one of those imperial Jooking
women. and weighed about four hundred pounds
